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TWENTY-SECOND LESSON. 

'My words in you.' 

Or, The Word and Prayer. 

 

'If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask whatsoever ye will, and it 

shall be done unto you.'JOHN 15:7. 

 

The vital connection between the word and prayer is one of the simplest and 

earliest lessons of the Christian life.  As that newly-converted heathen put 

it:  I prayI speak to my father; I readmy Father speaks to me.   

 

Before prayer, it is God's word that prepares me for it by revealing what the 

Father has bid me ask.  In prayer, it is God's word strengthens me by giving 

my faith its warrant and its plea.  And after prayer, it is God's word that 

brings me the answer when I have prayed, for in it the Spirit gives me to hear 

the Father's voice.   

Prayer is not monologue but dialogue; God's voice in response to mine in its 

most essential part.  Listening to God's voice is the secret of the assurance 

that He will listen to mine.  'Incline thine ear, and hear;' 'Give ear to me;' 

Hearken to my voice;' are words which God speaks to man as well as man to 

God.   

 

His hearkening will depend on ours; the entrance His words find with me, will 

be the measure of the power of my words with Him.   What God's words are 

to me, is the test of what He Himself is to me, and so of the uprightness of 

my desire after Him in prayer. 

 

It is this connection between His word and our prayer that Jesus points to 

when He says, 'If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask whatsoever 

ye will, and it shall be done unto you.'  The deep importance of this truth 

becomes clear if we notice the other expression of which this one has taken 

the place.  More than once Jesus had said, "Abide in me and I in you.'  His 

abiding in us was the complement and the crown of our abiding in Him. But 
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here, instead of 'Ye in me and I in you,' He says, 'Ye in me and my words in 

you.'  His words abiding are the equivalent of Himself abiding. 

 

What a view is here opened up to us of the place the words of God in Christ 

are to have in our spiritual life, and especially in our prayer.  In a man's 

words he reveals himself.  In his promises he gives himself away, he binds 

himself to the one who receives his promise.  In his commands he sets forth 

his will, seeks to make himself master of him whose obedience he claims, to 

guide and use him as if he were part of himself.   

 

It is through our words that spirit holds fellowship with spirit, that the spirit 

of one man passes over and transfers itself into another.  It is through the 

words of a man, heard and accepted, and held fast and obeyed, that he can 

impart himself to another.  But all this in a very relative and limited sense. 

 

But when God, the infinite Being, in whom everything is life and power, spirit 

and truth, in the very deepest meaning of the words,--when God speaks forth 

Himself in His words, He does indeed give HIMSELF, His Love and His Life, 

His Will and His Power, to those who receive these words, in a reality passing 

comprehension.  In every promise He puts Himself in our power to lay hold of 

and possess; in every command He puts Himself in our power for us to share 

with Him His Will, His Holiness, His Perfection.  In God's Word God gives us 

HIMSELF; His Word is nothing less than the Eternal Son, Christ Jesus.  And 

so all Christ's words are God's words, full of a Divine quickening life and 

power.  'The words that I speak unto you, they are spirit and they are life.' 

 

Those who have made the deaf and dumb their study, tell us how much the 

power of speaking depends on that of hearing, and how the loss of hearing in 

children is followed by that of speaking too.  This is true in a wider sense:  as 

we hear, so we speak.  This is true in the highest sense of our intercourse 

with God.   

 

To offer a prayer to give utterance to certain wishes and to appeal to certain 

promises is an easy thing, and can be learned of man by human wisdom.  But to 

pray in the Spirit, to speak words that reach and touch God, that affect and 

influence the powers of the unseen world,--such praying, such speaking, 

depends entirely upon our hearing God's voice.  Just as far as we listen to the 

voice and language that God speaks, and in the words of God receive His 

thoughts, His mind, His life, into our heart, we shall learn to speak in the 

voice and the language that God hears.  It is the ear of the learner, wakened 

morning by morning, that prepares for the tongue of the learned, to speak to 

God as well as men, as should be (Isa. l. 4). 
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This hearing the voice of God is something more than the thoughtful study of 

the Word.  There may be a study and knowledge of the Word, in which there 

is but little real fellowship with the living God.  But there is also a reading of 

the Word, in the very presence of the Father, and under the leading of the 

Spirit, in which the Word comes to us in living power from God Himself; it is 

to us the very voice of the Father, a real personal fellowship with Himself.  It 

is the living voice of God that enters the heart, that brings blessing and 

strength, and awakens the response of a living faith that reaches the heart of 

God again. 

 

It is on this hearing the voice, that the power both to obey and believe 

depends.  The chief thing is, not to know what God has said we must do, but 

that God Himself says it to us.  It is not the law, and not the book, not the 

knowledge of what is right, that works obedience, but the personal influence of 

God and His living fellowship.  And even so it is not the knowledge of what God 

has promised, but the presence of God Himself as the Promiser, that awakens 

faith and trust in prayer.  It is only in the full presence of God that 

disobedience and unbelief become impossible. 

 

'If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask whatsoever ye will, it shall 

be done unto you.'  We see what this means.  In the words the Saviour gives 

Himself.  We must have the words in us, taken up into our will and life, 

reproduced in our disposition and conduct.  We must have them abiding in us:  

our whole life one continued exposition of the words that are within, and filling 

us; the words revealing Christ within, and our life revealing Him without.   

 

It is as the words of Christ enter our very heart, become our life and 

influence it, that our words will enter His heart and influence Him.  My prayer 

will depend on my life; what God's words are to me and in me, my words will 

be to God and in God.  If I do what God says, God will do what I say. 

 

How well the Old Testament saints understood this connection between God's 

words and ours, and how really prayer with them was the loving response to 

what they had heard God speak!  If the word were a promise, they counted on 

God to do as He had spoken.  'Do as Thou hast said;' 'For Thou, Lord, hast 

spoken it;' 'According to Thy promise;' 'According to Thy word;' in such 

expressions they showed that what God spake in promise was the root and the 

life of what they spake in prayer.  If the word was a command, they simply 

did as the Lord had spoken:  'So Abram departed as the Lord had spoken.'  

Their life was fellowship with God, the interchange of word and thought.  

What God spoke they heard and did; what they spoke God heard and did.  In 
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each word He speaks to us, the whole Christ gives Himself to fulfill it for us. 

For each word He asks no less that we give the whole man to keep that word, 

and to receive its fulfillment. 

 

'If my words abide in you;' the condition is simple and clear.  In His words His 

will is revealed.  As the words abide in me, His will rules me; my will becomes 

the empty vessel which His will fills, the willing instrument which His will 

wields; He fills my inner being.  In the exercise of obedience and faith my will 

becomes ever stronger, and is brought into deeper inner harmony with Him.  

He can fully trust it to will nothing but what He wills; He is not afraid to give 

the promise, 'If my words abide in you, ask whatsoever ye will, it shall be 

done unto you.'  To all who believe it, and act upon it, He will make it literally 

true.  

 

Disciples of Christ !  Is it not becoming more and more clear to us that while 

we have been excusing our unanswered prayers, our impotence in prayer, with a 

fancied submission to God's wisdom and will, the real reason has been that our 

own feeble life has been the cause of our feeble prayers.  Nothing can make 

strong men but the word coming to us from God's mouth:  by that we must 

live.   

It is the word of Christ, loved, lived in, abiding in us, becoming through 

obedience and action part of our being, that makes us one with Christ, that 

fits us spiritually for touching, for taking hold of God.  All that is of the world 

passeth away; he that doeth the will of God abideth for ever.  O let us yield 

heart and life to the words of Christ, the words in which He ever gives 

HIMSELF, the personal living Saviour, and His promise will be our rich 

experience:  'If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask whatsoever ye 

will, and it shall be done unto you.'   

 

'LORD, TEACH US TO PRAY!'  

 

Blessed Lord!  Thy lesson this day has again discovered to me my folly.  I see 

how it is that my prayer has not been more believing and prevailing.  I was 

more occupied with my speaking to Thee than Thy speaking to me.  I did not 

understand that the secret of faith is this:  there can be only so much faith 

as there is of the Living Word dwelling in the soul. 

 

And Thy word had taught me so clearly:  Let every man be swift to hear, slow 

to speak; let not thine heart be hasty to utter anything before God.  Lord, 

teach me that it is only with Thy word taken up into my life that my words can 

be taken into Thy heart; that Thy word, if it be a living power within me, will 
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be a living power with Thee; what Thy mouth hath spoken Thy hand will 

perform. 

Lord!  Deliver me from the uncircumcised ear.  Give me the opened ear of the 

learner, wakened morning by morning to hear the Father's voice.  Even as Thou 

didst only speak what Thou didst hear, may my speaking be the echo of Thy 

speaking to me.  'When Moses went into the tabernacle to speak with Him, he 

heard the voice of One speaking unto him from off the mercy-seat.'  Lord, 

may it be so with me too.  Let a life and character bearing the one mark, that 

Thy words abide and are seen in it, be the preparation for the full blessing:  

'Ask whatsoever ye will, and it shall be done unto you.'  Amen.

This morning while in prayer He spoke into my heart. It was a word for a 

sister but also for each one of us who trust His name.  

 

He is called El Shaddai.  

 

I remembered Psalm 22....  

But you are the one who took me from my mother's womb, you made me trust 

when I was on my mother's breasts. Since my birth I've been thrown on you; 

you are my God's from my mother's womb.  

 

Psalm 22: 9-10  
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Becky my dear sister, she told me that some years ago there was a situation 

with Romanian orphans that were being adopted by American families. These 

children in their orphanages, were put in cardboard boxes and left there the 

first few months of their lives. They were not attended as newborns are to 

be, not cared as newborn babies usually are. They were fed but not nurtured. 

No nurturing to these children handicapped them. When their adoptive parents 

brought them to the states they found these children were different. There 

was a family she knew, who took the baby to a neurologist for tests and they 

found that the baby's brain was wired differently. The nurturing touch of a 

mother causes the body to release certain substances that stimulates the brain 

to create its connections. That process was hindered for a lack of touch and 

as a result their brain connections showed up differently. I understood then so 

clearly, when He calls us creatures of trust, that is exactly what we are, He 

knows since He made us and everything reveals by working in us His purpose.  

 

Psalm 22 says, that He caused him to trust on his mother's breasts. Then the 

word which He spoke made perfect sense to me. For He said to me, He is the 

many breasted One, and to the woman He gave breasts, one placed to each 

side of the heart. He also caused us to be born speechless, no one knows how 

to talk or walk , even lacking the fundamental coordination to grab things and 

that bears His purpose. He has fashioned it all, so that He causes us to be 

trained into trust by being born completely helpless.  

 

When we are born, all we know to do is cry. Our sight is even very short. We 

can see only so far, and then is perfect, because it is the exact distance 

between the breast and the face. We are born with "focused" vision so to 

speak, set to focus on the mother's face. That is Him. That is all we need. 

When the child is nursing, all he sees is mommy's face and all else is blurry. 

When we see that face all discomfort and even the pains of hunger disappear.  

 

He told me, that's all that is needed.  

 

What is prayer? Why do we cram prayers with words? There is nothing wrong 

in talking that is not my point. All that is needed is to cry out, the tenderness 

of His compassionate heart can't help but coming to us, as the mother who 

hears her child's cries, comes to Him. Isn't it written, even if my mother and 

father forsake me.... He will not? His love is perfect.  

 

He said He has placed breast to each side of the heart, because it is from His 

heart that we are sustained. He could have placed breast on the woman's 

butt. It doesn't work like that. He does not give us the refuse, the waste, 
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but the best. He could have placed breast on the knees. No it doesn't work 

like that either. He doesn't plan to keep us low and distant. Instead He has 

fashioned them to be exactly where He can cradle us in His arms and show to 

us His face, sheltered by His smile.  

 

When I nursed there was always an automatic response between my child and 

me. At home when he was feeding he would look at me and I would smile at 

him. With time, I still remember he would smile back and sometimes a little 

bit of milk would spill by the corner of his lips. "you made me trust when I was 

on my mother's breasts." The first communication in our lives is speechless. It 

has no words. That is the language of trust.  

 

Our fears makes us to complicate things, sometimes like one who burns a 

strange fire before Him. That is what sin does to us. Separate us, creates 

the illusion that we must perform, do something to undo what is wrong, 

convince, even to create strife between Him and us. But we don't need to 

strive... "Look unto the child and learn" that is what He said this morning. He 

created us to become vessels of trust. Even in our bodies it is written in the 

way He has caused us to be formed and born. Our very lives reveal His 

wisdom.  

 

He looks for an empty space in which He can Emmanuel. If we go silent, if we 

stop doing our gifted things, if we just look up to him and cry, the tender 

embrace and the warmth of His breast will reveal the beating of His heart 

never far away from us. He will clean us and feed us and teach us and lead us. 

All we need is cry until we come to trust. Our very need is His motive. He 

needs no persuasion, for love in Him has been persuaded to love. That is Who 

He is. But sometimes we pray, not from a place of trust but of fear and 

multitudes of words cover our fears. Like a child who wants to close the eyes 

and make the world go away, we pray like that and in closing our eyes we miss 

His face.  

 

All our problems, and I mean ALL problems there are under the sun, through 

the ages and around the world... all of them have One solution. I know, He 

told me this morning and I tested it. I thought of every person I carry in my 

heart and the answer was the same. Healing? (Physical, emotional and spiritual) 

Restoration? Provision? Salvation? Name it. Think about it and name it. All of 

them have one solution: Emmanuel.  

 

In His presence there is no need at all.

Sometimes His hand deals heavy to cause us to yield rightly. Sometimes as the 

first disciples we too are brought to the shame of our true condition and we 

face our own weakness being allowed to fail so that pride is exposed in us. We 

tend to esteem ourselves higher than we should and then, imagination try to 

take the place of faith. It is not in vain, that it is written, that He resists 

the proud. That is why we are allowed to be humbled like Peter who denied the 

Lord. Then we see who we truly are and the sting of pride being exposed is 

neutralized in us. Then we like Peter can become an empty space in which He 

can Emmanuel. No wonder his shadow would heal!  

 

Don't look for power in the high and exalted places for He dwell in the broken 

and contrite heart. That He can not refuse. Cry unto Him and trust Him until 

you see His face, for under that face all need is met. Under that face we are 

clean, fed, sustained, nurtured and trained with a smile. Never of something 

we may have done, for in truth we can do nothing. It is because of who he 

cause us to become, that is His doing, not ours and that reveals the glory of 

the wisdom of His love. All we need to know is how to cry. Funny that is the 

very first sign of life when we are born after taking our first breath.  

 

I never quite fully understood what was written on Hebrews 5:8  

 

Even though he was the Son, he learned obedience through his sufferings.  

 

I always wondered what kind of obedience a person who is not rebellious has to 

learn. The next verses on Hebrews 5:9-11 continues...  

 

"and after he had been brought to the goal, he became the source of eternal 

deliverance to all who obey him, since he had been proclaimed by God as a 

cohen gadol to be compared with Malki-Tzedek."  

 

Today this has been opened to my understanding. Because our Savior, He is 

our way and if he learned obedience was not to conquer any disobedience in 

Him but to show us the way in which we, as creatures of trust may overcome 

by yielding to obedience that trusts. He learned from His birth as it is written 

in Psalm 22, from His mother's breasts and through all sufferings until the 

end. He did not come unto us as the All Knowing one, but He made Himself as 

one of us and allowed the wisdom of God to train Him and guide Him as one of 

us, to show us by learning Himself how to yield to the wisdom from above and 

in that wisdom to receive the secrets things reserved for us.  

 

By looking to our Savior I can see the heart of God, to raise us from death 

unto life and to crown us with the glory of His presence, Emmanuel. For He 
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speaks from under the cherub's wings, where the mercy seat is found, as we 

are called to look to the resting place in which we are called to sit (Yeshua), 

and if we sit, all labor has stopped so He can speak, even as the blood has 

been brought to be applied to us.  

 

For Christ came to meet His disciples caught in the middle of the storm, far 

away from the shore. And when they saw Him they thought Him to be a ghost. 

But He was walking upon the waters in the middle of a storm. (Mat 14:24-27) 

which reminds me of many storm scriptures regarding the Lord but of one more 

than others in Nahum 1:3  

 

The LORD [is] slow to anger, and great in power, and will not at all acquit [the 

wicked]: the LORD hath his way in the whirlwind and in the storm, and the 

clouds [are] the dust of his feet.  

 

It is not without a teaching that the Prince of Peace came walking to His 

disciples in the midst of lake within a storm. Then He says to them; "Be of 

good cheer; it is I; be not afraid. " He who calls us to learn obedience through 

suffering has already suffered Himself. If we can focus on His face until all 

else fades we shall walk on the waters with Him. The shadow of His smiling 

face that rejoices in all gladness over us, from all things suffered and endured 

for our sake, is our shelter and a canopy of glory that shall cover Israel when 

He restores the tabernacle of David, Emmanuel.  

 

For we are presently being emptied to create a space for Him among men. We 

are brought to decrease in our esteem so that He can be revealed and become 

esteemed by men, He, the desired of all nations, mankind only hope. If we 

trust, all we need to do is cry, "Lord Yeshua, have mercy on us for we are 

sinners!", even without words He will understand and supply all.  

 

Sweet fellowship of hope is my Savior to me loving embrace of thorns that 

pierced through all my dreams in Him I find my rest in the midst of the storm 

tender sight of His love that soothes my soul from fears.  

 

All is well, all is rest, under His sight so dear truth unveiled in the flesh 

surrendered in peace I have no more to want than to lay in His arms it is well 

oh dear soul, when His love casts out fear.  

 

I know not how to love, but His love loves in me and cleaves throughout my soul 

to keep me always near and from me loves Him back leaving behind it hope I 

am His , He is mine, come now joy or come tears.

BETHANY - THE LORD'S THOUGHT FOR HIS 

ASSEMBLY

The upper room of the first chapter of the Acts corresponds with Bethany, 

the 

"house of figs", and Bethany with the upper room. We are going to take up 

that thought and, as the Lord helps us, follow it out to greater fullness. 

What is before us is the Lord's desire to have at the end what He had at the 

beginning - to have in His people, spiritually, that which He Himself 

constituted by His own presence at the beginning: and if I were asked to put 

into a word what I feel the object of the Lord to be, I should say, speaking 

symbolically, that it is 'Bethanies'. For Bethany, to my mind, most fully 

corresponds to the Lord's thought: He would have things on the basis of 

Bethany, constituted according to Bethany, and have His universal Church 

represented locally by 'Bethanies'. Now I am going to ask you to look at 

seven passages where Bethany is mentioned. 

 

THE LORD RECOGNISED AND RECEIVED 

 

Luke 10:38. "Now it came to pass, as they went, that he entered into a 

certain village (do not forget that villages represent local assemblies): and 

a certain woman named Martha received him into her house. (You know whose 

the 

house was now, who was the head of that house.) And she had a sister called 

Mary, which also sat at Jesus' feet, and heard his word. But Martha was 

cumbered about much serving, and came to him, and said..." 

 

Now here, in this first mention of Bethany, we have one or two things which 

in principle represent that Church, and that assembly, and that house, which  

the Lord has His heart set upon, and I fasten at once upon one word: "And a 
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certain woman named Martha received him into her house." The word 

"received" 

is the key-word to this whole thing, and it represents immediately a great 

difference. It is a discriminating word, a differentiating word. 

 

One remembers that it was said concerning His coming from glory to this 

earth: "He came unto his own, and his own received him not" (John 1:11). We 

shall remember that He said of Himself: "The foxes have holes, and the birds 

of the heaven have nests; but the Son of man hath not where to lay his head"  

(Luke 9:58). And if it really did break upon us with anything like its real 

meaning, when we reflect as to who it is of whom the first is said, and who 

is saying the second, it would leave us astonished. Here is the Creator of 

all, the Proprietor of all, the Lord of heaven and of earth; the Lord who has 

greater right to everything and anything than any other being in the 

universe; the Lord, for whom and through whom all things were made - and He 

came and had not where to lay His head in the world of His creation, in the 

realm of all His sovereign rights. He was not received, but, as truly 

expressing the attitude even of His own kinsfolk to Him, He represented them 

as saying: "This is the heir; come, let us kill him, and take his 

inheritance. And they took him, and cast him forth..." (Matthew 21:38,39). 

 

But here we read: "And a certain woman named Martha received him..." "My 

church" - "My church" - His assembly, His spiritual house, is the place where 

He is gladly received and finds His rest. It is His place, His place in a 

world which rejects Him; it is the place where He is recognised. Do you 

notice that when assemblies are being scattered over the face of the earth it  

is always that which is the beginning of an assembly? They "receive" the 

word. Pentecost was that: "Then they that received his word..." (Acts 2:41). 

At Philippi, "a certain woman named Lydia... whose heart the Lord opened, to  

give heed unto the things which were spoken by Paul. And when she was 

baptized, and her household, she besought us, saying, If ye have judged me to 

be faithful to the Lord, come into my house, and abide there" (Acts 

16:14,15). That is the beginning of the assembly - it is like that everywh 

ere. It is a spiritual perception issuing in an open-hearted reception. That 

is the first thing which befeatures His Church: "received". It is the giving 

Him a place, the place of honour. 

 

Now that is very simple, but it represents much to the Lord, and it carries 

us a long way, because it represents something more than the Lord coming just 

to be a sojourner in the midst. It represents that the Lord has got a 

footing, a foothold, a place which provides Him with that which is necessary 

to Him to secure all His rights universally. Let me illustrate. 
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You remember the tragic story in II Samuel 15, of the rejection of David in 

the usurping of Absalom. It is a pathetic story - David driven away from his 

place; leaving, passing out of, the realm of his rights. One and another 

accompany him, and Zadok the priest brings the ark of God with him, but 

David 

turns to Zadok and says: "Carry back the ark of God into the city: if I shall 

find favour in the eyes of the Lord, he will bring me again, and show me both 

it, and his habitation" (vs.25). The inference is: 'When I come back, I shall 

have in the city, in the place of my rejection, that which is sympathetic 

with me, to which I can come back. I shall not come back a stranger; I shall 

not come back to nothing; I shall not come back to find no place; I shall not 

come back and find there is no home for me: I shall come back to something 

that is one with me. Zadok, you are one with me; yes, you wanted to come out 

with me - this is a perfect sympathy. Now go back into the city, and when I 

come back I shall come back to something that is with me' 

 

And that is the principle here. The assembly here provides the Lord with that 

in which He is now, by His Spirit. It declares that He has a foothold in a 

rejecting world, and He is coming back to that. He will have something to 

come back to which is on His side and which, being on His side, will provide 

Him with the ground for re-establishing His universal rights, just as Zadok 

did for David. 

 

And that is why the Lord would have His Church here in assemblies, local 

assemblies, over the face of the earth. They are testimonies to His rights, 

in a world where those rights are disputed and disowned; and they stand there 

to say: 'Yes, His rights are the supreme rights in this world, not the rights 

of the usurper', and they maintain that testimony. When He comes back, they 

are to be the means, the instrument, of His recovery of those rights which 

have been disputed and from which He has been driven out. There is a good 

deal bound up with receiving the Lord. He is coming back to His own because 

He is already there in possession. 

 

You understand why the Devil is always out to destroy, if possible, the local 

expression of the Church; to destroy the little companies of the Lord's 

people who are living in heavenly union and fellowship with Him. It is 

because they represent His rights - the Lord's rights - and they are there 

all the time disputing by their very presence the rights of the usurper. The 

ark of the testimony is there; and while that is there, on the side of the 

Lord, the usurper has not universal sway. He knows that it represents that 

his kingdom is defeated, is menaced, and it is a constant thorn in his side. 
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And so, if possible, he will quench it, break it, divide it, do anything to 

get rid of that local expression which is according to Christ and in which He 

is. That is what the Church ought to be as locally represented; that is what 

every believer ought to be here on earth: a foothold to the Lord in this 

earth, a testimony to His sovereign lordship and right. To receive the Lord 

provides Him with such a foothold and such a testimony. 

 

And so we see that the very first step as related to Bethany is of the 

greatest significance. It represents a principle of tremendous importance. 

The Church is constituted, to begin with, upon the simple principle that  

Christ has found a place: amidst all the range of rejection He has found a 

place. 

 

HIS HEART'S SATISFACTION 

 

Now we continue with the passage: "... received him into her house. And she 

had a sister called Mary, which also sat at Jesus' feet, and heard his word." 

Literally the words are: "who also took her seat at the feet of Jesus and 

went on listening to His word." "Took her seat at His feet and went on 

listening." It was that which irritated Martha: she went on listening. What 

Martha really said to the Lord was in the same tense, the imperfect. When 

she came to the Lord she said: "Dost thou not care that my sister doth KEEP 

ON LEAVING me to serve alone?" "Keep on leaving me" - because she "kept on 

listening"! 

 

What is this? Well, it is that which provides the Lord with what He most 

desires. It is the heart satisfaction of the Lord that is represented by 

this. The heart satisfaction of the Lord was found in what Mary did. It is 

here that we understand the meaning of Bethany. You go over to Matthew 21, 

and you will find the story of the fig tree. Jesus is moving between 

Jerusalem and Bethany; He has been into Jerusalem and has seen things in the 

temple, and His heart has been pained, shot through with the agony of 

disappointment. He has looked round upon all things, and has said nothing, 

and has gone back to Bethany. In the morning, as He is in the way, being 

hungry and seeing a fig tree, He comes up to it, to see whether perhaps it is 

bearing fruit. But He finds none, and says, "Let no fruit grow on thee 

henceforward for ever"; and as they return, the disciples mark that the fig 

tree is withered and dead; they point out the fact. 

 

Now that fig tree, as we know, was bound up with Jerusalem, and was a type 

of Judaism as it then was. The heart disappointment which the Lord had met 
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in the temple was one with His heart disappointment in coming hungry to the 

fig tree and finding no fruit; the two things are one. That order of things, 

then, passes out of His realm of interest; Judaism goes out for the rest of 

the age - "Let no fruit grow on thee henceforward for ever" (Gr. "unto the 

age"). It cannot satisfy Him, and it goes; it is a withered tree providing 

the Lord with nothing. 

 

But when that heart disappointment is felt so acutely, and registered in that  

way by Him, He goes to Bethany, and Bethany means "the house of figs". Not 

in the temple, and not in Jerusalem, does the Lord find His satisfaction, but in 

Bethany. That is why He was always going there. Heart satisfaction for Him 

now was not in the cold, lifeless, formal religious system of the day, but in 

the living, throbbing, warm atmosphere of the Bethany home. He always knew 

that, while His words were rejected in Jerusalem, they would be accepted 

there, and listened to eagerly, and there would always be someone who would 

'keep on' listening. 

 

I am impressed with Acts 2; it says that after Pentecost those who believed 

"continued stedfastly in the apostles' teaching" (vs.42). You see, there the 

Church came in, and that is its feature: "they continued stedfastly in the 

apostles' teaching." We are so used to those words that they do not seem to 

convey very much to us. Will you bear with a simple practical way of seeking 

to apply it? 

 

In these pages certain things are being said. Now you will read them, and you 

will go your way, and perhaps you will remember them for a certain length of 

time; perhaps for a long time you will remember Bethany. Mention of Bethany 

will bring back something - certain things that you have read. You may speak 

of this message as a more or less good one, an interesting message, or 

something like that. What a difference between that and your going away and 

'continuing stedfastly in the teaching'! You must yourself interpret this, 

and say to yourself: 'Now what does it mean for me to continue stedfastly in 

that?' 

 

The word really is 'persisting'. "They persisted in the apostles' teaching". 

There is all the difference between persisting in the teaching, and going 

away and saying: 'Well, that was a very nice message'. 'Persisting' 

represents the practical, positive application of the heart to the truth, and 

that constitutes His Church; it is where that which comes from Him is 

received and the whole heart, the whole life, is given to it. There is 

abandonment to it. 
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And that was probably what Martha did not like. Mary was abandoned to it, 

she was given to it; and that is what the Lord is seeking. I wonder what would 

be the result if we took that attitude toward every word of Divine truth that  

came to us. When I think of the mountains of truth that have been built up, I  

cannot help asking the question: 'What is the percentage of real application 

to that truth on the part of those who hear it?' It was because those at the  

beginning took such a practical attitude toward the things which they heard,  

and persisted in them, that you had the effectiveness there. They did not go 

away and say: 'What a wonderful sermon Peter preached today!' No, they 

persisted in the apostles' teaching. 

 

That is what the Lord wants. That is what satisfies His heart. Mary took her 

seat at His feet and went on listening to His word, and that satisfied His 

heart when all else disappointed Him. Heart satisfaction must be a feature of 

the life of the Lord's people; and heart satisfaction to Him is just this, 

that we hang upon His word, we appraise it rightly, we regard it as the 

supreme thing. The assembly must be the "house of figs" for the Lord. 

 

ADJUSTED SERVICE 

 

Next let us look at Martha. "But Martha was cumbered about much serving, 

and came to him, and said..." The Greek is very strong: it means that she 

walked up to Him and involved Him in this. It implies that she regarded Him as 

responsible, and if she had said all that was in her mind, she would have 

said: 'You are responsible for this, You are involved in this, and it is up 

to You to put it right.' That is what is implied by the original words here - 

regarding Him as the one involved in it, and He could if He would, and He 

ought to, put it right. It implies that she burst out. She had been bottling  

this thing up, and at last, able to contain it no longer, she went up to Him 

and burst out: "Lord, dost thou not care that my sister hath left me to serve 

alone? Bid her therefore that she help me." 

 

Now I want you to get the force of the situation, and it will help you with 

Martha. We must understand Martha's mood and position. "Cumbered about 

much serving" hardly conveys to us what really was the situation. We get from 

the translation an altogether imperfect impression, I think, of exactly how 

things were. The Greek word here is a word which means "was distracted", 

"pulled in different directions". Probably her anxiety showed in her face. 

And what was the anxiety over? Many household cares, perhaps many dishes; 

preoccupations of all kinds. And the Lord said to Martha: 'Martha, you are 

bothered about all sorts of secondary considerations; you have got more than 

you can handle. There is but one thing that is really necessary -'. 
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You are beginning to understand the situation now, are you not? It was simply 

that there was necessary an adjustment of things on the part of Martha, so 

that what was most important should have its place. It was not that the Lord  

was out of sympathy with Martha's providing them with a meal, but He saw 

that she was causing this meal business to become such an elaborate and 

extensive thing as to be altogether out of proportion, and to put the more 

essential things into a place much less than the non-essential. 

 

Yes, a meal may be right, but oh, let us put things in their right 

proportion. Let us see to it that temporal things do not overwhelm spiritual. 

Do not let us become so anxious and distracted about the passing things that 

the spiritual things are eclipsed. For the one thing which ought to be made 

to keep all the other things in their right places - they are all right in 

their places - is the thing which comes from the lips of the Lord. 

 

You see, it is a matter of proportion, it is a matter of where you are 

placing the most emphasis. It is a matter of whether you are allowing the 

things of this life so to absorb, and to occupy, and to draw you round with 

anxiety, that the greater things are not getting a chance. And we all agree n 

ow, we have no more quarrel with the Master over Mary, when we see it like 

that. What was necessary was that there should be an adjustment of things: 

so that, while these other matters had a place, and a right place, they were 

in their place and in their own measure; whilst the supreme things were allowed 

to predominate and were not submerged in those lesser matters which, after 

all, are not the abiding things. 

 

Now, that was the whole situation. In the House of God, the thing that 

matters more than all our business, all our feverish activities to do a 

thousand and one things of Christian work - the one thing that matters is 

getting to know the Lord, and giving the Lord a chance to make Himself known. 

Feverish activities so often, in what is called 'the church', exclude the 

voice of the Lord, shut Him out; it is all what we are doing, and so little 

of what He is getting a chance to say. The place that satisfies Him is the 

place of adjustment to the supreme things. 

Well, that is Martha. 

 

PRECIOUS OINTMENT POURED FORTH 

 

Now we turn for the fourth thing to Matthew 26:6-13. It is the same village, 

and now the woman with her "alabaster cruse of exceeding precious ointment". 

The incident speaks to us in the first instance of the recognition of the

worth of the Lord Jesus. The recognition of the worth of the Lord Jesus. All 

who looked on, as good as said: 'He is not worth it'; that is what it 

amounted to. 'He is not worth it.' Of course they would not have put it like 

that. She recognised His worth - that He was worth the 'exceeding 

preciousness'. It was the exceeding preciousness of Christ that was in view 

here, as something recognised. That, I think, is the main feature. It is a 

feature of Bethany, it is a feature of the upper room, it is a feature of "My 

church". It is a feature of the Lord's assembly, it is a feature of the 

people who are after His own heart: the recognition of His exceeding 

preciousness, His exceeding worth; that there is nothing too costly to lay at 

His feet. "Unto you therefore which believe he is precious (is the 

preciousness)" (I Pet. 2:7). 

 

Now, that is very simple, and yet again it is a thing that draws forth the 

deep appreciation of the Lord Jesus. It is again a thing which gives feature 

to a very much beloved village. In other words it is a thing which makes His 

assembly of great value to Him, that there His worth is recognised, and He is 

appreciated and appraised at His true value. That must mark the house of the 

Lord. It is a feature that must be developed more and more. It is a thing to 

which we must attend, that we have a ready and an ever-growing recognition 

of 

the preciousness and worth of the Lord Jesus. Oh, how different this is from 

the merely formal church system! We can hardly say that the outstanding 

feature of that is a true heart-appreciation of the worth and of the value of 

the Lord Jesus. Where that appreciation is, you have the assembly; where it 

is not, whatever else you may have of ornate and elaborate presentation, you 

have not got the assembly, it is not the place of His delight. 

 

I think I see something else here. The brokenness of the cruse brings out 

into expression the preciousness of the ointment. It is the 'vessel of 

fragile clay' which, being broken, makes possible the manifestation and 

expression of the glories of Christ. While that cruse is whole, strong, and 

sound in itself, something which you would look at and take account of in 

itself; something that would cause you to say: 'That is a beautiful vase, 

that is a wonderful piece of alabaster'; - you are not getting at the secret. 

We may take account of men, as splendid intellects, splendid men, wonderful 

preachers and so on - be occupied with the vase, the cruse - and the other be 

sealed, be hidden; but when the cruse is broken, shattered, then you get at 

the tabernacle secret of the glory of Christ. 

 

You see it in Paul. I suppose Saul of Tarsus was a wonderful bit of alabaster 

intellectually, morally, religiously. He tells us that he was; he tells us 
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all that he was, all that he gloried in and that men looked at and no doubt  

praised; but he was smashed and it is no longer Saul, and it is no longer 

Paul, but it is the beauty and glory of Christ. The fragrance of Christ comes 

out when the cruse is broken. 

 

And, beloved, it is just like that in our experience. The Church, the true 

Church, has been allowed to be shattered, and shattered again, and the 

members individually are so often allowed to be broken and broken again; but 

has it not proved through history that, for the Church and for the 

individual, the breaking, the shattering, the smashing, has brought about an 

expression of the glories of Christ in a wonderful way? It is just like that. 

We go through a new experience of being broken - we put it in other ways 

sometimes and say we are being brought more deeply into the death of Christ, 

coming into a fresh experience of the Cross: however we may put it, it means 

breaking, it means the breaking of the cruse - but believe me, beloved, it 

means a fuller expression and knowledge of the glory of Christ, and it will 

bring us to a new appreciation of Him. We shall discover Him in the time of 

our brokenness. And in the same way the Church passes through the way of 

the Cross, but comes by the breaking to the worth of the Lord Jesus. 

 

THE POWER OF HIS RESURRECTION 

 

We pass to John and the well-known chapter 11. Here is Bethany again in 

view, and this time it is the raising of Lazarus which comes before us. We will 

not go through the whole story and take its details, but simply come swiftly to 

its one conclusion at the end. Bethany, in this instance, becomes the scene, 

the sphere, of the manifestation of resurrection power, resurrection life. 

There are many other things here. There is a wonderful expression of love; 

there is a wonderful expression of fellowship here in this chapter. Far away 

from Bethany the Lord said to His disciples: "Our friend Lazarus is fallen 

asleep". "Our friend"; not "My friend", but "our friend". You see, it is 

fellowship. "Now Jesus loved Martha, and her sister, and Lazarus." It is 

love. All these are features of Bethany; but the outstanding feature here is 

the manifestation of His resurrection, the power of His resurrection, 

resurrection life. 

 

And here again Bethany is an illustration of the Church that He is building. 

We know this from Ephesians, the 'Church Epistle', as we call it. We very 

soon come to our being "quickened... together with Christ" (Eph. 2:5). The 

Church is the vessel in which the power of His resurrection is displayed; and 

here again we not only testify to the fact, to the doctrine, but we have to 

apply the test, that the assembly according to the mind of the Lord is that  
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in which His resurrection power and life are displayed. 

 

Now, I know, when things like that are said, so often there is that vacant 

feeling that remains: 'Yes, we know it ought to be so, just as we ought to be 

crucified with Christ; we know we ought to be risen with Christ, and it is 

quite true that we ought to know the power of His resurrection, and His 

resurrection life'. That is said again and again, but we leave it there. The 

point is: how is it to be? 

 

Now, we have to recognise that the Lord has brought His Church into being for 

the specific purpose of displaying the power of His resurrection, and we 

should dedicate ourselves unto the Lord for that very end. That is the way: 

in recognising that the object, the very object of our being in that Church, 

of that Body, is that He might display in us His resurrection power and life. 

We, recognising that, have a definite understanding with our Lord that we are 

consecrated to Him; now our responsibility ends there, if it is from our 

hearts, and the Lord will begin His work. 

 

We shall not be able to raise ourselves any more than we can crucify 

ourselves, but we must recognise that the Lord's dealings with us are with 

that in view. In order to display the power of His resurrection, He will very 

often have to take the attitude toward us of letting things get well beyond al 

l human power to remedy or save, of allowing things to go so far that there 

is no other power in all the universe that can do anything whatever to save 

the situation. He will allow death, disintegration, to work, so that nothing, 

nothing in the universe is of any avail, except the power of His 

resurrection. 

 

We shall come to the place where Abraham came, who became the great type 

of faith which moved right into resurrection: "He considered his own body now 

as good as dead" (Rom. 4:19). That is the phrase used by the apostle about 

Abraham: "as good as dead". And Paul came into that: "We had the sentence 

of death in ourselves, that we should not trust in ourselves, but in God which 

raiseth the dead" (II Cor. 1:9). Whatever else men may be able to do in the 

realm of creation, they stop short when death has actually taken place; they 

can do no more. Resurrection is God's act, and God's alone. Men can do very 

many things when they have got life, but when there is no life it is only God 

who can do anything. And God will allow His Church and its members oft-times 

to get into such situations as are altogether beyond human help, in order 

that He may give the display, which is His own display, in which no man has 

any place to glory. 
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So said the Lord Jesus: "This sickness is not unto death, but for THE GLORY 

OF GOD, that the Son of God might be glorified thereby." Glorified! We have 

dedicated ourselves to that course of things - that is, we have dedicated 

ourselves to a line of human despair; but how slow we are to accept it in its 

outworking. When things get to a desperate situation, we kick so much and 

think that all has gone wrong. It may be just going right for the Lord! Oh, 

yes, it is desperate; that consideration does not take away from the 

desperateness of it, the awfulness of it; but if it is going to provide the 

Lord with His supreme opportunity to raise His pre-eminent testimony, then it 

is right - that is, it will be right in its issue. 

 

When at last, in eternity, we read the story of the Church, which is His 

Body, and see all that it really did come through, we shall have to confess 

that no human institution, no man-made thing, could have survived, could have 

gone through that which the saints went through. When it is understood in the  

light of eternity and appraised by true spiritual standards, we shall say 

that none but God Almighty could have achieved that, could have brought it  

through: that it has undoubtedly become the vehicle of the expression of "the  

exceeding greatness of his power" (Eph. 1.19); and that is to say a great 

deal. If "the exceeding greatness of his power" is necessary to this, well, 

that says much for what we have to be brought out of, doesn't it? If "the 

weakness of God is stronger than men" (I Cor. 1:25), what must "the 

exceeding greatness of his power" represent? 

 

Well, that is in resurrection; as you know, the words are connected with 

that: "the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, according 

to that working of the strength of his might which he wrought in Christ, when 

he raised him from the dead" (Eph. 1:19,20). That is "to us-ward who 

believe". Now the Church, the Bethany testimony, is to be a testimony to the 

power of His resurrection, and if His methods with us are making that 

necessary, then let us take encouragement and comfort from the fact that we 

are thus to be a true expression of what He desires of His Church. 

 

CELEBRATING HIS VICTORY 

 

We pass from chapter 11 of John to chapter 12. "Jesus therefore six days 

before the passover came to Bethany, where Lazarus was, whom Jesus raised 

from the dead. So they made him a supper there: and Martha served" 

(evidently she had not gathered, from the Lord's words to her, that service 

was wrong; she is still serving - it is all right now); "but Lazarus was one of 

them that sat at meat with him. Mary therefore took a pound of ointment of 

spikenard, very precious, and anointed the feet of Jesus, and wiped his feet 
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with her hair; and the house was filled with the odour of the ointment."  

 

Here we have the feast, and the feast has several elements. One, represented 

by Mary and her action, speaks of worship. Once again, it is the appreciation 

of Christ that is in view. That is worship. Worship - according to God's 

thought - is always simply the appreciation of the Lord Jesus; bringing up 

before God the sweet odour of a heart-appreciation of His Son. That may 

sound simple, but worship in its purest essence is what we think of the Lord 

Jesus, expressed to the Father. That is worship. The assembly is for that. 

Bethany speaks of that. 

 

Martha - yes, Martha served. But it is adjusted service. She is still 

serving, but it is all right; there is no rebuke now. There is no circling 

round of her face with anxiety now; she is not drawn around with care: she is 

serving in a resurrection house. Here is adjusted service, and service in the 

Lord's house is quite according to His mind when the service is in fellowship 

with, and in right proportion to, the worship. There is an adjustment between 

the sisters now, you see. They were disjointed before, because things were 

ill-proportioned and out of place; now the adjustment has been made and they 

are just getting on constantly together. It is adjusted service. 

 

Lazarus sat at meat, and of course he is the principle of life, resurrection 

life. That, again, is a mark of the Lord's spiritual house. So we have 

worship, adjusted service, resurrection life. 

 

Yes, but there is always some sinister thing not far away: "Why was not this 

ointment sold for three hundred pence, and given to the poor?" When you get 

the assembly just as the Lord wants it you will always find that the Devil is 

lurking very near. That may be a compliment to the assembly, for anything 

that the Devil does not cast his eye on jealously will surely not be that 

which is satisfying the heart of the Lord. But it is always like that. Just 

begin to get something that is according to the Lord's heart, and you find a 

sinister thing begin to circle round with a view to destroying that worship, 

to divert that appreciation of the Lord. It becomes a feature of the very 

assembly itself, that the Devil jealously casts his eyes upon what the Lord 

is getting, and would have that for himself. 

 

You see, the Church is that which brings to the Lord Jesus what He ought to 

have, and from eternity the Devil has been out to rob him of that, and he 

will do it in the assembly if he can, because the assembly is that in which 

the Lord does get what His heart is set upon. 
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OUTWARD AND UPWARD 

 

Now we close by noting the last thing in Luke 24:50-52. 

 

"And he led them out until they were over against Bethany: and he lifted up 

his hand, and blessed them. And it came to pass, while he blessed them, he 

parted from them, and was carried up into heaven. And they worshipped him, 

and returned to Jerusalem with great joy." 

 

Three words: "led out", "blessed", "carried up": out with the Lord, in His 

place apart; under His blessing; and linked with Him in heaven - to use 

Paul's words, "made... to sit together with him in the heavenlies." 

 

That is Bethany, that is the Church, that is what the Lord wants to have in  

the life of His people today. 

 

Go back over Bethany again and just allow your heart to exercise itself on 

these things, and seek very definitely that the Lord shall have in you just 

these features which are according to His own mind. And what we do 

individually, let us seek to do in those fellowships, those assemblies, with 

which we are connected, that they shall be true Bethanies, the  

village-expression of the great city of God, the Heavenly Jerusalem.

DEEP CALLETH UNTO DEEP

Prayer - protracted prayer, groaning prayer, fasting prayer, weeping 

prayer, speechless prayer - belongs to. those initiated into a spirit of 

prayer, that is, into "praying in the Holy Ghost." To the uninstructed, 

terms like these mean "works." But praying friend, faint not; such 

critics may yet learn. In the language of Horatius Bonar it may be said 

of protracted, groaning, speechless prayer, "It is the way the Master 

went. Should not the servant tread it still?" 

 

Dr. Tozer sets forth the new approach and mediation of modern evangelism 

in a brilliant article, "The Old Cross and the New." I think he could 

well have added a spicy chapter on our new ways of praying. Isn't it 
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pitiable, regrettable, and indefensible that we try to operate almost 

all our churches on one "sweet hour of prayer"? Yet in actuality, that 

sweet "hour" is much taken up with Bible study. 

There certainly has to be Scripture read so that faith may be generated 

(Rom. 10:17) and we may have God's promises as a foundation for prayer. 

But after all, the prayer meeting is a prayer meeting. The fact that far 

too many churches are combining the prayer meeting with a Bible study is 

the church's self-acknowledged prayer weakness. In short, the church is 

saying that it can not hold out in prayer, so it fills in the time with 

Bible study. Yet no church these days can operate on one hour of prayer 

a week, let alone on the half hour we are giving collectively to 

intercession. To those who have never developed a prayer life, the 

demand for time spent in prayer makes all the more strange the 

description of true prayer mentioned at the beginning of this chapter. 

 

I believe most of us will need the tears wiped from our eyes when the 

books are opened at the judgment bar of God, and our personal prayer 

record is read. By a strange paradox those who pray most, feel they pray 

little. This much is sure: No man who prays, struts! 

Prayer is a two-way operation - man talking to God and God talking to 

man. Solomon was wise when he requested a listening heart (I Kings 3:9, 

margin). To many, prayer is dry because they do all the talking. I 

remember chatting one day with a teen-ager and asking him, "What is your 

trouble?"   "I am a backslider," he replied with some heat. 

"How do you know you are backslidden?" I countered. 

He looked me straight in the eye and said, "Because God doesn't talk 

back to me anymore!" 

 

Friend, how about you? Does God talk back to you? After the 

Resurrection, Jesus had been seen by over five hundred brethren at once, 

and thousands of others had been born of God at and subsequent to 

Pentecost. Then why, I wonder, was Ananias the Lord's choice of a man to 

visit a seeking Jew and to "go into the street called Straight to 

enquire in the house of Judas for one called Saul of Tarsus"? Was it 

that Ananias had stayed to listen to God and to get directions from the 

Lord for the day's operations? What Saul of Tarsus do you and I miss 

contacting because in morning devotions we pray for help just to get 

through the day and fail to pray for specific guidance in testimony? 

Without prayer we can not live the Christian life. Prayer means power. 

More prayer means more power. 

 

Recently a racing motorist came within an ace of winning one of the 
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world's greatest motor races, but because he risked going the last lap 

without checking his gas tank, he failed. within a few hundred yards of 

the winning flag, he was stalled. As the competitor who had chased him 

so long flashed past him to gain the coveted award, the near-winner was 

chagrined. 

The place where the Christian stops to refuel is prayer. Yet it is 

prayer far beyond "refuelling" that .engages us now. In his masterly 

Epistle to the Romans, Paul talks of the witness of the Spirit (8:16). 

We Christians have isolated this passage to one single interpretation - 

the Spirit bearing witness to our justification. But in the Christian's 

life, the Spirit also bears witness to our praying, as well as to 

everything else. As a Christian, our Advocate is truly with the Father, 

and we talk to the Father through the Son. 

Yet the Father talks to us through the Spirit. Jesus is our Advocate, 

but the Spirit is the Advocate of God the Father. The Spirit bore  

witness to Paul that he had the true burden and spirit of prayer, for 

Paul says, "My conscience. . . bearing me witness in the Holy Ghost" 

(Rom. 9:1). How often, if ever, do we stop to see whether the Holy Ghost 

bears witness to our praying? 

 

Prayer is, I think, the language of heaven. A sage of old spake of 

prayer as thinking God's thoughts after Him. But in Spirit-born prayer, 

I believe we pray God's burden into and through our hearts. With God we 

share in prayer. Prayer is no magic transformation of words into 

heavenly language just because we close our eyes. Words are not prayer 

because we utter them on our knees, nor because we say them in the 

pulpit, nor yet because they are breathed within the confines of a 

church. 

Concerning our praying today, a phrase from Shakespeare often comes into 

my mind: "What do you read, my lord?" Polonius asked Hamlet. To this the 

melancholy man replied, "Words! Words! Words!" Likewise in prayer what 

do we so often say? Words! Words! Words! We can use words without 

praying, and we can pray without using words. We can also pray when 

words are used. But there is a language of the Spirit beyond words - 

groanings that cannot be articulated, that defy language, that are above 

language, that are beyond language, that are the yearnings of the heart 

of God committed to those who seek to know His will and to care for a 

lost world and feeble Church. 

 

There is no stagnation in the Holy Ghost, for "holy men of God spake as 

they were moved by the Holy Ghost." The Spirit "moves." In the beginning 

when this old world was like a slab of ice - lifeless and locked in the 
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black womb of the universe - the Spirit moved and the earth came forth. 

Years later the Spirit "moved" over the matrix of the Virgin Mary and 

brought the Son into being. When that Son was laid dead in the tomb, the  

Spirit came and wrought the mighty resurrection. In the upper room the  

Spirit brooded over the men; then the world felt the impact of that  

Spirit operation. The mighty Roman Empire knew Spirit-filled men were 

around. The temple crowd, in their great authority, knew the Spirit had  

come on the upper-room men. Even now, the world still feels the tremor 

from that Spirit-baptized group who waited for the promise of the 

Father. The Spirit moved on those upper-room men. They in turn moved out 

to the lost multitudes. These multitudes were in turn moved upon by the 

Holy Ghost's moving through men. 

 

Has the blessed Spirit toned down His operations? With reverence we ask, 

"Did God close down His production lines after the Spirit had come upon 

Wesley, upon Finney, and such men? Were those leaders spiritual freaks? 

Were they oddities of grace, eccentrics who were a little 'off' in their 

spiritual operations?" These days we are spiritually so subnormal that 

to be just normal (according to the New Testament pattern) seems to make 

us abnormal. 

Despite the psychologists (the Freud and Jung followers of the gleaming 

star of human knowledge), we still have to admit that the human body is 

a mystery, and that the human mind is complicated and ambiguous; and so 

there are depths in man that only the Spirit knows (I Cor. 2:11). Yet if 

the Holy Spirit is power, we need to learn how to operate the throttle. 

And if the Holy Spirit is a Person (and He is), then we really need to 

learn how to let Him operate us. 

I admit to being resentful when some soul, uninstructed in the Spirit, 

suddenly closes a prayer meeting that very obviously the Spirit has in 

control. How can shrinking flesh be so stupid? We cannot turn the Holy 

Spirit on and off with the lights of the sanctuary. If President Kennedy 

invited us to hear him give a speech, would we dare leave his presence 

on any given impulse? We often presume upon Christ's promise connected 

with "two or three gathered together in [His] name" because if we were 

gathered "in His name," then we would be gathered by His Spirit. I feel 

deeply that we trifle with the Holy Ghost even in prayer. What a trivial 

round of petitions we get in the average prayer meeting! 

 

In prayer we need holy men, for holy men are bold, reaching out in the 

Spirit and feeling the tug of I divine yearnings. Like their Master, 

holy men also know strong crying and tears. Would to God our Bible 

schools would give a special period each year to training men in prayer. 
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Satan fears prayer and offsets it at every angle. At every opportunity 

he stalls the impulse to take part in it, for he has felt the smart of 

men who pray in the Holy Ghost. Again and again hell has shuddered 

because of the onslaughts of men who have taken the kingdom of heaven by 

violence. In the book of Acts we read that demons cried, "Jesus I know 

and Paul know." Because Paul knew how to pray in the Holy Ghost, hell 

rocked in fury. Bloody Mary is said to have feared the prayers of John 

Knox more than the tramping feet. of armies. Has the devil less 

intelligence than that queen? Ah brethren, in this kind of praying most  

of us feel like worms (Isa. 41:14 - a blessed experience if it is not 

mock humility. 

 

Years ago in Dundee, Scotland, I stood reverently and read the great 

inscription on the cornerstone of the Church of St. Peter, where Robert 

Murray McCheyne used to minister. McCheyne knew Hebrew well enough to 

converse with learned European Jews. His scholarly tastes gave him 

appetite for finer poets of the Greek classics. He kept his diary from 

prying eyes by writing in Latin. He was no mean musician. As a hymn 

writer, his great hymns ("Jehovah Tsidkenu" and "When This Passing World 

Is Done") gave him a place with the immortals. He also painted fine 

pictures. 

But Robert Murray McCheyne excelled in a greater art than any of these 

or all of them combined, for McCheyne is remembered as a man of prayer. 

Churches larger than his offered a rich price tag for his ministry, but 

with grace he refused them all. He was contented with his lot because no 

church could offer him more time for prayer. "How real God is!" he once 

said to himself. "God is the only person I can talk to." 

 

After this saintly pastor's death, a visitor went to see the great 

church. The sexton showed him around. Some of McCheyne's books were 

still there. "Sit down here," said the canny sexton, leading the young 

visitor to the chair where McCheyne used to sit. "Now put your elbows on 

the table." The visitor obeyed. "Now put your face in your hands." The 

visitor again obeyed. "Now let the tears flow. That was the way Mr. 

McCheyne used to do!" 

Then the amazed visitor was led into the very pulpit where the 

impassioned McCheyne had once poured out his soul to God and poured out 

God's message to the people. "Put your elbows on the pulpit," instructed 

the old sexton. The elbows were put in place. "Put your face in your 

hands." The young man obeyed. "Now let the tears flow. That was the way 

Mr. McCheyne used to do!" 
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To be much for God. we must be much with God. Jesus, that lone figure 

fasting in the wilderness, knew strong crying, along with tears. Can one 

be moved with compassion and not know tears? Jeremiah was a sobbing 

saint. Jesus wept! So did Paul. So did John. Mr. Bounds says, "There are 

tears that are only the surface slush on the iceberg." (Such tears are 

bursts of emotion.) But there are tears that are as blood from the 

heart.  Oh brethren in the ministry, pray that you and I might covet 

something of this holy art of intercession. 

 

As I see it, there are two things for a minister to do - pray and 

preach. The mighty men of the early Church gave themselves. to prayer 

and the Word and left to the elders the serving of tables and visiting 

of the sick. Even so, the elders were men of faith and of the Holy 

Ghost. 

Yet in our day the qualifications for an elder seem to be that he has a 

bit more cash than other members. How we need Bible elders as well as 

Bible preachers! Not long ago I went to speak at a church where a fine 

man had resigned as an elder. "I am not ruling my house as I should," he 

said, "and therefore I am Biblically disqualified from holding that 

office." Honest soul! 

 

The early Church prayed; every revival church has prayed; every 

participant in revival prayer has known travail. Though there are some 

tearful intercessors behind the scenes, I grant you that to our modern 

Christianity, praying is foreign. 

At a Bible conference in England, I met a fine-built man who was 

laboring deep in the bowels of the earth as a coal miner. In a quiet 

talk he told me that he knew a little about a burden for revival. 

Because of this prayer burden, he said that for twenty-one days he had 

labored in the oppressive heat of the coal mine without food and with as 

little water as possible. From that prayer period he emerged spiritually 

renewed and without physical harm. He had learned to pray in the Holy 

Ghost.

ENJOYABLE PRAYER

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We see the banner hanging in the prayer room -"I will make them joyful in My 

house of prayer for My house will be called a house of prayer for all peoples." 

(Isaiah 56:7-8)   

 

But how can we be joyful in the house of prayer?  What is it that makes 

prayer enjoyable?  If you're like me, you have heard and said similar words - 

"You've just got to pray. That's part of what being a Christian is all about.  

It's our duty.  Count the cost.  Sacrifice.  Just do it!"  But is it really as bad 

as we seem to think it is?  Is God really that boring?  Is it really that hard to 

be with Him? 

 

So, what does make prayer enjoyable?  I believe that the first step to 

enjoying prayer and enjoying God Himself is knowing that YOU are enjoyed by 

HIM. If we have been involved in any type of prayer ministry at all, we know 

Isaiah 62:6 - "On your walls, O Jerusalem, I have appointed watchmen; all 

day and all night they will never keep silent.  You who remind the Lord, take 

no rest for yourselves."   It speaks of wonderful dedication to the Lord and to 

prayer, doesn't it?  But have you ever noticed that you can only run on 

dedication for so long?  Burn out always comes sooner or later. The problem is 

that we have neglected the preceding verses of that chapter.  Let's take a 

look. 

 

"The nations will see your righteousness, and all kings your glory; and you will 

be called by a new name which the mouth of the lord will designate.  You will 

also be a crown of beauty in the hand of the Lord, and a royal diadem in the 

hand of your God.  It will no longer be said to you, 'Forsaken,' nor to your 

land will it be said 'Desolate'; but you will be called, "My delight is in her,' 

and your land, 'Married'; for the Lord delights in you, and to Him your land 

will be married.  For as a young man marries a virgin, so your sons will marry 

you; and as the bridegroom rejoices over the bride, so your God will rejoice 

over you." (Isaiah 62:2-5) 

 

Did you know that the Lord has given you a new name? He has called you - My 

delight is in you, I enjoy you, I like you, I take pleasure in you!  What a great 

name!  It's much easier to be with someone that you know likes you. Who 

would you rather be with, someone who really, really likes you a lot OR 

someone who, loves you, yes, but in a tolerant sort of way and is a bit 

disappointed in you.  I would go with the first, wouldn't you?  Well, that's 

your God.  This is how He feels about you!  He actually rejoices over you the 

way a groom rejoices over his bride on their wedding day!  Wow! 
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And this isn't just how He will feel about you one day; it's how he feels about 

you NOW.  Even in your weakness, even when you blow it, even when you feel 

like one big mess.  Let's look at what Jesus told His disciples at the same 

dinner that they were arguing about who was the greatest and just hours 

before they would all deny Him.  "Just as the Father has loved Me, I have 

also loved you." (John 15:9) He also said in John 17:23 that the Father loved 

the disciples even as He loved Jesus.  So, the Father and the Son are in 

agreement about how much they love you.  In the same way that the Father 

loves Jesus, which is beyond imagination, is the way the Father loves you AND 

the way Jesus loves you.  This gives all of us the right to refer to ourselves 

as God's favorite.  Wouldn't you say that Jesus is the Father's  favorite?  

Well, the Father feels the same way about 

us as he does about the Son.  When we begin to understand the emotions of 

God's heart towards us,  then prayer becomes much more enjoyable. 

 

As we dare to approach God as the One whose heart is absolutely ravished 

because of us, then our hearts are unlocked.  We begin to see God in His 

beauty, and we begin to see our beauty in Him.  The knowledge of His beauty 

and His burning heart of passion for us are the very things that keep our 

hearts soaring with God.  This makes "prayer without  ceasing" very enjoyable. 

Our hearts become fascinated, and He becomes our primary reward. All of a 

sudden those things that we used to fill up our boredom and our emptiness are 

nothing in comparison with the Beautiful God whose heart is burning for us. 

Jesus, our Bridegroom, is the loveliest Man that you could ever know.  So, I 

encourage you as you come to Him - lay aside your agenda, put down your 

prayer list, let all the traffic in your heart slow down and simply say to Him, 

"Jesus, tell me how much You love me.  Enjoy me!  Unlock my heart and 

captivate me with Your beauty."  He's been waiting and will be happy to do 

what you ask! 

 

GROANING IN THE SPIRIT

Romans 8:22 The whole creation has been groaning in travail together until 

now; and not only the creation but we ourselves, who have the first fruits of 

the Spirit, groan inwardly as we wait for adoption as sons, the redemption of 

our bodies. For in this hope we were saved.  

 

Prayer is a creative work. It is not just a redemptive work. Paul speaks of the 

groaning of the whole of creation in verse 22 and then he speaks of the Holy 
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Spirit groaning within us (v.26) and then thirdly he speaks about us groaning 

within ourselves (v.23), coming forth from our lives and is expressed in prayer 

and intercession. So prayer is the very essence of God's creative force 

released. It is the same power, which God released when He created this 

planet earth. But when we are in prayer we are in line and in tune with God to 

allow God's creative force to flow through our lives. God can create without 

us. He does not need us but we need Him. However God has chosen to do 

creative work through human lives from the time that He has entrusted this 

earth to man. He has chosen to release His creative power through human 

beings. And this came to fullness when the Spirit of God came in this planet 

earth on the day of Pentecost when God released a new degree and a new 

measure for his people to move into the realm of groaning prayer.  

 

Prayer has a creative work involved. God does not do anything except that 

there is a release of that creative power before anything happens. John 

Wesley and other men of God have discovered that unless there is prayer God 

will not do anything at all. There can be no action unless there is first a 

release of His creative power. And there can be no change unless the creative 

power comes forth.  

 

Colossians 4:12 Epaphras, who is one of you, a bondservant of Christ, greets 

you, always laboring fervently for you in prayers, that you may stand perfect 

and complete in all the will of God. Epaphras labors fervently for the 

Colossians in prayers that they may stand perfect and complete in the will of 

God. But Colossians 2:10 says, And you are complete in Him, who is the head 

of all principality and power. They are already completed. But in Colossians 4 

v.12 Epaphras is still praying that they may still be completed. Potentially we 

are already complete in Christ. Jesus' work is a complete work. The work of 

Jesus' atonement is complete. There is nothing more you can add to what 

Jesus has done. But for the perfect work to enter into our lives prayer is the 

force that must be released. That is why Epaphras prayed. It is not enough to 

study the Bible in order to grow into this completeness. Bible study and 

acquiring knowledge has to be mixed with prayer.  

 

Growth in perfection is fundamentally based on prayer life. It is the level and 

measure of your prayer life that determines true growth. You can't even 

understand the Word of God unless you pray for the spirit of wisdom and 

revelation. It is only through prayer that you obtain this spirit of wisdom and 

revelation that enables us to understand the Word of God. Prayer and the 

Word go together and it is only both of them that is marvelous.  
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When you lack prayer you begin to falter in your spiritual growth. You cannot 

depend on others to pray for us all the time. We have to learn to pray 

ourselves all the time. It is good to have more prayers involved. A part of 

growth can never come unless you pray. Some people who do riot pray or pray 

very little may be getting more and more knowledge but there is no true 

growth. Being perfected in Christ can only come in prayer. Prayer is essential.  

 

Galatians 4:19 Paul labors in birth again until Christ is formed in the Galatians. 

Paul used the word travail or the Greek agonia. Paul worked for the growth of 

the Galatians in two ways: he did it through prayer and through the teaching 

ministry. And both need to go together. Sometimes some people try to reform 

other people's lives through teaching without prayer, which will never work. It 

is prayer that determines the effectiveness of the teaching. So both forces 

need to go together.  

 

In Romans Paul shows us the object of our groaning, that is we groan for our 

perfection in the fullness of Jesus Christ, we groan for the perfect will of God 

to be done. And this groaning is a groaning in the spirit. Romans 8: 26 - the 

Holy Spirit helps us to pray, speaking in utterances and in groanings. Groaning 

in the spirit touches the creative force of God and it occurs in the realm of 

the depth of your spirit. It is like your voice box. It can be used within a 

spectrum. You can bring it down to its lowest level and to its highest level. 

That is the meaning of using your to its optimum. In the same way groaning in 

the spirit reaches to the fullness of that which is within your spirit and brings 

it forth to the Lord. When you pray in the Spirit you realize that there is 

something from within which is coming forth. Most of what comes forth is 

actually in the natural i.e. the air and the sound. There is a movement of your 

vocal cords and the lips.  

 

Groaning in the spirit is praying in the spirit but at quicker pace than when you 

pray in tongues or in the spirit. When you pray in tongues or in the spirit you 

release your burdens a little at a time, slowly. But when you got deeper and 

deeper in the spirit, you begin to groan and then you release all the burdens at 

one go. It is like a tiger roaring. Sometimes this groaning is accompanied with 

tears but the end result is that the burden is entirely released out unto the 

Lord within a few seconds. The groaning process is involved in a creative 

process that touches the very basis of God's creative force. That is why we 

may not be able to reach the groaning straight away. You have to build up 

yourself to know the burden that the spirit is placing inside you and bring it 

forth.  
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It is important to realize this because there is a gradual process whereby you 

build up your awareness of the burden inside you and it is only when you are 

fully aware of it, when you really feel its weight pressing down upon you that 

you have arrived at this stage. The reason why some people still pray in 

tongues or in the spirit is because they are not fully aware of the weight of 

the burden that has been placed upon them. And because they do not realize 

how heavy it is it does not bother them that much. Just like a man who carries 

a quarter of a ton of bricks. He realizes it is heavy and he may be complaining 

about it. But it does not really bother him because he has the strength or 

more than the required strength to carry it. But when he really has to carry 

twice the weight and finds that he has no strength to do it then he lets out a 

loud cry for help. It is the same here. There will be a burden but it is not 

that heavy as yet. It does not depress you so much. You have to let the Spirit 

move in you and increase your awareness of the heaviness of the burden. Then 

only will you be able to groan and travail for the release of the creative power 

of God to bring about what God has planned and purposed.  

 

Some people are foolhardy enough to start of their prayer life as if they are 

set for the grand prix or a I00 meter dash. They release all their energies at 

the very beginning in praying and groaning but half way through they are 

already weary and do not appear to have the inspiration or the strength to go 

on. This happens especially when people want to do night watch. Notice how all 

these marathon runners start off slowly first. They want to conserve their 

energy build it up first before releasing it fully so they can run the full 

distance. And it is not beginning of the race. During the race they have their 

judgment and discretion. There are certain places where they have to go 

faster. There are places where they can and should slow down. There is a 

strategy involved.  

 

So also, in our prayer life, we have to start our engines slowly. It is important 

to employ the right strategies so that we can move properly into the depths of 

the spirit. As you move into the depths of the spirit there are certain times 

when it is easier to groan than others. You may want to groan but you just 

cannot groan. You must then open yourself to the Spirit and allow the Spirit to 

build up the burden in your life and place the groaning into you. You will 

definitely arrive at the stage of groaning. Then it is that you have gone into 

the very depths of the creative process of prayer. The fullness of it is 

expressed in groaning.  

 

How do I know that I have reached that stage?  
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Firstly, there will be a prayer burden that comes upon you. The word labor in 

Galatians 4:19 is agonia. Paul literally was saying that he was agonizing for the 

Galatians (agonia means to agonize). Think about what it means to groan. To 

groan implies pain. Nobody groans unless he is in pain. A groan implies 

discomfort. Spiritual groaning implies that you have reached the point when the 

Spirit of God begins to place His burden in you. You may sometimes literally 

feel the agony of the loss, the agony of the situation, the agony of a person's 

life or a ministry. So the first sign is that there is an agonizing in pain.  

 

Genesis 2:2 On the 7th day God finished all the work that He had done and 

He rested from all His work. He rested and that tells you that on the 7th day 

there was a different operation from the preceding six days. God's Spirit 

when He creates something He brings it forth in the very cradle of creation 

that is the very fountain of creativity is operating. And something great is 

involved. When you reach that creative force you enter the realm where it 

takes something out from you. Groaning in the spirit is different from 

worshiping in the spirit.  

 

Worshipping in the spirit is something very refreshing. But groaning in the 

spirit takes from you. You could come out from two three solid hours of 

groaning and all you want to do is to rest. When you reach that level it can 

even affect your natural body. The Bible shows us that when Jesus entered 

into this realm of groaning His body was affected. The very blood that 

dropped from him in Gethsemane came out in huge great drops. The blood 

vessels were so affected by what He was going through. He entered into deep 

groaning because Jesus had to give birth to all of the new creation.  

 

Secondly, there would be tears. There are 2 types of tears - a) tears that 

are produced by worldly sorrow b) Tears that are produced by godly sorrow. 

When you reach this stage it becomes easy to weep and cry before God. The 

groaning affects your whole body and emotional system so much that it is easy 

to cry and weep before the Lord. Hebrew 3:7 Jesus offered prayer in 

vehement cries (groaning) and tears to Him who was able to save him from 

death. There are some men who because they are of the opinion that it is 

unmanly to cry, they learn to harden their hearts to keep themselves from 

crying. They may have experienced something that has affected them very 

deeply and emotionally like death and in order that they may be protected 

from hurt and in order to maintain their sanity they harden themselves up. But 

that is not the way God made man. It is unnatural. And the Bible tells us that 

Jesus Himself cried and wept.  
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When the disciples reported to Jesus that some of the people thought that he 

was Jeremiah the prophet, the reason they associated Jesus with Jeremiah 

was because Jeremiah was known as the weeping prophet and very probably 

there were a few occassion5 when they saw Jesus weep. He knew groaning and 

crying and tears in the Lord. It is the tears that express the depth of our 

involvement in what we are praying for when we are deeply and emotionally 

involved with a person and that person hurts us we cry. When you are involved 

deeply in something that you are praying about you can cry about it. You may 

not cry if you are not so deeply involved. The greater your involvement in the 

creative process of God, the easier it is to cry.  

 

2 Chronicles 32:24-26 In those days Hezekiah was sick and near death and he 

prayed to the Lord; and He spoke to him and gave him a sign. But Hezekiah 

did not repay according to the favor shown to him, for his heart was lifted up: 

therefore wrath was looming over him and over Judah and Jerusalem. Then 

Hezekiah humbled himself for the pride of his heart, he and the inhabitants of 

Jerusalem, so that the wrath of the Lord did not come upon them in the days 

of Hezekiah.  

 

2 Kings 20:l-5 In those days Hezekiah was sick and near death. And Isaiah 

the prophet, the son of Amoz, went to him and said to him, "Thus says the 

Lord: 'Set your house in order, for you shall die and not live.' " Then he 

turned his face toward the wall, and prayed to the Lord, saying, "Remember 

now, O Lord, I pray, how I have walked before You in truth and with a loyal 

heart, and have done what was good in Your sight." And Hezekiah wept 

bitterly. And it happened, before Isaiah had gone out into the middle court, 

that the word of the Lord came to him, saying, "Return and tell Hezekiah the 

leader of My people, "Thus says the Lord, the God of David your father: "I 

have heard your prayer. I have seen your tears; surely I will heal you. On the 

third day you shall go up to the house of the Lord.  

 

It is the same story. Every prophecy of the Lord whether the condition is 

mentioned or not is subject to the fact of human will. Isaiah the prophet said 

that the king would die. But every prophecy no matter how authoritative it 

sounds or commanding or predictive in tone is always subject to how the will 

responds to it. There are conditions attached and you can change the prophecy 

if you obey the conditions. Hezekiah turned his face to God and prayed and 

wept bitterly. And the Lord told Isaiah to revoke the prophecy. This all show 

that every prophecy is conditional, that it need not happen. When God saw 

Hezekiah crying, He revoked the penalty. It was not just the prayer but the 

agonizing tears that moved the Lord to spare him.  
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1 Kings 21:27 The Lord spared Ahab because of his repentance. Ahab cried 

and he was the most evil king. But because he wept in repentance the Lord 

spared him and deferred the disaster to the reign of his son. How powerful 

are tears when they are brought forth to God in the right atmosphere and 

rightfully.  

 

Thirdly, there would be an intercessory sensation - where you sense like you 

are one with Jesus' priestly ministry and where you sense you are one with the 

object of your prayer. It brings you into a deep level of the consciousness of 

the Spirit. Romans 8:26-27 We do not know how to pray but the Spirit makes 

intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered. It is the Spirit who 

intercedes not just your human spirit that prays when you are in tongues (I Cor 

14:14.). But when you move into groaning and you are so yielded to God that 

the Holy Spirit prays through you. The Holy Spirit literally takes over and 

prays through you. That is very powerful.  

 

And here there is a difference between praying in tongues and when the Spirit 

takes over and intercedes. The Spirit prays with groanings that cannot be 

uttered. He pours Himself forth in groaning. And He makes intercession for 

the saints. This is what I mean intercessory sensation, that is a taking over by 

the Spirit of our prayer life and the Spirit just pours forth and breaks forth 

and you feel like just an observer, not making any effort but allowing the 

Spirit to take over. When you pray in the Spirit the Spirit is there praying 

through you. But now the Spirit is praying for you.  

 

And when these three things are happening and the Holy Spirit takes over the 

creative power of God begins to flow mightily.  

 

Personally I have felt what it was like when I allow the Holy Spirit to take 

over. It was like a fresh fire that came down. I found myself praying and 

sighing and groaning and what surprised me that I had done nothing by myself 

to get into this area of praying. I was aware I was not praying but the Spirit 

was praying -through me with my own lips. I had not lost my free will. I would 

have stopped it if I wanted to but I chose not to stop it. It was different 

from praying in tongues because in praying in tongues I could feel the effort 

that was involved. But in groaning the Spirit literally took over my tongue and 

He just came bursting forth. I experienced the same thing that happened in 

Acts 2. That was a mighty experience. A takeover happens in your life. You 

become just a third party; there is no effort involved. There is a time when 

you have to stir the Spirit and there is also a time when the Spirit is stirring 

you. He is like a tidal wave. 
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How can I have a more effective prayer life ?

This so built my faith as a new Christian 

that God just began to open up more and more doors to pray for people. 

 

I remember being in a Toys R Us....buying something for my stepson's 

birthday and in the next aisle was a woman with a jaundiced baby....and I 

sensed this baby did not have long to live unless it got a new liver...( I used to 

be a neonatal ICU nurse for years)  so I felt God nudging me to pray for 

her...and in my mind...I'm arguing...like "right here Lord?"...can't I wait till 

I get outside ?  so she finished and started walking out as I was finishing 

up....and I caught her just outside the doors and asked her if she believed in 

God to which she answered yes...( I'm thinking "whew") and asked her if I 

could pray for her baby...and indeed he was on the transplant list....so I 

prayed for a creative miracle of a new liver, or an operation, whichever the 

Lord wanted to use to save this baby's life and the compassion of the Lord 

came on me and I was crying...feeling the mother's pain...embarrassing in 

public, but God is good....as soon as I said amen practically she shot off...and 
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I didn't get  her number....she seemed more embarrassed than I...but I knew 

by the LOVE I felt coming from HIM that He had done something...despite my 

fear and embarrassment.

WE are constantly on a stretch, if not on a strain, to devise new methods, 

new plans, new organizations to advance the Church and secure enlargement 

and efficiency for the gospel. This trend of the day has a tendency to lose 

sight of the man or sink the man in the plan or organization. God's plan is to 

make much of the man, far more of him than of anything else. Men are God's 

method. The Church is looking for better methods; God is looking for better 

men. "There was a man sent from God whose name was John." The 

dispensation that heralded and prepared the way for Christ was bound up in 

that man John. "Unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given." The world's 

salvation comes out of that cradled Son. When Paul appeals to the personal 

character of the men who rooted the gospel in the world, he solves the 

mystery of their success. The glory and efficiency of the gospel is staked on 

the men who proclaim it. When God declares that "the eyes of the Lord run to 

and fro throughout the whole earth, to show himself strong in the behalf of 

them whose heart is perfect toward him," he declares the necessity of men 

and his dependence on them as a channel through which to exert his power 

upon the world. This vital, urgent truth is one that this age of machinery is 

apt to forget. The forgetting of it is as baneful on the work of God as would 

be the striking of the sun from his sphere. Darkness, confusion, and death 

would ensue.  

What the Church needs to-day is not more machinery or better, not new 

organizations or more and novel methods, but men whom the Holy Ghost can 

use -- men of prayer, men mighty in prayer. The Holy Ghost does not flow 

through methods, but through men. He does not come on machinery, but on 

men. He does not anoint plans, but men -- men of prayer.  
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An eminent historian has said that the accidents of personal character have 

more to do with the revolutions of nations than either philosophic historians or 

democratic politicians will allow. This truth has its application in full to the 

gospel of Christ, the character and conduct of the followers of Christ -- 

Christianize the world, transfigure nations and individuals. Of the preachers of 

the gospel it is eminently true.  

The character as well as the fortunes of the gospel is committed to the 

preacher. He makes or mars the message from God to man. The preacher is 

the golden pipe through which the divine oil flows. The pipe must not only be 

golden, but open and flawless, that the oil may have a full, unhindered, 

unwasted flow.  

The man makes the preacher. God must make the man. The messenger is, if 

possible, more than the message. The preacher is more than the sermon. The 

preacher makes the sermon. As the life-giving milk from the mother's bosom is 

but the mother's life, so all the preacher says is tinctured, impregnated by 

what the preacher is. The treasure is in earthen vessels, and the taste of the 

vessel impregnates and may discolor. The man, the whole man, lies behind the 

sermon. Preaching is not the performance of an hour. It is the outflow of a 

life. It takes twenty years to make a sermon, because it takes twenty years 

to make the man. The true sermon is a thing of life. The sermon grows 

because the man grows. The sermon is forceful because the man is forceful. 

The sermon is holy because the man is holy. The sermon is full of the divine 

unction because the man is full of the divine unction.  

Paul termed it "My gospel;" not that he had degraded it by his personal 

eccentricities or diverted it by selfish appropriation, but the gospel was put 

into the heart and lifeblood of the man Paul, as a personal trust to be 

executed by his Pauline traits, to be set aflame and empowered by the fiery 

energy of his fiery soul. Paul's sermons -- what were they? Where are they? 

Skeletons, scattered fragments, afloat on the sea of inspiration! But the man 

Paul, greater than his sermons, lives forever, in full form, feature and 

stature, with his molding hand on the Church. The preaching is but a voice. 

The voice in silence dies, the text is forgotten, the sermon fades from 

memory; the preacher lives.  

The sermon cannot rise in its life-giving forces above the man. Dead men give 

out dead sermons, and dead sermons kill. Everything depends on the spiritual 

character of the preacher. Under the Jewish dispensation the high priest had 

inscribed in jeweled letters on a golden frontlet: "Holiness to the Lord." So 

every preacher in Christ's ministry must be molded into and mastered by this 
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same holy motto. It is a crying shame for the Christian ministry to fall lower 

in holiness of character and holiness of aim than the Jewish priesthood. 

Jonathan Edwards said: "I went on with my eager pursuit after more holiness 

and conformity to Christ. The heaven I desired was a heaven of holiness." The 

gospel of Christ does not move by popular waves. It has no self-propagating 

power. It moves as the men who have charge of it move. The preacher must 

impersonate the gospel. Its divine, most distinctive features must be embodied 

in him. The constraining power of love must be in the preacher as a projecting, 

eccentric, an all-commanding, self-oblivious force. The energy of self-denial 

must be his being, his heart and blood and bones. He must go forth as a man 

among men, clothed with humility, abiding in meekness, wise as a serpent, 

harmless as a dove; the bonds of a servant with the spirit of a king, a king in 

high, royal, in dependent bearing, with the simplicity and sweetness of a child. 

The preacher must throw himself, with all the abandon of a perfect, self-

emptying faith and a self-consuming zeal, into his work for the salvation of 

men. Hearty, heroic, compassionate, fearless martyrs must the men be who 

take hold of and shape a generation for God. If they be timid time servers, 

place seekers, if they be men pleasers or men fearers, if their faith has a 

weak hold on God or his Word, if their denial be broken by any phase of self 

or the world, they cannot take hold of the Church nor the world for God.  

The preacher's sharpest and strongest preaching should be to himself. His 

most difficult, delicate, laborious, and thorough work must be with himself. 

The training of the twelve was the great, difficult, and enduring work of 

Christ. Preachers are not sermon makers, but men makers and saint makers, 

and he only is well-trained for this business who has made himself a man and a 

saint. It is not great talents nor great learning nor great preachers that God 

needs, but men great in holiness, great in faith, great in love, great in 

fidelity, great for God -- men always preaching by holy sermons in the pulpit, 

by holy lives out of it. These can mold a generation for God.  

After this order, the early Christians were formed. Men they were of solid 

mold, preachers after the heavenly type -- heroic, stalwart, soldierly, saintly. 

Preaching with them meant self-denying, self-crucifying, serious, toilsome, 

martyr business. They applied themselves to it in a way that told on their 

generation, and formed in its womb a generation yet unborn for God. The 

preaching man is to be the praying man. Prayer is the preacher's mightiest 

weapon. An almighty force in itself, it gives life and force to all.  

The real sermon is made in the closet. The man -- God's man -- is made in 

the closet. His life and his profoundest convictions were born in his secret 

communion with God. The burdened and tearful agony of his spirit, his 
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weightiest and sweetest messages were got when alone with God. Prayer makes 

the man; prayer makes the preacher; prayer makes the pastor.  

The pulpit of this day is weak in praying. The pride of learning is against the 

dependent humility of prayer. Prayer is with the pulpit too often only official -

- a performance for the routine of service. Prayer is not to the modern pulpit 

the mighty force it was in Paul's life or Paul's ministry. Every preacher who 

does not make prayer a mighty factor in his own life and ministry is weak as a 

factor in God's work and is powerless to project God's cause in this world.  

MORNING Prayer from the Jewish Prayer Book 

 

O You Who gives meaning to the strivings of men, attune our hearts for 

communion with You.  In the stillness of the night, in the press of the crowd, 

in the agony of inner conflict, we bow our heads, and lo, You are in our hearts 

and we are at peace.  We know not Oh Lord, 

Whether the gifts for which we ask are for our good, whether our trials and 

tribulations may not be blessings in disguise, whether even the fragment of our 

shattered hopes and love may not minister to the upbuilding of other lives and 

the fulfillment of Your unfathomable plan.  So we do not pray to You to make 

our lives easy, to give us happiness without alloy.  Rather we do we pray You 

to aid us to be uncomplaining and unafraid. 

 

Teach us to face life with FAITH and courage that we may see the blessings 

hidden away even in it’s discords and struggles.  Help us to wrest life from the 

discipline of pain.  May we realize that life calls us not merely to enjoy the 

fatness of the earth but to exult in heights attained after the toil of climbi ng. 

Thus will our darkness be illuminated by Your light and our weaknesses made 

strong by Your strength, lifting us above fear and defeat, and sustaining our 

steps with an immortal hope.  Praise to YOU, Oh Lord, the stay and trust of 

the righteous ! 

 

We gratefully acknowledge Oh Lord Our God, that You are our Creator and 

Preserver, the Rock of our life and the Shield of our help.  We render thanks 

to YOU for our lives which are in Your hands, for our souls which are ever in 

Your keeping; For Your wondrous providence and for Your continuous goodness, 

which You bestow upon us day by day.  Truly Your mercies never fail and Your 

lovingkindness never ceases.  Therefore do we put our trust in You forever ! 

 

Another Daily Prayer…Pris 
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Jesus, You are altogether lovely !  You save us and keep us by Your power 

from sin and death.  You have given us Your robe of righteousness. You extend 

Your mercy, longsuffering, lovingkindness, tenderness, healing and compassion 

to us.  You are our SHIELD, our Defender, our Rock, our Hiding Place.  You 

are our Provider, Counselor, Great Shepherd, our Friend, Who is closer than a 

brother, our Love.

I want to open blind eyes, 

and bring prisoners out of prison, and those who sit in darkness to the light of 

Your glory that they may also know Your love and kindness.  Raise up again the 

Tabernacle of David in the earth that all may praise Yeshua !   Make Your 

name GLORIOUS in all you do in and through us Abba !   Grant us the GRACE 

to praise and worship you in the face of peril and persecution, and famine and 

all the things coming on the earth.  Let Your people shout and sing and give 

glory to the Lord and declare Your praises in all the earth !

Pentecost At Any Cost

Some simpleton, trying to fill in the Grand Canyon with a shovel, would evoke 

gales of laughter and would suffer scorn and unbearable vituperation. No man 

will ever fill in that hole - not even with any army of bulldozers (never mind a 

one-man shovel operation).  

 

We Christians are a "holey" people. There are holes everywhere in and about 

our theology. There is a big hole or gap between what we read in the Book and 

what we practice. There is also a chasm in our church life. We seem at this 

hour to be as far removed from apostolic Christianity as the pope is from 

marriage. We are strangers from the commonwealth of the divine power of 

Pentecost. We are aliens to that city-moving enduement that was known to our 

spiritual fathers of the first decade in Pentecost.  

 

I remember on one occasion using a tin of well-advertised paint. The "fast-

color, quick-drying, permanent-finish" selling line hooked me. But my 

experiment was a flop. Was the paint at fault? No, the painter was the 

transgressor. He did not read the directions, and so the results could not come 
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out right. For an outpouring of the Spirit let us as Christians go back to the 

Bible directions.  

 

Even before a return to the Bible, we might ask a searing question: "Do we 

want another Reformation in the Biblical style?" A second not-too-easy 

question is this: "Do we really want a Pentecostal visitation of the Spirit that 

will shatter our status quo spiritually, socially, and economically?" (Let me 

inject a stop signal here: Unless you can answer yes to both these questions, 

don't pass on.)  

 

Our investigation into "Pentecost at any cost" is not merely to find an answer 

to empty pews nor yet to solve that preacher's headache, the Sunday night 

congregation. It is not merely a short-cut to getting our particular church or 

denomination on its feet. The answer to that problem is simple - get it on its 

knees. Our rediscovery of Pentecost may bring these several changes within a 

church; or on the other hand, it is possible that the new wine might burst the 

old bottles.  

 

If we want to, we can get back to Pentecost. But the road up this hill of 

blessing is steep. (I am assuming here that my readers believe the Bible to be 

the inspired, infallible, imperishable Word of God, and that it is no mere 

theological cliche to say, 'Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and today, and 

for ever" (Heb. 13:8)).  

 

The first hurdle blocking this road to spiritual recovery is this:  

 

 

The Price of Reproach  

 

Even suggest tarrying and right off some will dub us Pentecostals (as if that 

matters).  

 

Or, we would get jerking thumbs and out-of-the-side-of-the-mouth comments 

like this one: "They are trying to be super-spiritual" - an appendage we all 

would like at the judgment seat of Christ.  

 

Or some might even term us "lazy" for escaping work for some period.  

 

Or, if, with our fetters off, we leap for joy-in heart if not on our feet-then 

out from the critics would come the shattering phrase, "They are drunk" We 

could hardly take that!  
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Another reproach might be the fact that the manner of the Holy Spirit and 

His method of directing worship would be so anti-orthodox that the unmoved 

believers might be again heard to say, "They are unlearned and ignorant men " 

The flesh hates to be slighted intellectually by the intellectuals. Can we pay 

the price of reproach?  

 

Well then, if the reproach is not too great, if the price is not too high, if the 

sacrifice is not too involved, and if the stigma is not too humiliating, we can 

consider the next step to spiritual recovery.  

 

 

The Price of Disruption  

 

"Of course we do not have to tarry these days," say the expositors, 

"because," they add, "this is the dispensation of the Holy Spirit." 

Dispensationally (if one may dare to use that often-abused word) they are 

right. But I still hold that we need to tarry.  

 

First, take notice that this tarrying would mean a shattering of our own little 

program. The Holy Spirit is no one's errand boy. The Holy Spirit does not 

move at our beck and call. He cannot be slighted by frail human will without 

serious consequence. For spiritual recovery He must be obeyed. Only let 

calamity come, and we will all want to be spiritual. Stock market addicts miss 

their shrine of Mammon when there is personal or domestic calamity or a 

national day of prayer (called usually when there is no other way out). A "rat 

in a trap" turns many to prayer. But do we pray when we are not in a trap?  

 

We need to remember that wars always bring disruption. In London, England, 

just after the second world war, I saw from the outside balcony of St. Paul's 

Cathedral an ugly slab of concrete far below. The upper crust of that slab was 

thirty feet thick, the guide told me. Beneath it and in comparative safety, 

Winston Churchill, his cabinet, and his military advisors, spent many a sleepless 

night plotting military strategy in an attempt to out-maneuver a crafty foe. 

Especially was this disruption true when England was "going it alone," and 

Hitler's flesh-pounding juggernauts were only twenty miles across the English 

Channel.  

 

While the top brass were thus engaged, the lesser fry were fire-watching. 

That meant each man had a certain night that in pouring rain or in hail from 

failing shrapnel, he would walk the street and if need be put out incendiary 

bombs. It was a risky task. But here was compulsion to duty as well as a bit 

of the disruption that all war brings.  
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In the holy war against the devil and his works, can we be choosey in our 

obedience? Can we pray when we like? Can we seek the fulness of the Spirit 

when we are so disposed? No! If we are aware that now is the time for God to 

do a new thing, then precedents will be shattered.  

 

This brings us to another hurdle, the third:  

 

 

The Price of Waiting  

 

We need this waiting to get it clear in our minds that Holy Ghost visitation 

would not have to fit into our preconceived theological orbit. We need the 

waiting:  

- for humiliation and for time for a confession of our too-long-a-time 

satisfaction  

with our own works.  

- to get our spiritual eyes refocused on the holiness of God and the lostness 

of men.  

- to linger until we have a broken and contrite spirit.  

- to prove we can master the claims of this materialistic age in which we live.  

- to hear again the living voice of the living God.  

- to show our utter disregard for our own efforts and our complete  

dependence upon the living God for deliverance in this sin-dominated age.  

- to convince our skeptical friends that we love the will of God, that we long 

for the  

favor of God, and that we seek the power of God with more zeal than we put  

into our business lives and with greater hunger than we have for food.  

- for a sorrowful confession of sin and pleading for cleansing through the blood 

of  

Christ. In the divine presence, vows would be made to put wrongs right and to  

remain submissive to God's revealed will. I believe that then the Spirit would 

fall.  

 

Is the fire and fervor of the early church as revealed in the Acts of the 

Apostles the norm for the church of Jesus Christ? We believe it is. Jesus 

came that we might have life "more abundantly," life with glow and with flow 

and with overflow.  

 

The Spirit does not discriminate as to a man's position in a church. The Spirit 

falls on a Saul and makes him a Paul and an apostle. The Spirit endues a Philip, 
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and he turns the city of Samaria upside down and ransacks the devil's 

kingdom.  

 

Supernatural evidence has accompanied every revival. The external miracles 

have been greater in some operations than in others. But - and this is the 

core of the thing - signs and wonders were done; the rationalists and 

materialists were stirred, and at times silenced.  

 

To revival there is peril and pain - pain for the birth of revival, pain from the 

scorn of others while revival is in progress, and pain when the fire of revival 

dies down.  

 

Repeatedly the question has been asked, "Why does revival come in a blaze, 

but to the delight of the critics soon sputter and die out?" The answer to that 

question could be one or two of these things (at times maybe both): First: 

Ignorance could quench the Spirit - an inability to hear the voice of the Lord 

for the next move. Second: Disobedience - this seems the most likely thing to 

douse the flame that seeks to consume all the dross. There might be other 

causes such as laziness to follow the close schedule that the Spirit demands, 

or there might be smug satisfaction that there is now some "life."  

 

Let us remind ourselves again that the early church "moved." In moving, 

something or somebody must be left behind. The modern Ananias and Sapphira 

will find the pace too hot and the price too high. To keep the fire of revival 

burning, we would have to meet together  

- daily for prayer and praise. This is what the church in Acts did (Acts 2:42-

46).  

- daily for breaking of bread. This the early church did.  

- daily for prayer. This was their pattern in the early church.  

- in the harmony of the Spirit. This was the glow of the first church.  

 

This stringent schedule would be the death of many of our flimsy and 

unproductive patterns of life. How easily we Christians move along in the light 

of the lostness of men and their gambling with the certainty of eternal 

destruction unless they hear and believe. Sloth has seeped into our endeavors. 

The mesmerism of materialism has almost completely clogged the channel of 

blessing. We stand condemned.  

 

Almost every Christian without exception knows better than to live at his 

present standard of spirituality. "My brethren, these things ought not so to 

be." There is only one way for the church to operate - God's way. The Bible 

is the blueprint of this way.  
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Here, then, is the way back to Pentecost and on to glory!  

 

Quick, in a moment, infinite  

for ever,  

Send an arousal better than  

I pray;  

Give me a grace upon the  

faint endeavor,  

Souls for my hire and  

Pentecost today!

1 Sam 19:1 AMP   NOW SAUL told Jonathan his son and all his servants that 

they must kill David…..   1 Sam 19:9-10 Then an evil spirit from the Lord 

came upon Saul as he sat in his house with his spear in his hand; and David was 

playing [the lyre] with his hand. 10 Saul sought to pin David to the wall with 

the spear, but he slipped away, so that Saul struck the spear into the wall. 

Then David fled and escaped that night. 

1 Sam 19:20-24 NKJV Then Saul sent messengers to take David. And when 

they saw the group of prophets prophesying, and Samuel standing as leader 

over them, the Spirit of God came upon the messengers of Saul, and they also 
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prophesied. 21 And when Saul was told, he sent other messengers, and they 

prophesied likewise. Then Saul sent messengers again the third time, and they 

prophesied also. 22 Then he also went to Ramah, and came to the great well 

that is at Sechu. So he asked, and said, "Where are Samuel and David?" 

 

And someone said, "Indeed they are at Naioth in Ramah." 23 So he went there 

to Naioth in Ramah. Then the Spirit of God was upon him also, and he went on 

and prophesied until he came to Naioth in Ramah. 24 And he also stripped off 

his clothes and prophesied before Samuel in like manner, and lay down naked 

all that day and all that night. Therefore they say,"Is Saul also among the 

prophets?" 

 

DAVID DANCED BEFORE ALL OF JERUSALEM NAKED [ only wearing undies] 

 

2 Sam 6:14-16 KJV And David danced before the Lord with all his might; and 

David was girded with a linen ephod.  15 So David and all the house of Israel 

brought up the ark of the Lord with shouting, and with the sound of the 

trumpet. 16 And as the ark of the Lord came into the city of David, Michal 

Saul's daughter looked through a window, and saw king David leaping and 

dancing before the Lord; and she despised him in her heart….  

v.20-23 

20 Then David returned to bless his household. And Michal the daughter of 

Saul came out to meet David, and said, How glorious was the king of Israel to 

day, who uncovered himself to day in the eyes of the handmaids of his 

servants, as one of the vain fellows shamelessly uncovereth himself! 

21 And David said unto Michal, It was before the Lord, which chose me before 

thy father, and before all his house, to appoint me ruler over the people of 

the Lord, over Israel: therefore will I play before the Lord.  22 And I will 

yet be more vile than thus, and will be base in mine own sight: and of the 

maidservants which thou hast spoken of, of them shall I be had in honour. 23 

Therefore Michal the daughter of Saul had no child unto the day of her death.  

ISAIAH had to go naked 3 years ! 

 

Isa 20:2-4 NKJV  at the same time the Lord spoke by Isaiah the son of 

Amoz, saying, "Go, and remove the sackcloth from your body, and take your 

sandals off your feet." And he did so, walking naked and barefoot. 3 Then the 

Lord said, "Just as My servant Isaiah has walked naked and barefoot three 

years for a sign and a wonder against Egypt and Ethiopia, 4 so shall the king 

of Assyria lead away the Egyptians as prisoners and the Ethiopians as captives, 

young and old, naked and barefoot, with their buttocks uncovered, to the 

shame of Egypt. 
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EZEKIEL had to cook his meat with coals of DUNG 

 

Ezek 4:10-12 And thy meat which thou shalt eat shall be by weight, twenty 

shekels a day: from time to time shalt thou eat it.  11 Thou shalt drink also 

water by measure, the sixth part of an hin: from time to time shalt thou 

drink.  12 And thou shalt eat it as barley cakes, and thou shalt bake it with 

dung that cometh out of man, in their sight.

There are truths that can never be learned except in the noise and confusion 

of the market-place or in the tough brutality of combat. The tumult and the 

shouting teach their own rough lessons... 

 

But there is another school where the soul must go to learn its best eternal 

lessons. It is the school of silence. "Be still and know," said the psalmist, and 

there is a profound philosophy there, of universal application. 
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Prayer among evangelical Christians is always in danger of degenerating into a 

glorified gold rush. Almost every book on prayer deals with the "get" element 

mainly. How to get things we want from God occupies most of the space. Now, 

we gladly admit that we may ask for and receive specific gifts and benefits in 

answer to prayer, but we must never forget that the highest kind of prayer is 

never the making of requests. Prayer at its holiest moment is the entering into 

God to a place of such blessed union as makes miracles seem tame and 

remarkable answers to prayer appear something very far short of wonderful by 

comparison. 

 

Holy men of soberer and quieter times than ours knew well the power of 

silence. David said, "I was dumb with silence, I held my peace, even from 

good; and my sorrow was stirred. My heart was hot within me; while I was 

musing the fire burned: then spake I with my tongue." 

 

There is a tip here for God's modern prophets. The heart seldom gets hot 

while the mouth is open. A closed mouth before God and a silent heart are 

indispensable for the reception of certain kinds of truth. No man is qualified 

to speak who has not first listened. It might well be a wonderful revelation to 

some Christians if they were to get completely quiet for a short time, long 

enough, let us say, to get acquainted with their own souls, and to listen in the 

silence for the deep voice of the Eternal God. The experience, if repeated 

often enough, would do more to cure our ulcers than all the pills that ever 

rolled across a desk

Thought: 

Lack of prayer is sometimes a lack of trust. If you don't trust God to answer, 

why pray?  If there is covered over sin...you may lack the grace to pray.  Or 

you may be under the oppression of witchcraft...which will snuff out your 

worship and prayer life, and devotional time.  David said, search my heart Oh 

God, and see if there be any wicked way in me.  Don't fear to ask Him to 

open up your heart for inspection on a daily basis. He is like a refiner's fire 

and a fuller's soap. He is more gentle than most people I have known, to do 

this in a way to preserve your perception of His love for you.  The trouble 

with PRIDE, is that one thinks there is nothing wrong in one's life. It's 

everyone else's problem. Or due to abuses in the church that have happened 

to them, they are too afraid to open up and trust someone new.  People also 

often experience fears of disclosure or embarrassment, but sometimes these 

are linked to pretense & wanting to "save face".  God wants to remove the 

white-washed walls in our lives; not just to repaint them, not erase them...as 

we need boundaries: walls, but they just need to be clear - not white-washed. 

 

The Lord has quickened to my heart for a long time, and especially of late 

that He is desirous of UNIFIED prayer - corporate prayer. No man can walk 

alone.  We are interdependent with other brothers and sisters in the Lord.  

God made His church, giving out different gifts as the Spirit wills, it says, so 

that we need each other - even the weak He says are necessary.  To think we 

don't need each other is contrary to His will lately if I pray alone it is ok.  I 

am an intercessor, but if I pray with others there is an even greater 

anointing.  God once told me "the revival would come in the one-anothers" 
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In past revivals it was the same...People would stand up and pray for a loved 

one, and sometimes that same person just prayed for would show up at the 

meeting saying something compelled them to come. We need to pray for one 

another like we pray in our families at home.  Join together, usually with some 

agenda, but let the Spirit be the agenda maker.  God will orchestrate things 

to the blessing of all involved. If we can be REAL, and share what our REAL 

needs are, I believe God will release such power as to shake hell and the earth 

above it.   

 

A couple years ago at a church, the women started to pray.  It was the time 

right after the attack on the WTC.  Instead of what is usually planned, we 

started to pray, and as we continued to pray, three of us felt the building 

shake.  It was as if in a quake and we are used to quakes out here.  God also 

wants to raise up prayer meetings in our neighborhoods where people from 

different churches can join together to pray for each other and our 

neighborhoods.  Families praying together will shake hell !  NOW is the time 

God will arise.

Prov 6:16-19 AMP   These six things the Lord hates, indeed, seven are an 

abomination to Him:   17 A proud look [the spirit that makes one overestimate 

himself and underestimate others], a lying tongue, and hands that shed 

innocent blood, [Ps 120:2,3.]    18 A heart that manufactures wicked thoughts 

and plans, feet that are swift in running to evil, 19 A false witness who 

breathes out lies [even under oath], and he who sows discord among his 

brethren. 

 

Prov 18:10 NKJV  The name of the LORD  is a strong tower; The righteous 

run to it and are safe.  

 

Prov 16:7 NKJV  When a man's ways please the LORD, He makes even his 

enemies to be at peace with him.  

 

Prov 24:28-29 AMP   Be not a witness against your neighbor without cause, 

and deceive not with your lips. [Eph 4:25.] 29  Say not, I will do to him as he 

has done to me; I will pay the man back for his deed. [ Prov 20:22; Matt

Ps 21:11-13  NKJV   For they intended evil against You; They devised a plot 

which they are not able to perform.   12 Therefore You will make them turn 

their back; You will make ready Your arrows on Your string toward their 

faces.

Father, lift up Your standard in the nations against the spirit of witchcraft !  

Let them know that You alone are God, and there is no other.  Forgive the 

mockery and grandiosity with which witches and warlocks have proclaimed their 

lies here in the United States Lord .

Because you have rejected the word of the LORD, He also has 

rejected you from being king."   Lord, we are a rebellious people and there are 

so many who are unhealed.  How can we obey without the healing we need Lord 

?  Come down and purify our hearts & heal our wounds for they are many 

Lord.  Forgive and come down to a people desperate for MORE OF YOU !  Tear 

down the idols.  Release Your Gideons who will tear down the idols in the 

Father's House. 

 

2 Kings 9:22-24 NKJV 

"What peace, as long as the harlotries of your mother Jezebel and her 

witchcraft are so many?" 23  Then Joram turned around and fled, and said to 

Ahaziah, "Treachery, Ahaziah !" 24  Now Jehu drew his bow with full strength 

and shot Jehoram between his arms; and the arrow came out at his heart, and 

he sank down in his chariot.  Lord we need Jehu's who will stand up to the 

spirit of jezebel in the church .  Loose the Spirit of Might in Your prophets, 

that they might speak boldly for You !  Impart Your power and grace to Your 

servants, that they might become a mighty army ; the army spoken of in Joel. 

 

2 Kings 9:30-35 NKJV 

Now when Jehu had come to Jezreel, Jezebel heard of it; and she put paint 

on her eyes and adorned her head, and looked through a window.  Then, as 

Jehu entered at the gate, she said, "Is it peace, Zimri, murderer of your 

master?"   And he looked up at the window, and said, "Who is on my side? 

Who?"   So two or three eunuchs looked out at him.  Then he said, "Throw her 

down." So they threw her down, and some of her blood spattered on the wall 

and on the horses; and he trampled her underfoot.  And when he had gone in, 

he ate and drank. Then he said, "Go now, see to this accursed woman, and 

bury her, for she was a king's daughter."  So they went to bury her, but they 

found no more of her than the skull and the feet and the palms of her hands.  

Father, we need Zimri's in the spirit.  We need the power of Your Spirit of 

intercession, that we might war in the spirit.  We need the release of warfare 
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worship in Your church, that the spirit of jezebel would be destroyed in Your 

church.  Draw us close to Your heart where nothing can touch us Father !  

Release the Spirit of worship,  for apart from You, how can we worship???  

Surely the Lord's hand is not too short to save !  You promised to throw that 

woman jezebel on a sickbed that she might repent   Father loose Your 

judgments in the earth, that the earth might know that ther e is but One God 

in heaven, and One to be exalted over all the earth !  Jesus is LORD of Lords 

and KING of Kings   He alone holds the keys to death and hell.  Father loose 

any prophets,apostles, teachers, pastors and evangelists from the grip of the 

jezebel spirit and any oppression in their lives.

2 Kings 17:17-20 NKJV 

And they caused their sons and daughters to pass through the fire, practiced 

witchcraft and soothsaying, and sold themselves to do evil in the sight of the 

LORD, to provoke Him to anger. Therefore the LORD was very angry with 

Israel, and removed them from His sight; there was none left but the tribe of 

Judah alone. Also Judah did not keep the commandments of the LORD their 

God, but walked in the statutes of Israel which they made.  And the LORD 

rejected all the descendants of Israel, afflicted them, and delivered them into 

the hand of plunderers, until He had cast them from His sight.   

Father, our youth have been drawn into sorcery ; drugs....So many of them by 

their own parents, and many by people bent on idolatry to money.  DRAW them 

to You Father.  Your  word says that no man comes to the Father lest You 

draw him . Draw our youth and young adults to Your heart Father.   Restore 

families that have been broken.  Forgive our hardheartedness and blasphemy .  

Forgive us for not raising our children up in the praise and admonition of the 

Lord.  Forgive us for not treasuring our children and protecting them from all 

that is evil  Restore our children Lord !  Break the power of deception off the 

youth and establish Your TRUTH in their hearts;  bring conviction upon them 

and lead them in paths of righteousness for Your name's sake ! Give the Spirit 

of revelation to the innocent children and restore innocence to those whose 

parents, in lack of knowledge have allowed in the enemy through TV, movies, 

toys, etc...Let them see the angels that watch over them...transform them by 

Your love. 

 

2 Kings 21:1-11  NKJV 

Manasseh was twelve years old when he became king, and he reigned fifty-five 

years in Jerusalem. His mother's name was Hephzibah. 2 And he did evil in 

the sight of the LORD, according to the abominations of the nations whom the 
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LORD had cast out before the children of Israel. 3 For he rebuilt the high 

places which Hezekiah his father had destroyed; he raised up altars for Baal, 

and made a wooden image, as Ahab king of Israel had done; and he worshiped 

all the host of heaven and served them. 4He also built altars in the house of 

the LORD, of which the LORD had said, "In Jerusalem I will put My name." 5 

And he built altars for all the host of heaven in the two courts of the house 

of the LORD. 6  Also he made his son pass through the fire, practiced 

soothsaying, used witchcraft, and consulted spiritists and mediums. He did 

much evil in the sight of the LORD, to provoke Him to anger. 7 He even set a 

carved image of Asherah that he had made, in the house of which the LORD 

had said to David and to Solomon his son, "In this house and in Jerusalem, 

which I have chosen out of all the tribes of Israel, I will put My name 

forever;  

 

Father, I pray that You would restore all that the enemy has stolen in our 

land.  All these practices are common in our nation, in our schools, and even in 

the church.  What is right and wrong is not taught.   Many mix witchcraft 

practices and belief in Christianity without realizing they are doing evil,  and 

then there are those who do know, but prefer to have their own way.  We 

have provoked You to much anger in this nation justifying our witchcraft, our 

control, our drugs, and alcohol, and perversions.  Father we ask You to lift the 

curse off our nation for these practices.  We know how You abhor their 

violence and evil.  Father forgive our nation and heal our land.   Pour out Your 

Spirit and restore righteousness in our hearts. Release wisdom and revelation 

in the knowledge of You to all who will come....release it in the camps of the 

enemy, like in Gideon's time.  Raise up Your standard against rebellion and 

witchcraft ; destroy the strongholds of murder and suicide that have increased 

due to our rebellion oh Lord !  Forgive the highest form of witchcraft that is 

practiced here through abortion Lord; the disdain of human life and Your 

creation !

times, or an enchanter, or a witch,  11 Or a charmer, or a consulter with 

familiar spirits, or a wizard, or a necromancer.  12 For all that do these 

things are an abomination unto the LORD: and because of these abominations 

the LORD thy God doth drive them out from before thee.  13 Thou shalt be 

perfect with the LORD thy God. 14 For these nations, which thou shalt 

possess, hearkened unto observers of times, and unto diviners: but as for 

thee, the LORD thy God hath not suffered thee so to do. 15 The LORD thy 
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God will raise up unto thee a Prophet from the midst of thee, of thy brethren, 

like unto me; unto him ye shall hearken; 

Forgive our former presidents and first ladies for consulting mediums, 

astrologists and witchcraft.  Forgive our nation as a whole for looking to things 

other than to YOU oh Lord !  Forgive our greed and self-will. Release a 

sovreign move of Your Spirit oh Lord, bring revival and tear down the asherah 

poles and altars to satan and baal in our land.  Bring Your strong conviction to 

the hearts of those in Your church who have compromised the Word, and to 

those who are unsaved in the world.  Pour down Your glory on those who are 

true to You that Your church would be sanctified by Your glory.

He that sacrificeth unto any god, save unto the LORD 

only, he shall be utterly destroyed.  

Father, we ask You to invade the dark places in our country Father; to destroy 

the perversion, idolatry and witchcraft.  REVEAL Your Son , that darkness and 

death could be removed from our land   Forgive our complacency and apathy 

that have kept us from praying and worshipping as we ought to Lord ! 

 

Isa 2:20-22 NKJV 

In that day a man will cast away his idols of silver And his idols of gold, 

Which they made, each for himself to worship, to the moles and bats, to go 

into the clefts of the rocks, and into the crags of the rugged rocks, from the 

terror of the LORD And the glory of His majesty, when He arises to shake 

the earth mightily. Sever yourselves from such a man, whose breath is in his 

nostrils; for of what account is he?         

 

Father, You are truly shaking all that can be shaken;  help Your people to 

awaken to the signs of the times and to be steadfast in prayer , without Your 

Spirit we cannot do it Lord 

You are our Resource for everything we need.  REVIVE us !  Resuscitate US 

OH LORD ! Convict us of our own idolatries Lord, and destroy the idols in our 

hearts.  Help us to be generous and giving instead of fearful and hording.  

Separate and protect us from the wicked in heart, Lord.  Keep us in the palm 

of Your mighty hand. Break every deception over our minds that our minds 

would be steadfast towards You.  Destroy the works of the antichrist in our 

land that are waging war against Your people 

 

Num 23:24 NKJV 
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Look, a people rises like a lioness, and lifts itself up like a lion;

Father,  Pour out Your Spirit of MIGHT !  Roar out of Zion  Speak through 

Your warriors,  empower them in intercession. Give them authority of the King 

to war against all that is unholy and interfering in the lives of your children,  

to provoke  their healing and deliverance. Break the power of pride over us in 

Your church that we would all submit to the healing and deliverance processes 

You want for us. 

 

Num 24:1-2 NKJV 

Now when Balaam saw that it pleased the LORD to bless Israel, he did not go 

as at other times, to seek to use sorcery, but he set his face toward the 

wilderness. And Balaam raised his eyes, and saw Israel encamped according to 

their tribes; and the Spirit of God came upon him.  

 

Father restore the Baalams in the New Age movement by the power of Your 

Spirit, that they would repent and learn how kind , holy and loving You are.  

Bring them into the fullness of the wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of 

You and Your Son, and the power of the Most Holy Spirit. 

 

Acts 8: 9-13, 18-25 NKJV 

But there was a certain man called Simon, who previously practiced sorcery in 

the city and astonished the people of Samaria, claiming that he was someone 

great, 10  to whom they all gave heed, from the least to the greatest, saying, 

"This man is the great power of God." 11  And they heeded him because he 

had astonished them with his sorceries for a long time. 12  But when they 

believed Philip as he preached the things concerning the kingdom of God and 

the name of Jesus Christ, both men and women were baptized. 13  Then Simon 

himself also believed; and when he was baptized he continued with Philip, and 

was amazed, seeing the miracles and signs which were done. 

And when Simon saw that through the laying on of the apostles' hands the 

Holy Spirit was given, he offered them money, 19  saying, "Give me this power 

also, that anyone on whom I lay hands may receive the Holy Spirit." 20  But 

Peter said to him, "Your money perish with you, because you thought that the 

gift of God could be purchased with money! 21  You have neither part nor 

portion in this matter, for your heart is not right in the sight of God. 22  

Repent therefore of this your wickedness, and pray God if perhaps the thought 

of your heart may be forgiven you. 23  For I see that you are poisoned by 

bitterness and bound by iniquity." 24  Then Simon answered and said, "Pray to

the Lord for me, that none of the things which you have spoken may come upon 

me."  

 

Father, sometimes our hearts are not right in the sight of You   Sometimes we 

want the power, but do not want to pay the cost. We hesitate to do all we can 

to get in Your presence, and to humble ourselves so that we might be healed   

We look to the gifts but not to the giver, or we look to have our problems 

solved, but do not appreciate You and all You have done for us.  Give us 

thankful hearts Lord...Fill us with Your grace to be and do all YOU want us to 

be and do.  Cleanse our hearts and bring forth good fruit in us.  Help us to 

stay in humility, not depending on ourselves, but casting all our cares upon you. 

 

Gal 5:19-26 NKJV 

Now the works of the flesh are evident, which are: adultery, fornication, 

uncleanness, lewdness, idolatry, sorcery, hatred, contentions, jealousies, 

outbursts of wrath, selfish ambitions, dissensions, heresies, 21  envy, 

murders, drunkenness, revelries, and the like; of which I tell you beforehand, 

just as I also told you in time past, that those who practice such things will 

not inherit the kingdom of God. 22  But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, 

peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23  gentleness, self-

control. Against such there is no law. 24  And those who are Christ's have 

crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. 25   If we live in the Spirit, 

let us also walk in the Spirit. 26  Let us not become conceited, provoking one 

another, envying one another. 

 

Father, help me to die daily, to take up my cross daily and to not forget that 

YOU are the Source of my strength to do anything. You are my Adonai, my 

Lord and Master.  Help me to depend on You for all that I need and to not go 

off in self-sufficient pride to do whatever I want to do, but to obey You and 

what You want for me to do each day. 

 

Rev 18:21-24 NKJV 

Then a mighty angel took up a stone like a great millstone and threw it into 

the sea, saying, "Thus with violence the great city Babylon shall be thrown 

down, and shall not be found anymore. 22  The sound of harpists, musicians, 

flutists, and trumpeters shall not be heard in you anymore. No craftsman of 

any craft shall be found in you anymore, and the sound of a millstone shall not 

be heard in you anymore. 23  The light of a lamp shall not shine in you 

anymore, and the voice of bridegroom and bride shall not be heard in you 

anymore. For your merchants were the great men of the earth, for by your 

sorcery all the nations were deceived. 24  And in her was found the blood of 

prophets and saints, and of all who were slain on the earth."

Isa 8:18-19 NKJV    Here am I  and the children whom the LORD has given 

me ! 

We are for signs and wonders in Israel from the LORD of hosts, Who dwells in 

Mount Zion. And when they say to you, "Seek those who are mediums and 

wizards, who whisper and mutter," should not a people seek their God ?   

Should they seek the dead on behalf of the living? 

 

Father, we ask Your forgiveness for the witchcraft in our hearts, for You have 

said that rebellion is as witchcraft.  Father, we all have struggled with 

control, and the fear and pride behind it and we want to be free of it Lord, 

that we might set others free as You did. You said, " Perfect Love casts down 

all fear." So pour out Your perfect love that would uproot the fear in our 

hearts Lord, that we would turn only to you.  Father, send Your Son into the 

covens across this nation to reveal His love for them, that they might turn 

from darkness to Your everlasting light and serve You with all their hearts   

Break the power of divination and sorcery off our nation Father.  Destroy all 

the rationalization in the hearts of people who cling to worthless idols and 

self-destruction.  Show Yourself to those who sit in darkness and remove all 

the blindness, deafness and delusion.   In Jesus' name ! 

 

Dan 4:2-3 NKJV 

I thought it good to declare the signs and wonders that the Most High God has 

worked for me.  How great are His signs, and how mighty His wonders!  His 

kingdom is an everlasting kingdom, and His dominion is from generation to 

generation. And he works signs and wonders in heaven and on earth, Who has 

delivered Daniel from the power of the lions.  

 

Father, deliver us from the lions in our lives ;  deliver us from all evil and put 

in us a heart of rejoicing and praise. Direct our hearts into the love of God 

and the forgiveness of Christ. 
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Acts 4: 31-36 NKJV 

31  And when they had prayed, the place where they were assembled together 

was shaken; and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and they spoke the 

word of God with boldness.  

Now the multitude of those who believed were of one heart and one soul; 

neither did anyone say that any of the things he possessed was his own, but 

they had all things in common. 33  And with great power the apostles gave 

witness to the resurrection of the Lord Jesus. And great grace was upon them 

all. 34  Nor was there anyone among them who lacked; for all who were 

possessors of lands or houses sold them, and brought the proceeds of the 

things that were sold, and laid them at the apostles' feet; and they 

distributed to each as anyone had need.

Forgive our judgments of those 

who are weaker and give us a heart like Yours, that we can forgive from our 

heart all who have offended us. 

 

Acts 5:12-15 NKJV 

And through the hands of the apostles many signs and wonders were done 

among the people. And they were all with one accord in Solomon's Porch. Yet 

none of the rest dared join them, but the people esteemed them highly. And 

believers were increasingly added to the Lord, multitudes of both men and 

women, so that they brought the sick out into the streets and laid them on 

beds and couches, that at least the shadow of Peter passing by might fall on 

some of them. 

 

Father, we want to walk in the same glory that the early apostles had we do 

not want to be left out.  We want to be givers of Your glory, not to get the 

glory only for ourselves, or to steal it away from YOU.  Forgive us for the 

times we have walked in selfish ambition out of our insecurities Father.  Help 

us to know deeply the love that You have for us, that we would not succomb to 

those same temptations again.

Truly the signs of an apostle were accomplished among you with all 

perseverance, in signs and wonders and mighty deeds.  

 

Father, we will never walk in the signs and wonders of an apostle without Your 

compassion.  Help us to see others the way YOU see them and to not base our 

choices for who we touch or pray for based on their looks and talents.  Help 

us to love the unloveable and to see others ONLY the way YOU see them. 

Grant us Your compassion and mercy. Help us to not walk in our own or we will 

fall short every time. 

 

2 Thess 2:8-13 NKJV 

And then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord will consume with the 

breath of His mouth and destroy with the brightness of His coming.  The 

coming of the lawless one is according to the working of Satan, with all power, 

signs, and lying wonders,  and with all unrighteous deception among those who 

perish, because they did not receive the love of the truth, that they might be 

saved.  And for this reason God will send them strong delusion, that they 

should believe the lie,  that they all may be condemned who did not believe the 

truth but had pleasure in unrighteousness.     

 

Father, keep Your church from the strong delusion that is coming with the soon 

coming antichrist. Cleanse our hearts that we would have the discernment we 

need for this age we live in. Give us a thirst for righteousness and goodness so 

we might walk in holiness and not deception. 

 

Heb 2:5-9 NKJV 

But one testified in a certain place, saying: "What is man that You are mindful 

of him, or the son of man that You take care of him?  You have made him a 

little lower than the angels;  You have crowned him with glory and honor,  and 

set him over the works of Your hands.

Do not let us be 

like Thomas who refused his lot and ended up going as a slave to India.  Help 

us to willingly GO when You have said GO !

The chariots 

come with flaming torches In the day of his preparation, and the spears are 

brandished. The chariots rage in the streets, they jostle one another in the 

broad roads; They seem like torches, they run like lightning.

Why do You make men like fish of the sea, Like creeping things that have no 

ruler over them?

The remnant of Israel shall do no unrighteousness And 

speak no lies, nor shall a deceitful tongue be found in their mouth; for they 

shall feed their flocks and lie down, and no one shall make them afraid."   

Be glad and rejoice with all your 

heart, O daughter of Jerusalem!  The LORD has taken away your judgments, 

He has cast out your enemy.

So likewise, whoever of you does not forsake all that he has cannot be 

My disciple.  

 

2 Cor 10:2-6 NKJV 
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For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh.  For 

the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but mighty in God for pulling down 

strongholds, casting down arguments and every high thing that exalts itself 

against the knowledge of God, bringing every thought into captivity to the 

obedience of Christ, and being ready to punish all disobedience when your 

obedience is fulfilled.  

 

Rev 12:7-12 NKJV 

And war broke out in heaven: Michael and his angels fought with the dragon; 

and the dragon and his angels fought,  but they did not prevail, nor was a 

place found for them in heaven any longer.  So the great dragon was cast out, 

that serpent of old, called the Devil and Satan, who deceives the whole world; 

he was cast to the earth, and his angels were cast out with him. Then I heard 

a loud voice saying in heaven, "Now salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of 

our God, and the power of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our 

brethren, who accused them before our God day and night, has been cast 

down.

I loose myself from all power, hold, control and 

dominination or dominion my father has over my mind, my will, my emotions and 

my feeling being.  I renounce all ungodly soul ties to my father in Jesus name. 
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Heavenly Father...I ask you to forgive me for bringing all of the negative 

feelings and emotions and false images of myself and not lettin You take the 

place over those false images. 

 

Thank You Holy Spirit for walking through my past feelings and emotions with 

me and help me to face the past. Be with me as I go through those 

experiences and emotions and help free me from the memories and all 

distortion or deception of the enemy that came through those experiences.   

Fill me Holy spirit with the Father's love and fill every void with the love I 

need and did not receive.  Holy Spirit, I surrender my whole being to you...I 

surrender my emotions and all those events to You for healing.  Thank you for 

bringing Your good out of all the hurt.  Help me to reach out to others, even 

in the midst of the pain...that others may benefit from my loss - turn my loss 

to Your gain Lord.

Thank you for Your love...I love You Lord...Make me more 

like YOU...to rejoice in my sufferings, to rejoice when men speak ill of me...I 

renounce all rejection, fear of rejection and self-rejection and self-

destruction, in Jesus name....Come Holy Spirit and make me whole in Jesus 

mighty name !  I throw off the mortal coil of death and destruction.  I 

renounce all revenge, hatred, jealousy, violence, abuse, cruelty and any desire 

for revenge in Jesus name...I lay all my pain at the cross, in Jesus name. 

Deliver me O Lord from all evil in Jesus name. 
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And the LORD respected Abel and his offering, but He did not respect Cain 

and his offering. And Cain was very angry, and his countenance fell. So the 

LORD said to Cain, "Why are you angry? And why has your countenance fallen? 
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If you do well, will you not be accepted? And if you do not do well, sin lies at 

the door. And its desire is for you, but you should rule over it."   

Gen 4:4-8 NKJV   

Oh Lord, forgive any areas of my life where I have been jealous, or angry and 

not forgiven.  Help me to walk in righteousness by Your grace, that I would be 

able to obey all You want for me to do.  Lord, help me to be as Joseph was in 

forgiving those even closest to him who desired to kill him.  Help me to love my 

enemies and to be good to those who hate me, and to pray for those who 

spitefully use me.  

 

[Deut 1:34-35]  Father, I do not want to reap what I have sown in anger, I 

renounce all violence, bitterness, hatred, rage, murderous attitudes and anger, 

& pray that You would deliver me from them. I want to walk in the Spirit and 

to inherit all You have for me, Your goodness, Your self control, Your love, 

mercy, faithfulness, obedience, Your peace and joy. I pray You would give me 

beauty for ashes Abba. In the name and the blood of JESUS. 

 

[Deut 1:37-38]  Father, You were angry with Moses, because He acted in 

pride and anger again, I do not want to walk in impatience, but to be free 

from all things that would keep me from Your best for me. Help me to identify 

oh Lord, those things in my heart that are unpleasing to You, and to forgive all 

who have offended me.  Help me to be quick to forgive Father.  

 

[Deut 3:26] Father, You know all things.  You alone are almighty. You have 

said that vengeance is Mine, says the Lord !  So Father help me to give up my 

right to be angry or vengeful, that I might inherit the promises You have 

made, and not walk in any rebellion in my life.  I want Your ears to be open to 

my prayers so help me to give up any hold I have to doubt, unbelief or 

anything else that would rob and steal from me.  

 

[Deut 4:21-22 NKJV   Judg 6:39-40 NKJV]  Father, I want to cross my 

Jordan.  I want to possess all the good things You have for me. Help me Lord 

, to be brave and of good courage; to let go of all wrath and anger. Father, 

like Gideon, sometimes I have tested You.  I pray You will help me to grow in 

faith and trust in You, and to die to my own self sufficiency.  I pray I will 

depend on You like Gideon did, and that I will trust in Your kindness like David 

did. 

 

[1 Sam 18:8-12 NKJV]  Father, I do not want to be a Saul and walk in fear, 

delusion, anger, hatred and jealousy.  I want to know Your love for me and to 

understand Your lovingkindness, that I could be filled with Your goodness.  
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Pour in Your love and extract all ungodly fear from my life that I would walk in 

TRUTH.  

 

[2 Kings 13:19 NKJV]   [2 Chron 26:18-19 NKJV] 

Father, instill me with confidence in Your ability to defend me and fight for 

me !  Remove all ungodly anger and wrath, that I would walk in obedience to 

you. Extract any pain from my life that is the root of my anger, that I could 

face it, and forgive those who offended me.  Take away my tendency to walk 

in my own self-sufficiency instead of depending on You  & obeying You.    

Father, help me to walk humbly with You, to not walk in presumption and pride, 

that would cause me to get angry without cause.  Grant me the grace to walk 

in humility and thankfulness Lord.  

 

[Ps 2:12-3:1NKJV]  Father, help me to walk in intimacy with You, not hiding 

anything, and trusting in the blood of Jesus, that paid the price for my sins.  

I never want to get so far away, that I don't experience Your kisses, Your 

voice, Your tenderness and Grace towards me.  Pour out Your perfect love in 

me, that it would cast down all fear.  Fill me with the fear of the Lord 

instead of the fear of man! 

 

Be angry, and do not sin.  Meditate within your heart on your bed, and be 

still. Selah Offer the sacrifices of righteousness, And put your trust in the 

LORD.  Ps 4:4-5   

 

Father, Give me Your peace, when that peace has been disrupted by the 

enemy's voice !  Help me to remember Your truth, when he comes to sow doubt 

in my heart.  Help me to remember, when others fail in their love for me, 

that Your's is never ending, and Your presence is always close to those who 

fear You.  Help me to get still and listen for Your wisdom and comfort in every 

situation that brings turmoil to my heart. 

 

[Ps 7:11-12 NKJV]   Father, Your  word is truth.  Help me to know when I 

feel angry about something or someone, that I am not warring against flesh 

and blood, but powers and principalities and spiritual wickedness in heavenly 

places, and that You are my strong tower, my refuge from the enemy's taunts. 

 

[Ps 76:7 NKJV]     Father, I have no rights, because I gave them up when I 

gave my heart to You.  I surrendered my whole life and I choose to trust you 

and to depend on You to help me with all my emotions.  I do not have to give 

in to my emotions.  Give me the grace to see what the enemy is doing when I 

am acting out of hurt, intolerance, impatience, or frustration.  Help me to 
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remember You are in control of my life and that all things work for the good 

to those who are called according to Your purposes.  

 

[Ps 85  NKJV]   [Prov 21:19 ]  Father, Help me to face all the anger in my 

heart, that I would not be a contentious person , or project any anger on 

those I love.  Let Your hand be upon me that I would not do harm to anyone. 

Change my attitude to reflect Your own Lord, that I would fulfill the call on 

my life to be an ambassador for You; to love others as You have loved me.  

 

[Prov 22:24-25 NKJV]  Father, keep me from ungodly relationships. Give me 

discernment to recognize when bitterness is rearing it's ugly head and to not 

agree with it.  Keep me from aligning myself with strife and rebellion  that 

comes through angry men or  women . Help me to quiet myself within, that I 

could hear what You would say.  

 

[Prov 29:22-23  NKJV] Lord, Your word indicates that anger comes with 

transgression and that unrealized anger stirs up strife and arguments.  Help 

me to walk in humility.  Grant me the grace to cast all my cares upon You and 

to realize I need You more than the air I breathe, everyday.  Help me to keep 

up the communion with You and to get alone with You, that You can work Your 

goodness in me.

Help me to change my habits and 

to look for You to know how to react in different situations.  Help me to stop 

and look to You instead of reacting.  

[Isa 57:17-19  NKJV]  Lord, always help me to remember Your lovingkindness 

and patience, even when I have blown it. Help me to not compromise to the 

extent I would backslide away from Your heart.  You always promise to heal if 

we come to You in our pain, in our sadness, in our anger.  I thank You Lord 

that You create the fruit of the lips and that You have promised to give us 

peace. You have said that You will make even our enemies to be at peace with 

us. 

 

[Jonah 4:1-4 NKJV   Jonah 4:9-11 NKJV  ]   Lord help keep me from the 

pride of self righteousness, that then looks only at the problems in other 

people.  Help me to remember You are the only One Who is GOOD, that You 

are SLOW to anger and abundant in lovingkindness and give me the grace to be 

like You.  Keep me from doing harm to another person.  Keep me from self-

pity and all the ways of anger and violence.  Restore to me a pure and 

undivided heart. Never let me get so prideful that I would align Your heart to 

injustice,  for You only have my good in mind in all that You do. 
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Father, crush all the pride in me that would circumvent me having Your mercy 

and compassion for others, even though they are rebellious or imperfect.  

Never let me get into the pride of self-sufficiency and self-righteousness 

without Your immediate correction.  Do not let me do harm to another through 

my words. Put a guard on the door of my lips and heart Father !  In Jesus' 

name ! 

 

But I say to you that whoever is angry with his brother without a cause shall 

be in danger of the judgment. And whoever says to his brother, 'Raca!' shall 

be in danger of the council. But whoever says, 'You fool!' shall be in danger of 

hell fire. Therefore if you bring your gift to the altar, and there remember 

that your brother has something against you, leave your gift there before the 

altar, and go your way. First be reconciled to your brother, and then come and 

offer your gift. Matt 5:22-24 NKJV   

 

Father, help me to be quick to forgive any offenses and to never judge 

another man.  You are the One and only Judge.  Father, never let me succomb 

to jealousy over the well being or ministry of another.  I don't know what 

others have been through.  I don't know the price they have paid.  Let me 

never assume about anyone. Let me look to YOU for counsel, and not to man’s 

ways. 

 

[Matt 18:33-34 NKJV]  Father, extend Your lovingkindness to me, and help me 

radiate Your kindness to others.  Forgive me Lord for my many indiscretions 

with my lips, forgive me for any word curses or soulish prayers I’ve prayed, 

and any anger I have had at not being able to control my life.  For my life is 

in Your hands, and You work all things to the good for those who are called to 

Your purposes.  Fill me up with Your love that I can love others. Your love 

never fails.  Help me to always lean on YOU for the love I need to give to 

others as well as for myself. 

 

[Luke 14:21-22 NKJV]  Never Lord, do I want to presume on Your relationship 

with me.  Help me to stay close to You.  Fill me with passion for You, that I 

would not reject Your Holy Spirit when He calls to me; that I would never be 

too busy to spend time with You which is the only way I can get filled up with 

more of YOU.

It was right that we should make merry and 

be glad, for your brother was dead and is alive again, and was lost and is

Father, Your love is so unconditional and everlasting. I renounce any jealousy 

towards my own brothers and sisters in the Lord, or any other individual.  Root 

out any discontentment with how You have dealt with me.  Root out any 

jealousy for how you choose to use others. Enable me to be content in all 

situations. Grant me Your GRACE to overcome. Fill me more with Your love and 

kindness, that I can rejoice with those who rejoice and be grateful for the life 

and ministry You have given me and others, without anger at what I have not 

been given to do, or what I’ve been given to go through. Help me to press in to 

You with all my heart, and free me from any selfish ambition, I pray. In the 

name and the blood of JESUS. 

 

[John 7:24 NKJV]  Father, You alone are the righteous Judge.  Help me to 

seek Your opinions of others and not yield to my own fleshly tendencies to 

judge for myself.  You alone know the hearts of men, and help me to love 

them as You love them. 

 

[ Eph 4:25-27 NKJV ]  Lord help me to come to You with my anger, and not to 

use it against others to hurt them.  Help me to lay all my cares and concerns 

onto You.  Show me the way of LIFE Lord.  I give my anger and pain to YOU.  

Help me Lord to forgive deep in my heart, and not just on the surface. Help 

me to see the other person's point of view and to see them with Your eyes. 

 

They refused to obey, And they were not mindful of Your wonders that You 

did among them. But they hardened their necks, and in their rebellion   they 

appointed a leader  to return to their bondage. But You are God, ready to 

pardon, gracious and merciful, slow to anger,  abundant in kindness, and did 

not forsake them   Neh 9:17 NKJV 

Thank You Father for helping me to see in Your word, that You never leave us 

or forsake us, that Your love never is taken away, even when we get rebellious 

or angry or hurt others, that You continue, by Your grace to be concerned 

with healing us, and changing us, by pouring in your love, even when we don't 

deserve it. 
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Cease from anger, and forsake wrath; Do not fret--it only causes harm. For 

evildoers shall be cut off; But those who wait on the LORD, They shall inherit 

the earth.  

[Ps 37:8-9 NKJV]   

Father, I see a relationship between fear and nervousness, with anger and 

wrath.  Father deliver me in Your lovingkindness from every fear in my life, 

from all impatience, intolerance, worry, and doubt, that I could be filled with 

the knowledge of the depth of Your love for mean and be confident in it.  Help 

me to not be presumptuous, and keep me from acting in impulsiveness, that I 

would WAIT on You, to do only what You lead Father ! 

 

[Ps 103:8-11 NKJV]   Oh Lord, I praise You for Your great love and mercy 

towards me !   Thank You for Your ever loving kindness and unconditional love, 

and help me to forgive those who don't love me unconditionally. Help those 

persons I have offended to forgive me Lord. Heal my heart from any hidden 

hurts and pain, that I will not react in bitterness, but only in Your love, by 

Your Spirit. 

 

The LORD is gracious and full of compassion, slow to anger and great in mercy. 

The LORD is good to all, and His tender mercies are over all His works. Ps

A soft answer turns away wrath, but a harsh word stirs up anger. The tongue 

of the wise uses knowledge rightly, but the mouth of fools pours forth 

foolishness.

Lord, help me to be filled up with soft answers; to react in PEACE towards 

those who are angry and tormented.  Help me to react in LOVE and kindness 

to those who seem offensive and bitter themselves.  I want to walk in Your 

love, and see others with Your eyes and react in Your heart.  Put Your words 

on my lips.  Let no corrupt communication come out of my mouth Lord. 

 

A wrathful man stirs up strife, but he who is slow to anger allays contention. 

Prov 15:18 NKJV   He who is slow to anger is better than the mighty, and he 

who rules his spirit than he who takes a city. Prov 16:32 NKJV  The discretion 

of a man makes him slow to anger, and his glory is to overlook a transgression. 

Prov 19:11  NKJV 

 

Father, I acknowledge that there are many times I have failed  and have been 

provoked to react in anger and wrath.  Help me to stop before I react,  and 

to have the mind of Christ in all situations, that I may react in love .  Take 

away any impulsivity, that I would wait, and look to You for how to respond in 

my communications with others. Help my words to always edify, comfort and 
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build up others Lord, like You do. Help to not respond at all when I am tired, 

to put it off then, till I am of sound mind and have sought Your heart. 

 

[ Prov 20:2  NKJV ]   Father, always help me to have a healthy respect for 

authority that I would not incur Your anger.  Help me to love, and pray for 

those in authority in my life and to always respond as You would.

Root out any place in my heart where I have been jealous of others, including 

my natural family Lord.  Heal the deep bitter root judgments I have made, 

that I could forgive deeply like You forgive and love them as You love them 

Lord.  Keep me from the sins of jealousy, envy, wrath and anger that I would 

not put anything in the way of our relationship.  Lord, I know that jealousy in 

Saul led him to a murderous attitude of heart.  I renounce all jealousy and 

murder that could be in my heart and ask You to increase Your Holy Spirit in 

me, that I could live totally in YOU. 

 

Prov 27:5-6 NKJV  Lord help me to accept Your correction, even when coming 

from unlikely vessels.  Help me to discern when the words of people are coming 

from You, or from their own hurts, that I would not react in anger, but with 

Your Spirit of understanding. 

 

Faithful are the wounds of a friend, but the kisses of an enemy are deceitful. 

Prov 27:6 

 

Father, Jesus's words were that offenses will come.  Help me to forgive my 

friends when they are insensitive to my needs or feelings.  Help me to realize 

that when the kisses of the enemy come through another, that I fight not 

against flesh and blood, but powers and principalities and spiritual wickedness 

in high places. Help me to feel Your love and comfort, and to quiet myself  

when offenses come, that I can feel Your love.  Help me to love those who 

seem to be my enemies. 
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[Eccl 5:16-17  NKJV]   Lord, help me not to yield to self-pity, but understand 

that bad things happen to all people and I am not alone in my suffering.  You 

are there with me suffering with me, feeling my pain and sorrow.  Help me to 

rejoice in my sufferings and to continue to wage the good fight that I may 

earn the prize of Your presence.  Help me to have a thankful heart. 

 

[Joel 2:13-14 NKJV]  Search my heart oh God and tell me if there is any 

wicked way in me.  Show me anything I have not repented of.  And grant me 

the grace to turn away from sins that easily beset me.  Bring the power of 

Your love that leads to repentance and destroys the yoke of bondage over my 

life Father !  In Jesus' name !

     One of the things we have a lot of problems with when we have grown up 

with alot of control , is overcoming intimidating spirits. One of the goals of a 

jezebel spirit which is so prevelant in the church and world today is to 

intimidate you to do what she wants.(the spirit - as the bible says we war not 

against flesh and blood, but powers, and principalities, and spiritual wickedness 

in high places. )  To yield to intimidation of man is to bow to the fear of man 

and idolatry to man. 

 

Father, I come to you in the name of Jesus, confessing that intimidation has 

caused me to sin.  I ask your forgiveness for thinking of myself as inferior, 

for I am created in Your image, and I am Your workmanship. Jesus said the 

kingdom of God is within me.  Therefore the power that raised Jesus from the 

dead is in me and causes me to face life with hope and divine strength.  Your 

word says, "The Lord God of Israel gives strength and power to His people ".  

So Lord I ask you to give me Your grace, Your strength, Your power and 

wisdom to stand up in the face of intimidating spirits, and to speak what you 

would have me speak.   

 

I bind the roots of intimidation in my life in the name of Jesus.  And I 

renounce fear of intimidation and control, domination and witchcraft, in the 

name of Jesus.  I ask You Father to root out of my life and heal the part of 

my heart that still reacts in intimidation that I could be and do all that You   

want me to be and do for Your kingdom.

You 

have not given me a spirit fear, but of power, love and a sound mind, whereby 

I can cry out Abba, Father ! 
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       Habakkuk 3:19 (amp) says, The Lord God is my Strength, my personal 

Bravery, and my invincible army; He makes my feet like hind's feet and will 

make me to walk [ not to stand still in terror, but to walk ] and make spiritual 

progress on my hight places [of trouble, suffering, or responsibility] !   So 

Father, I am standing on Your promise to be my Strength, and to help me to 

overcome all that has held me back from being all that You want for me to be, 

and all that You have wanted for me to do. 

      Thank you Lord that Your word says that if we confess our sins, that You 

are Faithful and Just to forgive them.  I forgive myself as well and refuse to 

hold on to guilt associated with intimidation.  I renounce all the works of the 

enemy and ask You to pour out Your discernment in me when I am falling into 

the trap of intimidation again, and that You would empower me to avoid this 

temptation, and to depend on You for what to speak when 

I am confronted in this way again.  In Jesus mighty Name, I pray.  Amen 

 

One thing that has helped me in the past to learn scripture, is to write them 

on index cards and repeat the ones I want to pray daily over me, my son, or 

other people in my family, or the lost.  I have a problem with memorizing so I 

have to do things like that to help...But I have found that when the Holy 

Spirit quickens something to my mind ABOUT the scriptures that then I 

remember it better.  And the Holy Spirit often in prayer will help you to 

remember something to pray that you have read in scripture...or take you to a 

scripture that will help. 

 

You can put your own name in there...or that of your husband, wife, or 

children, etc.  and His word never comes back unanswered.  Now I have known 

people who twist the scriptures to pray their will...this is witchcraft, of the 

charasmatic kind.  God does not honor such prayer...but is grieved by it. 

 

Praying against jezebel oppression: 

 

Much contoversy has been shouted about in saying, never come against jezebel 

!  Well if you don't, you will live with oppression, death, and destruction at 

your door.  It is true that any prayer in concert with another Christian is 

more effective.   One can set a thousand to flight and two can set ten 

thousand to flight it says in Psalm 91.  In the war which is at hand in the 

church and the world, it is important to have agreeing prayer.  We are our 

brother's keeper.  The best is when we pray together as families. 

Satan particularly hates this...so he has been busy through witchcraft causing 

division. 

      Prayer against jezebel is similar to prayer against witchcraft, as 

witchcraft control is one of the strongholds of jezebel, along with intimidation, 
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manipulation, greed, covetousness, lust (for power, and money, and sometimes 

of a sexual nature).  Competition and vengeance,  bitterness and jealousy are 

also a part.  Her assignments always seem to be accompanied by head 

pressure, and pain especially in the back of the neck. Also top of the head 

pressure that makes it feel like a migraine is the presence of death and 

destruction. Some people get chest pain...which is a  

word of knowledge for the spirit of MURDER. 

      The spirit doesn't want just to upset you;  satan comes but to KILL, 

steal and destroy you.  Oftentimes I have been without prayer partners... and 

it is a painful ordeal to fight this one alone...as there is often in us... some of 

her...in the nature of fear or control issues that have not been healed.  So it 

is WISDOM to get someone else to pray with you when you are under her 

attack !  Pride is also at the root of jezebel, thinking she/or he knows better 

what is good for you, while all the time wanting your anointing or money, or 

husband... whatever.  She/he is very self-focused.  I know because I was 

raised with it....and became what I judged.  It has taken so much time to get 

healed due to the abuse in my childhood, and my own wanting to run away from 

pain.    

I am a great believer in, and minister of inner healing, and I recommend 

highly that if you feel there is still bitterness, or lack of healing in your own 

heart...you must get healed.  If you were abused, no matter what kind it was, 

if it was at the hand of witchcraft and satanism, or just mental, emotional, or 

neglectful kind of abuse, or  perfectionism.... you need to forgive those who 

have offended you.  And you cannot fully forgive without inner healing. God 

has to heal your INNER man...your soul...from all the wounds.  There is no 

"Quick zap"...except when HE comes in  revival kind of power to touch you.  

We have seen people receive so much healing doing rug time on the 

floor...being spiritually operated on by the Holy Spirit....and they would 

say...God showed me all the things I went through in childhood and young 

adulthood, and He showed me that He was with me, and He has healed me.  It 

is so wonderful when He touches you this way.  But if you are not in a revival 

church...God can still touch you wherever you are at.  All you have to do is 

ask and believe He will.    If you want personal prayer...email me and I will 

pray for you.  Distance is no barrier to God. Don't be afraid to ask for prayer 

from other intercessors in your church.    

Prayer: 

Father, in the name of Jesus, I submit to You and all authority under 

You.  I refuse to walk in rebellion.  I renounce all rebellion and control in my 

life.  I ask Your forgiveness for allowing these things to rule in my life.  

Father forgive me for the times I have avoided YOU, Who are the Healer of 
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my soul.  Come to me NOW Holy Spirit; would You come and destroy the yoke 

of destruction from jezebel that has been attacking me (and my family).   Come 

O Holy One of Israel.  I thank you that it is Your Righteousness alone that 

makes me able to enter into Your throne of grace with boldness now Father.  I 

repent of all my sins.  I ask for Your warring angels to come now and surround 

me.  I ask You to make Your face to shine upon me and mine.  I break the 

power of death, murder and destruction in Jesus name.

In the Old Testament  envy and jealousy are the same word qin'ah 

OT:7068   qin'ah (kin-aw'); from OT:7065; jealousy or envy: KJV - envy (-

ied), jealousy, sake, zeal. 

     OT:7065 qana' (kaw-naw'); a primitive root; to be (causatively, make)  

     zealous, i.e. (in a bad sense) jealous or envious: KJV - (be) envy (- 

     ious), be (move to, provoke to) jealous (-y), very, (be) zeal (-ous). 

 

The Greek has mainly two words for jealousy and envy: 

 

NT:5355     phthonos (fthon'-os); probably akin to the base of NT:5351; ill-

will (as detraction), i.e. jealousy (spite): KJV - envy. 

           NT:5351  phtheiro (fthi'-ro); probably strengthened from phthio  

           (to pine or waste); properly, to shrivel or wither, i.e. to spoil (by 

            any process) or (generally) to ruin (especially figuratively, by  

            moral influences, to deprave): KJV - corrupt (self), defile, destroy. 

 

NT:2205   zelos (dzay'-los); from  NT:2204;   properly, heat, i.e. 

(figuratively) "zeal" (in a favorable sense, ardor; in an unfavorable one, 

jealousy, as of a husband [figuratively, of God], or an enemy, malice): 

KJV - emulation, envy (-ing), fervent mind, indignation, jealousy, zeal. 

 

NT:2204    zeo (dzeh'-o); a primary verb; to be hot (boil, of liquids; or glow, 

of solids), i.e. (figuratively) be fervid (earnest): KJV - be fervent. 

 

NT:2206  zeloo (dzay-lo'-o) or zeleuo (dzay-loo'-o); from NT:2205; to have 

warmth of feeling for or against:  KJV - affect, covet (earnestly), (have) 

desire, (move with) envy, be jealous over, (be) zealous (-ly affect). 

 

Prov 27:4 NIV   Anger is cruel and fury overwhelming, but who can stand 

before jealousy? 

 

Father, Your word describes jealousy as more than cruelty and overwhelming 

fury.  Father remove from me any of the components of jealousy, or the 

covetousness, hatred, fear and insecurity that fuel it ! 
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I renounce all jealousy and fear and insecurity and pray You will uncover any of 

the root causes in my past that would keep me walking in unholy Jealousy 

towards others. I want to be holy as YOU are holy Father.  Remove from my 

heart all cruelty and any murderous attitudes that accompany jealousy !  

 

Ps 78:58 NIV    They angered him with their high places; they aroused His 

jealousy with their idols.  

Ps 79:5 NIV    How long, O LORD?   Will you be angry forever? How long will 

your jealousy burn like fire?  

 

Father, even as You are jealous over us, help me to be jealous for My time 

with You.  It is only in Your presence that I can be healed from the ungodly 

kind of jealousy that eats away at my spiritual attitudes.  Fill me with Your 

LOVE and KINDNESS, that I may love others as You love them Lord ! 

 

Prov 6:34-35 NIV    for jealousy arouses a husband's fury, and he will show 

no mercy when he takes revenge. 35  He will not accept any compensation; he 

will refuse the bribe, however great it is.  

 

Zeph 1:18 NIV   Neither their silver nor their gold  will be able to save them 

on the day of the LORD's wrath.  In the fire of his jealousy the whole world 

will be consumed, for he will make a sudden end of all who live in the earth." 

 

Thank You Father, that you are jealous like this over ME !  Help me to 

remember that YOU love me so much, that I do not need to defend myself for 

YOU are my Defender !

Father, Please give me the GRACE to overcome any immoral fleshly activity in 

my life that would fuel  dissension and jealousy. Remove any pride that would 

cause me to think myself more deserving or better than others.  Help me to 

"Put on" the Lord Jesus by coming into Your presence daily and worshipping 

You, and communicating with You in prayer and studying Your word, that My 

mind would be renewed. 

 

1 Cor 3:3 NIV     You are still worldly.   For since there is jealousy and 

quarreling among you, are you not worldly? Are you not acting like mere men?

God is jealous, and the LORD avenges; The LORD avenges and is furious.  The 

LORD will take vengeance on His adversaries, and He reserves wrath for His 

enemies; 3  The LORD is slow to anger and great in power, and will not at all 

acquit the wicked.  The LORD has His way in the whirlwind and in the storm, 

and the clouds are the dust of His feet.  

 

Job 5:2 NKJV    For wrath kills a foolish man, and envy slays a simple one.  

 

Prov 3:31-32 NKJV   Do not envy the oppressor, and choose none of his 

ways;  32   For the perverse person is an abomination to the LORD, 

 

Father, help me to be slow to anger or wrath.  Remove any pain in my heart 

that would lead me to anger.  Expose any pain I am unaware of Lord that still 

needs forgiveness.  I only want to be like YOU.  I refuse to give in to anger 

and envy of others.  Remove from me all discontentment even with the way I 

am.  Help me to love myself.  Give me a pleasant personality, that I might be 

an encouragement and blessing to others, instead of always looking at how I 

fall short of the mark compared to others or envying them.  Help me to 

appreciate who You made me to be. You said godliness with contentment is 

great gain.  So grant me the GRACE Father, to walk in that contentment. 
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Prov 14:30 AMP   A calm and undisturbed mind and heart are the life and 

health of the body, but envy, jealousy, and wrath are like rottenness of the 

bones. 

 

Prov 23:17 AMP   Let not your heart envy sinners, but continue in the 

reverent and worshipful fear of the Lord all the day long. 

 

Father, You state that jealousy and envy are like causing rottenness to the 

bones. It gives me a picture of fruit spoiling on a dish, rotting away to 

nothing.  Father, Your Son came to bring me LIFE and that abundantly.  

Release me from all that has caused me to walk in envy and jealousy that I 

may have that abundant life.  I want freedom Lord, so I can be and do all You 

have called me to be and do ! Help me never to look at what is on the other 

person's plate, with envy.  Give me a heart of forgiveness and thankfulness 

and gratefulness and remove the roots of pride in my life, that I will not give 

in to envy or jealousy any more.  I am seated in heavenly places in Christ 

Jesus, and nothing can snatch me out of Your hand Father.  Help me to 

TRUST YOU MORE and to let go of any control in my life, to fully YIELD to 

Your ways and accept that anything that happens, You allow for my benefit.  

Fill me with gratitude of heart for all You have done for me ! 

 

Eccl 9:5-6 NKJV    For the living know that they will die; But the dead know 

nothing, and they have no more reward, for the memory of them is forgotten.  

6   Also their love, their hatred, and their envy have now perished; Nevermore 

will they have a share in anything done under the sun.    

 

Father, when I am tempted by the enemy to envy or jealousy, remind me that 

this life is temporary. This is not my home.  Heaven is my home, and that I 

have an ETERNAL inheritance that is much greater than anything in this life.  

Remove from me all striving and fill me with MORE of Your love and GRACE. 

 

Isa 26:11 NKJV   LORD, when Your hand is lifted up, they will not see. 

But they will see and be ashamed for their envy of people; Yes, the fire of 

Your enemies shall devour them.  

 

Father, I don't want to stand before you and have to explain how I was 

full of envy for others !  Help my unbelief Father.  Open my eyes to the roots 

of envy in my life. RELEASE ME ! Do not allow me to be deceived by the 

enemy anymore.  Help me to die to SELF and what I want, and to love what 

YOU want for my life !  Kiss me with Your wisdom and revelation in the 

knowledge of You.  Fill me with more of Your love, that I would overcome any 

pride, arrogance, ego-centricity in my life.  I renounce all of that and all 
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self-sufficiency !  My sufficiency is in YOU Father !  I dedicate my life to 

YOU and yield to YOUR will in my lifeALL of my life.  Order my days and help 

me to be dependent on You for what I 'm to do.  Keep me from presumptive 

sins Father ! 

 

Matt 27:18 NKJV    For he knew that they had handed Him over because of 

envy.  

 

Mark 15:10 AMP    For he was aware that it was [ because they were 

prompted ]  by envy that the chief priests had delivered Him up. 

 

Acts 13:45 AMP     But when the Jews saw the crowds, filled with envy and 

jealousy they contradicted what was said by Paul and talked abusively [reviling 

and slandering him]. 

 

Rom 1:28-29 AMP   And so, since they did not see fit to acknowledge God or 

approve of Him or consider Him worth the knowing, God gave them over to a 

base and condemned mind to do things not proper or decent but loathsome, 29 

   Until they were filled ( permeated and saturated ) with every kind of 

unrighteousness, iniquity, grasping and covetous greed, and malice. [They were] 

full of envy and jealousy, murder, strife, deceit and treachery, ill will and 

cruel ways. [They were] secret backbiters and gossipers, 

 

Father, uproot everything in me that would lift itself up against You ! Open my 

eyes to anything I am not aware of in my life that is only self-serving and 

expose any judgments I have made that keep me in bondage to jealousy or 

envy !  I want total freedom Father !  Expose any bitterness in my heart that 

would keep me in sin. 

 

1 Cor 3:3 AMP   For you are still [ unspiritual, having the nature ] of the flesh 

[ under the control of ordinary impulses ].  For as long as [ there are] envying 

and jealousy and wrangling and factions among you, are you not unspiritual and 

of the flesh, behaving yourselves after a human standard and like mere 

(unchanged) men? 

 

Father, kill the old man in me, that I can be filled with Christ and walk as He 

walked, talk as He talked, and live as He lived for doing only what You want !  

I will not be satisfied Lord till I awake in Your image !  Continue to burn off 

the chaff of my flesh that I can be all You have called me to be !  Grant me 

entrance into that place of intimacy with YOU, that I can be filled with Your 

love till I am able to receive all that You have for me and can walk in the 

fullness You have for me. 
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1 Cor 13:4 AMP  Love endures long and is patient and kind; love never is 

envious nor boils over with jealousy, is not boastful or vainglorious, does not 

display itself haughtily. 

 

Father, again I ask, FILL ME WITH YOUR LOVE !  Overwhelm me with Your 

love.  Take over my thought processes Holy Spirit. Have all of me !  Do not 

leave anything left that is of me !  Perfect me in Your love ! Help me to renew 

my mind by speaking Your word.  Help me to meditate on Your Word, that I 

can walk in the Spirit and not according to the flesh. 

 

Gal 5:21 AMP   Envy, drunkenness, carousing, and the like.   I warn you 

beforehand, just as I did previously, that those who do such things shall not 

inherit the kingdom of God. 

 

Rescue me Lord from all that would destroy my life in You !  Your promise is to 

deliver us from all evil You said Lord !  Let me not envy those who oppress and 

so not let me envy those who have more than I do.  Keep me from that would 

deceive me !  Give me discernment when the thoughts I am having are NOT 

from me, and help me to take EVERY THOUGHT CAPTIVE, that I would not 

give in to ruminating on things that are unhealthy for my spiritual life. You are 

My Deliverer, the Rock upon which I stand !  I trust YOU to deliver me from 

all that encompasses me about and hinders me from the fullness of YOU ! 

 

Phil 1:15 AMP   Some, it is true, [actually] preach Christ (the Messiah) [for no 

better reason than] out of envy and rivalry (party spirit), but others are doing 

so out of a loyal spirit and goodwill. 

 

1 Tim 6:3-5 AMP   But if anyone teaches otherwise and does not assent to 

the sound and wholesome messages of our Lord Jesus Christ (the Messiah) and 

the teaching which is in agreement with godliness (piety toward God), 

4 He is puffed up with pride and stupefied with conceit, [although he is] 

woefully ignorant. He has a morbid fondness for controversy and disputes and 

strife about words, which result in (produce) envy and jealousy, quarrels and 

dissension, abuse and insults and slander, and base suspicions, 

5 And protracted wrangling and wearing discussion and perpetual friction among 

men who are corrupted in mind and bereft of the truth, who imagine that 

godliness or righteousness is a source of profit [ a moneymaking business, a 

means of livelihood ]. From such withdraw. 

 

Titus 3:3 AMP   For we also were once thoughtless and senseless, obstinate 

and disobedient, deluded and misled; [we too were once] slaves to all sorts of 
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cravings and pleasures, wasting our days in malice and jealousy and envy, 

hateful (hated, detestable) and hating one another.  

 

Father, remove all hatred, anger, murder, envy and rebellion from my heart, 

that I will NO longer give in to envy and jealousy.  Uproot any and all 

unforgiveness in my life for any pain I endured.  Help me to forgive those who 

abused me.  Help me to forgive DEEP in my heart, that nothing of the enemy 

would be found in me Lord !   Heal me in my inner man, that I can be free 

Lord to be like YOU !  Help me to walk in intimacy with You, always looking to 

YOU and not depending on my own self or selfishness. 

Give me a peaceful spirit Lord and overwhelm me with YOUR GOODNESS.   

I worship YOU Father and lay down my life before you. 

I surrender my thoughts and opinions to YOU.  I give You permission to  

burn off all that cannot withstand the test Lord !  Make me a new person. 

You said, that if any man be in Christ, he is a new creation.  So make me new 

and pleasing to You Father. GRANT me GREAT GRACE to fight the good fight, 

to speak Your Word and to BELIEVE all You have told me. 

 

James 3:14 AMP   But if you have bitter jealousy (envy) and contention 

(rivalry, selfish ambition) in your hearts, do not pride yourselves on it and thus 

be in defiance of and false to the Truth. 

 

Help me Lord to LOVE my brother and sister, even as You have loved me. 

Thank You Father, that you rescued me from a life of sin and death.  Thank 

You that you brought me into the light and will keep my by the power of Your 

grace.  Speak truth to my inner man and and help me to LOVE the Truth for 

YOU are TRUTH Lord and nothing is hidden from You. Create in me a pure 

heart oh Lord and renew a steadfast spirit within me ! 

 

1 Peter 2:1-2  Amp     SO BE done with every trace of wickedness (depravity, 

malignity) and all deceit and insincerity (pretense, hypocrisy) and grudges 

(envy, jealousy) and slander and evil speaking of every kind. 

2 Like newborn babies you should crave (thirst for, earnestly desire) the pure 

(unadulterated) spiritual milk, that by it you may be nurtured and grow unto 

[completed] salvation, 

 

Father, remove any PRETENSE over my life.  Open my spiritual eyes to see me 

as You see me Lord.  Remove any false images I have of You Father.  Heal my 

heart and help me to see myself as You want me to Lord.  Reveal to me any 

areas of pretense that I can be REAL and integritous in my walk with You.  

Come Holy Spirit and renew my heart and mind, and give me YOUR EYES to 

see with Lord ! In Jesus' name AMEN !

? 7  Show us your unfailing love, O LORD, and grant us your salvation. I will 

listen to what God the LORD will say; he promises peace to his people, his 

saints--but let them not return to folly. Surely his salvation is near those who 

fear him, that his glory may dwell in our land. Love and faithfulness meet 

together; righteousness and peace kiss each other. Faithfulness springs forth 

from the earth, and righteousness looks down from heaven. The LORD will 

indeed give what is good, and our land will yield its harvest.

Ps 107:15-16 NIV  Let them give thanks to the LORD for his unfailing love 

and his wonderful deeds for men, for he breaks down gates of bronze and cuts 

through bars of iron.  

 

Ps 107:21-22 NIV  Let them give thanks to the LORD for his unfailing love 

and his wonderful deeds for men. Let them sacrifice thank offerings and tell 

of his works with songs of joy.  

 

Ps 107:31-36 NIV  Let them give thanks to the LORD for his unfailing love 

and his wonderful deeds for men. Let them exalt him in the assembly of the 

people and praise him in the council of the elders. He turned rivers into a 

desert, flowing springs into thirsty ground, and fruitful land into a salt waste, 

because of the wickedness of those who lived there. He turned the desert into 

pools of water and the parched ground into flowing springs; there he brought 

the hungry to live, and they founded a city where they could settle.

LORD, what is man, that You take knowledge of him?  Or the son of man, that 

You are mindful of him?   Man is like a breath; His days are like a passing 

shadow.  Bow down Your heavens, O LORD, and come down; Touch the 

mountains, and they shall smoke. Flash forth lightning and scatter them.  

Shoot out Your arrows and destroy them. Stretch out Your hand from above; 

Rescue me and deliver me out of great waters, from the hand of foreigners, 

Whose mouth speaks vain words, And whose right hand is a right hand of 

falsehood. I will sing a new song to You, O God; On a harp of ten strings I will 

sing praises to You,  

 

Jer 9:24 NKJV   But let him who glories glory in this, That he understands 

and knows Me, That I am the LORD, exercising lovingkindness, judgment, and 

righteousness in the earth.   For in these I delight," says the LORD.  

 

Jer 31:3-4 NKJV   The LORD has appeared of old to me, saying: "Yes, I have 

loved you with an everlasting love; Therefore with lovingkindness I have drawn 

you. Again I will build you, and you shall be rebuilt, O virgin of Israel! You 

shall again be adorned with your tambourines, and shall go forth in the dances 

of those who rejoice.  
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Jer 32:17-20 NKJV     'Ah, Lord GOD! Behold, You have made the heavens 

and the earth by Your great power and outstretched arm. There is nothing too 

hard for You.   You  show lovingkindness to thousands, and repay the iniquity 

of the fathers into the bosom of their children after them--the Great, the 

Mighty God, whose name is the LORD of hosts. You are great in counsel and 

mighty in work, for your eyes are open to all the ways of the sons of men, to 

give everyone according to his ways and according to the fruit of his doings.  

 

Hos 2:19-3:1 NKJV    "I will betroth you to Me forever; Yes, I will betroth 

you to Me In righteousness and justice, In lovingkindness and mercy; I will 

betroth you to Me in faithfulness, and you shall know the LORD.   "It shall 

come to pass in that day That I will answer," says the LORD ; "I will answer 

the heavens, and they shall answer the earth. The earth shall answer With 

grain, With new wine, and with oil; They shall answer Jezreel. Then I will sow 

her for Myself in the earth, and I will have mercy on her who had not 

obtained mercy; Then I will say to those who were not My people, 'You are My 

people!' And they shall say, 'You are my God!' "  

 

Ex 34:6-7 NKJV  And the LORD passed before him and proclaimed, "The 

LORD, the LORD God, merciful and gracious, longsuffering, and abounding in 

goodness and truth, keeping mercy for thousands, forgiving iniquity and 

transgression and sin, 

 

 Deut 4:31 NKJV   (for the LORD your God is a merciful God), He will not 

forsake you nor destroy you, nor forget the covenant of your fathers which He 

swore to them. 

 

2 Sam 22:26-31 NKJV   "With the merciful You will show Yourself merciful; 

With a blameless man You will show Yourself blameless; 27   With the pure 

You will show Yourself pure; And with the devious You will show Yourself 

shrewd. 28  You will save the humble people; But Your eyes are on the 

haughty, that You may bring them down. "For You are my lamp, O LORD; The 

LORD shall enlighten my darkness. For by You I can run against a troop; By my 

God I can leap over a wall. As for God, His way is perfect; The word of the 

LORD is proven; He is a shield to all who trust in Him.  

 

2 Chron 30:9 NKJV  For if you return to the LORD, your brethren and your 

children will be treated with compassion by those who lead them captive, so 

that they may come back to this land; for the LORD your God is gracious and 

merciful, and will not turn His face from you if you return to Him." 
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Neh 9:19-20 NKJV   Yet in Your manifold mercies  You did not forsake them 

in the wilderness.  The pillar of the cloud did not depart from them by day, 

To lead them on the road;  Nor the pillar of fire by night, To show them 

light, and the way they should go.  You also gave Your good Spirit to instruct 

them,  And did not withhold Your manna from their mouth, And gave them 

water for their thirst.  

 

Jer 3:12-13 NKJV   'Return, backsliding Israel,' says the LORD,'I will not 

cause My anger to fall on you. For I am merciful,' says the LORD;'I will not 

remain angry forever. Only acknowledge your iniquity, That you have 

transgressed against the LORD your God, And have scattered your charms To 

alien deities under every green tree, And you have not obeyed My voice,' says 

the LORD.  

 

Joel 2:13-14 NKJV        So rend your heart, and not your garments; Return 

to the LORD your God, For He is gracious and merciful, Slow to anger, and of 

great kindness; and He relents from doing harm. Who knows if He will turn and 

relent, and leave a blessing behind Him--A grain offering and a drink offering 

for the LORD your God?  

 

Matt 5:3-12 NKJV    "Blessed are the poor in spirit, For theirs is the kingdom 

of heaven. Blessed are those who mourn, For they shall be comforted. Blessed 

are the meek, For they shall inherit the earth.  Blessed are those who hunger 

and thirst for righteousness, for they shall be filled. Blessed are the merciful, 

for they shall obtain mercy.  Blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see 

God.  Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be called sons of God. 

Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness' sake, for theirs is 

the kingdom of heaven. "Blessed are you when they revile and persecute you, 

and say all kinds of evil against you falsely for My sake.   Rejoice and be 

exceedingly glad, for great is your reward in heaven, for so they persecuted 

the prophets who were before you.

When shall I 

come and appear before God? My tears have been my food day and night, 

While they continually say to me,  "Where is your God?"  

 

Ps 56:8-12 NKJV You number my wanderings; Put my tears into Your bottle; 

are they not in Your  book?   When I cry out to You, then my enemies will 

turn back; This I know, because God is for me. In God ( I will praise His word 

), In the LORD ( I will praise His word ), In God I have put my trust ; I will 

not be afraid.   What can man do to me?  

 

Ps 126:5-6 NKJV    Those who sow in tears Shall reap in joy. He who 

continually goes forth weeping, Bearing seed for sowing, Shall doubtless come 

again with rejoicing, Bringing his sheaves with him.  

 

Mal 3:17-18  NKJV   "They shall be Mine," says the LORD of hosts, "On the 

day that I make them My jewels. And I will spare them As a man spares his 

own son who serves him."  Then you shall again discern between the righteous 

and the wicked, between one who serves God and one who does not serve Him.

And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation, but be filled with the 

Spirit. Eph 5:18 NKJV 

 

Lord God, I come to You in total helplessness. Drowning in my own lack of self 

discipline, I reach out for YOU to save me.  I confess my addiction to sin, and 

I acknowledge You are the only one who can help me overcome it.  Please 

forgive me for indulging in sorcery and seeking supernatural experiences apart 

from YOU.  Cleanse me by the water of Your word (Eph 5:26)  I have done a 

poor job of maintaining self control, so I give it to YOU.  Bring me face to 

face with my addiction to these unhealthy habits and set me free from all 

bondages. 

 

Spirits of sorcery and indulgence, I bind YOU in the name of Jesus and 

command you to GO.  I belong to Jesus Christ - you no longer have authority 

over me.  I renounce all rights and claims I have given to You and, by the 

power of Jesus Christ, I refrain from my alcohol (and or drug habit) from this 

day forward. Jesus paid for my sins on the cross and purchased me so that I 

no longer need to walk in debt to sin (Gal. 1:4).  Because I am in Christ, I am 

a new creation, the old has passed away, behold all things have become new (2 

Cor 5:17) 
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No temptation has overtaken me except such as is common to man; but God is 

faithful, who will not allow me to be tempted beyond what I am able, but with 

the temptation will also make the way of escape, that I may be able to bear it 

(1 Cor.10:13). 

 

Through Your grace alone Father, and the power of the Holy Spirit, I can 

withstand all the temptations of the evil one.  Lord, give me eyes to see as 

You see, to hear as You hear. Bind my heart to Your heart and my will to Your 

will, and My mind to Your mind !  Let me recognize temptation when it comes 

towards me, right then, so I can flee from it and take every thought captive, 

and so I can RUN to YOU.

I 

renounce all rationalization for sin.  Break my chains Father, that I can walk 

FREE in You. 

 

I bind and cast out all spirits of addiction to: 

 

Sugar:  cokes, pepsi, softdrinks, candy, cakes, pies, cookies and sweets.  I 

rebuke any spirit of sweet tooth or gluttony in the name and blood of Jesus ! 

Caffeine: coffee, soft drinks, and chocolate 

Nicotine: cigarettes, pipes, cigars, and all tobacco products including chewing 

tobacco 

Sexual: lust, pornography, masturbation, sodomy, prostitution, beastiality,  

and  Wantonness, idolatry to opposite sex, & All other sexual enticements. 

Drugs: legal or illegal, all unnecessary dependency on medicines 

Alcohol:  

Materialism: (idolatry to things, house, lawn, cars, anything you can buy ) 

TV, Telephone or Computer 

Entertainment: electronic games, worldly music, movies, etc. 

Dependency on Approval: 

Addiction to physical illness [ hypochondria ] 

Food: ( overeating, lust for unwholesome foods, junk foods, fats, salt,  

gluttony ) 

Aversion to what is good for me:  Anorexia, bulimia 

Academic pursuits and intellectualism 

Workaholism: achievement and striving for success in the world 

Physical conditioning/exercise 

 

Father, Your Word says:   

Thou shalt have no other gods beside me  Ex 20:3 

 

1 Cor 3:17 AMP    If anyone does hurt to God's temple or corrupts it [with 

false doctrines] or destroys it, God will do hurt to him and bring him to the 

corruption of death and destroy him. For the temple of God is holy (sacred to 

Him) and that [temple] you [the believing church and its individual believers] 

are. 
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1 Sam 15:23 NKJV   For rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft, and 

stubbornness is as iniquity and idolatry. Because you have rejected the word of 

the LORD, He also has rejected you from being king." 

 

Rev 9:20-21 NKJV  But the rest of mankind, who were not killed by these 

plagues, did not repent of the works of their hands, that they should not 

worship demons, and idols of gold, silver, brass, stone, and wood, which can 

neither see nor hear nor walk. 21  And they did not repent of their murders 

or their sorceries or their sexual immorality or their thefts.  

 

1 Cor 10:13 AMP  For no temptation (no trial regarded as enticing to sin), [no 

matter how it comes or where it leads] has overtaken you and laid hold on you 

that is not common to man [that is, no temptation or trial has come to you 

that is beyond human resistance and that is not adjusted and adapted and 

belonging to human experience, and such as man can bear]. But God is faithful 

[to His Word and to His compassionate nature], and He [can be trusted] not to 

let you be tempted and tried and assayed beyond your ability and strength of 

resistance and power to endure, but with the temptation He will [always] also 

provide the way out (the means of escape to a landing place), that you may be 

capable and strong and powerful to bear up under it patiently. 

 

Col 3:1-11 AMP      IF THEN you have been raised with Christ [to a new life, 

thus sharing His resurrection from the dead], aim at and seek the [rich, 

eternal treasures] that are above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand 

of God. [Ps 110:1.] 

2 And set your minds and keep them set on what is above (the higher things), 

not on the things that are on the earth.  3 For [as far as this world is 

concerned] you have died, and your [new, real] life is hidden with Christ in 

God. 4 When Christ, Who is our life, appears, then you also will appear with 

Him in [the splendor of His] glory. 

 

5 So kill (deaden, deprive of power) the evil desire lurking in your members 

[those animal impulses and all that is earthly in you that is employed in sin]: 

sexual vice, impurity, sensual appetites, unholy desires, and all greed and 

covetousness, for that is idolatry (the deifying of self and other created 

things instead of God). 

 

6 It is on account of these [very sins] that the [holy] anger of God is ever 

coming upon the sons of disobedience (those who are obstinately opposed to the 

divine will), 

7 Among whom you also once walked, when you were living in and addicted to 

[such practices].  8 But now put away and rid yourselves [completely] of all 
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these things: anger, rage, bad feeling toward others, curses and slander, and 

foulmouthed abuse and shameful utterances from your lips! 9 Do not lie to one 

another, for you have stripped off the old (unregenerate) self with its evil 

practices,  10 And have clothed yourselves with the new [spiritual self], which 

is [ever in the process of being] renewed and remolded into [fuller and more 

perfect knowledge upon] knowledge after the image (the likeness) of Him Who 

created it. [Gen 1:26.] 

 

Father we will to keep our body subdued, and bring it into subjection. We now 

make a demand on our body to come into chemical balance and our soul to come 

into submission to our spirit man !  Addictions you will not cause our body to 

malfunction in any way.  We arrest the free radicals that affect our cells in 

our body and we command them to line up with God’s word. Body be made 

whole in the name and blood of Jesus ! 

 

Please heal my liver of any of the effects of drugs or alcohol or smoking and 

pollution of wrong food choices. I pray for wisdom and grace to only put in my 

body what is good for it. Cleanse my liver of all the toxins Father, and show 

me anything else in the natural I should do to cleanse my body. 

 

[if you have smoked - Cleanse my lungs of all the residual and toxins from 

smoking Father, that I can be all you want me to be, and do all You want me 

to do in the name and blood of Jesus.] 

 

We will not allow addictions to remove us from our true feelings and provide 

escape from the reality we live in !  We will not allow addictions to control and 

destroy us and our relationship with you, but we turn to the true and Living 

God. For the Lord knows how to deliver the godly out of temptation, and from 

all evil !  We cast down all thoughts of boredom, depression, feelings of 

inadequacy, feelings of being imperfect, low self esteem, insecurities, stress, 

guilt, and condemnation out and take every thought captive to the Lord Jesus 

Christ.  We put our past addictions behind us ! 

 

Father, You said in Ezekiel 14 that every man of the house of Israel that sets 

up his idols in his own heart, and puts the stumbling-block of his iniquity 

before his face, that you would answer him according to the multitude of his 

idols, because they are estranged from you.  I renounce all IDOLATRY to self 

and self will and pray You will deliver me from all that keeps me from running 

directly to YOU when I need something Abba ! 

 

Father, cleanse me from all idols of addiction and addictive behavior.  I am 

not afraid of the giants of addiction, because You said if the Lord delight in

us then He will bring us into this land, and give it to us, a land which flows 

with milk and honey. 

 

Father we ask You to feed us with the finest of wheat and satisfy us with 

honey out of the Rock. You are the honey Lord Jesus, our Rock of Defense, 

our Tsureee and our Strong High Tower.  Deliver us oh Lord from all the 

strategies of the evil one. Fill our hearts with Your love that cast down all 

fear and insecurities. We command all demons of compulsion escapism & anxiety 

to go in the name and blood of Jesus. 

 

We thank you for redeeming us and cleansing us from sin with the blood of 

Jesus. We thank you for the infilling of the Holy Ghost, because you said 

where the Spirit Of the Lord is there is liberty.  Jesus said you shall receive 

power after the Holy Ghost has come upon you. HE is in us and on us, and 

around us and behind us, and we have the POWER of the Holy Spirit to walk in 

FREEDOM from addictions in Jesus name, by YOUR GRACE ABBA !  Pour out 

the baptism of FIRE on us Holy Spirit that we would never again allow 

ourselves to be deceived into bondage again.

Adapted from Beth Moore's Book: Praying the Scriptures   

(alterations by Priscilla ) 

 

Father, according to Your Word, in his pride the wicked does not seek You; in 

all his thoughts there is no room for You. ( Ps. 10:4)  

 

Please help me to always make room in my thoughts for You, God.  Don't allow 

me to continue on in pride that stops me from seeking You !  Keep me Christ-

minded; always casting my cares upon You. Lord, Your Word speaks of the 

wicked wearing pride like a necklace and clothing themselves with violence, 

(Ps.73:6)  You indicate a link between pride and violence.  Please deliver me 

from these evils. Root out all the judgements I have made that I may repent 

of them and renounce them. Keep me humble Lord ! 

 

Father, You've said that to fear the Lord is to hate evil, You hate pride and 

arrogance, evil behavior and perverse speech.  ( Prov.8:13)   

Help me to have a healthy fear of You that destroys pride and arrogance.  Put 

a guard at the door of my mouth that I would not hurt others by my arrogance 

or pride. 
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Your Word says when pride comes, then comes disgrace, but with humility 

comes wisdom.  Prov 11:2  

 

Father grant me grace to be humble and pour Your wisdom upon me. Wisdom 

that is spiritual if from You...Keep me from worldly wisdom Lord. Show me 

when I am walking in it, that I might repent. 

 

Father, You're teaching me that pride only breeds quarrels, but wisdom is 

found in those who take advice ( Prov. 13:10)   

Help me to see my pride when I am quarrelsome. Help me to have a teachable 

heart. 

Lord, Your Word clearly warns us that pride goes before destruction, a 

haughty spirit before a fall. Prov 16:18   God, I know that a man's pride 

brings him low, but a man of lowly spirit gains honor.  Prov 29:23.   

 

Lord humility is casting all my cares upon You for You care for me. It is 

recognizing I am not almighty or omnipotent...that I have a need for You and 

Your guidance and help.  I want to be a person who gains honor in Your sight.  

So help me to not be too proud to ask for help, from You , or from others. 

 

Father, help me to remember in my impatience, that the end of a matter is 

better than its beginning , and patience is better than pride ( Eccl 7:8)  

Father, a day is certainly coming when the arrogance of man will be brought 

low and  the pride of men humbled; the Lord alone will be exalted in that day.  

( Isaiah 2:17)  Crush the pride and arrogance in me Lord, before that day ! 

 

Father, Your Word says that You will punish the world for its evil, the wicked 

for their sins.  You will put an end to the arrogance of the haughty and will 

humble the pride of the ruthless. ( Isaiah 13:11 )  Father, those who have 

been forsaken and hated by the world, You can make the everlasting pride and 

the joy of all generations. ( Isa 60:15)  YOUR approval and opinion are all that 

matters.

Praying for Difficult People 

A Christian inner healing prayer format from "Listening Prayer Therapy" 

Preparation - George Hartwell 

 

Think about your life. 

 

1. Is there someone you know and love who does not know or understand the 

need to have Jesus as their Savior and Lord? 

 

2. Have you ever wanted to know how to pray for a teenager or young adult 

who has run away from their family or is going wild? 
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3. Do you have someone who always expresses bitterness, or who always 

complains, and nothing you say seems to help? 

 

4. Have you encountered people who seemed quite resistant to godly counsel? 

You felt that you had something to say but you knew that it was not getting 

through. 

 

Keep these names in your mind as you learn how to pray for 'difficult people.' 

 

7 Prayer Guidelines 

Remember these seven important prayer guidelines: 

 

1. Listen to God. Before you speak listen. Attune yourself to God. Be open to 

the inspiration of heaven as you speak or write your prayer. 

 

2. Agreement. There is power in a spoken prayer in which two or more hear 

and agree with the prayer. 

 

3. Humility. You are not God. Focus on God's will and God's power. It helps to 

step back and take hands off to signal that you can't handle this and to let 

God take over. 

 

4. Do not use prayer to control God. Do not whine at God. Do not plead. Do 

not gang up on God - as in 'get more people to pray then God will listen.' 

When you listen - guideline #1 - and pray in line with God's will, you don't use 

prayer to convince God.  

 

5. Do not use prayer to control people. Do not tell God how you want someone 

made over. Also, do not pray for something to happen to someone as in: 

'praying that someone would have trials so that they will learn patience.' Not! 

 

6. If you are not sure what God's will is in a situation, don't pray specifics. 

Pray more general. For example, I bless what God is doing in this person's 

life. 

 

7. Do not pray to Satan or command Satan (or principalities and powers.) 

…Avoid naming or focusing prayers around Satan. Also do not command angels 

because you are not the Lord of Hosts - God is. You can request - God 

commands. 

 

When you believe that it is necessary to deal with Satan's power in prayer, 

then address God and his power and authority. For example, praise God for 
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what He has done. Second, request God deal with Satan or the powers of 

darkness. This way you avoid addressing prayers to Satan or principalities or 

powers. As you keep the naming Satan or evil powers to the absolute minimum 

you avoid inviting the presence of evil. That is why you keep your focus on 

invoking God's presence. 

 

Level the Playing Field 

When praying for the lost or the prodigal, think of leveling the playing field. 

You want the person to be able to make up his or her own mind. You are not 

trying to manipulate their mind. However, neither do you want to allow Satan, 

or powers of darkness to be allowed free access to seduce, beguile, deceive or 

confuse the loved one that you are praying for. The blood of Jesus is a 

powerful prayer of protection to use. 

 

Scripture speaks of the enemy veiling the eyes of the unbeliever. You don't 

want to allow that to happen, so you pray, in Jesus name, that God will 

protect them so that their eyes can see clearly and their minds discern 

correctly. 

 

The Bible speaks of us facing a choice between life and death, between 

blessing and cursing. You want the person you are praying for to see clearly 

that choice before them. If they are sinning you want them to see, 

understand, feel and experience the consequences of that sin, of their choices. 

You want to pray that they can see the paths before them: a path toward life 

abundant and a path to death and misery. 

 

You do not use your prayer to force them to choose a particular path. 

Instead, you pray that they know what their choice is. You might put it l ike 

this. 

 

"Father, I pray that You protect (name) from any confusion, deception or game 

playing by other people or the enemy. 

 

I pray that their mind be open and that their spiritual eyes can see the path 

before them: a path leading to death and destruction and a path to life and 

life abundant. May they be free to make up their own mind, make their own 

choices and face the consequences of those choices. Give them eyes to see the 

consequences of their choices." 

 

Put in a God Inclination 

In Jesus name, I pray that Your Spirit would incline them to choose life, that 

You would call them to yourself, may they know Your love. Send a messenger 
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(angel or human) who can share with them the gospel of Jesus in terms that 

they would understand.  

 

Total Release 

 

"(Name) is Your child, Father. You gave (name) life. You have loved and 

watched over (name) all their life. You sent your Son Jesus to give His life to 

save (name.) So I commit (name) totally into Your care. He (or she) is in Your 

hands. They are yours, Father. 

 

I release them from my hold. I cut the apron strings. I let go. I step back. I 

take my hands off. They are yours. 

 

I give you permission to do whatever it takes to bring them to the point where 

they discover Your purpose for their life. Whatever it takes for them to come 

to their senses. Whatever it takes for them to discover the Joy of serving 

You. 

 

May Your will and Your purposes for them be done.  

 

Not by my prayers but by Your Spirit, Lord. I commend them into Your hand 

 

Mediation Prayer 

Are there times when people want you to listen but they are closed to your 

counsel? They may not want you to pray for them. They just want to talk 

about their problems. They need a listener and you are it. 

 

Never underestimate God's ability to break through to the chronic complainer. 

God can do it and you never know when it may happen. 

 

Meantime what do you do with all the problems that are getting dumped on 

you? 

 

Be a Pipe to Heaven! 

Be a pipe not a garbage can. Be a pipe to heaven! 

 

In your heart have a little agreement with God that goes like this: "God I 

can't stand hearing all these complaints especially since (name) won't listen to 

me or let me pray with them. I feel so helpless. There is nothing I can do. I 

can't reach them. So I am going to stop trying to reach them and put them in 

Your hands. 
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When they talk, I am going to listen, but I am going to let You listen too! In 

fact I am going to send everything that they say up to you. You can listen to 

their bitterness, (or whatever.) You can deal with them. I give up. Mentally I 

am sending them to You. 

 

Maybe You can reach them. I can't"  

 

Build a Praise Highway to Heaven. 

Someone has shared their problem with you and you really hurt for them. You 

are burdened with concern. You love them. You want to pray for them. 

 

There is a way to have God touch them without pleading with God in prayer. It 

is to praise and worship God. Sing praises. Speak praises. Focus on who God is. 

Express your feelings for god to God. 

 

A strange thing happens when you get totally focused on God and forget the 

burden. Your burden gets lifted off you and up to heaven. Without you trying 

to the person you feel for as an intercessor will be touched by God. 

 

As your spirit lifted to God so did the burden - which was on your spirit as 

well. So the burden got to heaven - by the highway of praise.  

 

Send the Holy Spirit. 

Remember that the Holy Spirit is the Counsellor, the Comforter. When you 

can't get through to someone, the Holy Spirit can. What you say to someone is 

screened by their mind. The Holy Spirit has a distinct advantage; He reaches 

the heart. 

 

Do you give up? Then step back. Take hands off. Send the Holy Spirit! 

 

For example you can pray like this: 

 

"Father I can't reach (name.) I am going to let you speak to them. Their mind 

is closed to me; but you can reach their heart. Your Spirit leaps over 

mountains and bounds over hills, The Song of Solomon 2:8. No barrier is too 

big for you.  So, please send Your Holy Spirit to (name) and you tell them 

what they need to know. 

 

I am going to take my hands off. I am going to leave them in your hands. I am 

not going to keep trying to get through to them until you show me that the 

door is open." 
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PRAYING JOHN HYDE 

" THE APOSTLE OF PRAYER" 

 

Some of the places He prayed were in what is now PAKISTAN..ie Sialkot is in 

Pakistan.  The Punjabi region covers part of India and Pakistan. 

I also read that he read through the bible 70 times I think contemplatively.   

Much of what He and others have prayed, we will reap. He believed there 

would be a restoration of apostolic at the end of times, just like Kathryn 

Kuhlman, and others. 

 

Profiles In Prayer: Praying John Hyde

The 700 Club 

 

It was to the Punjab that the son of an Illinois Presbyterian minister, John 

Nelson Hyde, felt led to begin his lifetime of missionary endeavor. At the time 

of his posting, he was one of only five missionaries in a territory holding nearly 

one million non-Christians. Progress was slow, but measured. In a letter to his 

seminary after his first year in India, Hyde wrote:  

 

Yesterday eight low-caste persons were baptized at one of the villages. It 

seems a work of God in which man, even as an instrument, was used in a very 

small degree. Pray for us. I learn to speak the language very, very slowly: can 

only talk a little in public or in conversation.” 

Hyde's inability to master the complex native languages was due in no small 

degree to his partial deafness. To the dismay of mission authorities, he 

devoted most of his time to Bible rather than language study, displaying the 

withdrawn intensity of a visionary rather than the engaging demeanor of the 

traditional missionary. In time, however, Hyde gained a certain fluency, though 

he never lost his zeal for Scripture. With periods of outright persecution by 

natives, and few, if any conversions, Hyde began leading his fellow missionaries 

in intercession for India. So deep was his call to prayer that by 1899 he 

began spending entire nights face down before God. In a letter to his college 

he wrote:  
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Have felt led to pray for others this winter as never before. I never before 

knew what it was to work all day and then pray all night before God for 

another… In college or at parties at home, I used to keep such hours for 

myself, or pleasure, and can I not do as much for God and souls?” 

In 1904, Indian Christians and western missionaries gathered for the first of 

an annual series of conventions at Sialkot in what is today Pakistan. To support 

this time of spiritual renewal, John Hyde and his friends formed the Punjab 

Prayer Union, setting aside half an hour each day to pray for revival. The 

results of their prayers were plainly seen at the Sialkot Convention as a special 

anointing fell upon those gathered. Year by year the prayer union fasted and 

prayed, and at each convention a growing urgency for evangelism and 

intercession filled each attendee. John Hyde emerged as the prayer leader, 

and all were amazed at both the depth of his spiritual insight, and the ferocity 

of his burden for India.  

 

By 1908, John Hyde dared to pray what was to many at the convention an 

impossible request: that during the coming year in India one soul would be 

saved every day. Three hundred sixty five people converted, baptized, and 

publicly confessing Jesus as their Savior. Impossible -- yet it happened. 

Before the next convention John Hyde had prayed more than 400 people into 

God's kingdom, and when the prayer union gathered again, he doubled his goal 

to two souls a day. Eight hundred conversions were recorded that year, and 

still Hyde showed an unquenchable passion for lost souls.  

 

At the 1910 convention, those around Hyde marveled at his faith, as they 

witnessed his near violent supplications, "Give me souls, oh God, or I die!" 

Before the meeting ended, John Hyde revealed that he was again doubling his 

goal for the coming year. Four souls a day, and nothing less. During the next 

twelve months John Hyde's ministry took him throughout India. By now he was 

known as "Praying Hyde," and his intercession was sought at revivals in 

Calcutta, Bombay, and other large cities. If on any day four people were not 

converted, Hyde said at night there would be such a weight on his heart he 

could not eat or sleep until he had prayed through to victory. The number of 

new converts continually grew.  

 

It was in Calcutta that friends persuaded Hyde to see a doctor about his 

rapidly deteriorating health. The years of travail had obviously taken a toll. 

Yet no one expected the medical examiner's incredible diagnosis. John Hyde's 

heart had shifted out of its natural position on the left side of his chest to a 

place over on the right. It was unlike anything the doctor had seen before, 

and he warned Hyde that unless he got complete rest he would be dead in six 

months.  
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In fact, Praying Hyde lived for nearly two more years, long enough to see a 

wave of revival sweep through the Punjab and the rest of India -- and long 

enough to have his own personal vision enlarged. Before he died, he shared 

what God had shown him:  

 

On the day of prayer, God gave me a new experience. I seemed to be away 

above our conflict here in the Punjab and I saw God's great battle in all India, 

and then away out beyond in China, Japan, and Africa. I saw how we had been 

thinking in narrow circles of our own countries and in our own denominations, 

and how God was now rapidly joining force to force and line to line, and all was 

beginning to be one great struggle. That, to me, means the great triumph of 

Christ. We must exercise the greatest care to be utterly obedient to Him who 

sees all the battlefield all the time. It is only He who can put each man in the  

place where his life can count for the most.

Christ in the Home 

 

John Hyde, "The Apostle of Prayer," as he was often called, was reared in a 

home where Jesus was an abiding guest, and where the dwellers in that home 

breathed an atmosphere of prayer.  

 

I was well acquainted with John's father, Smith Harris Hyde, D.D., during the 

seventeen years he was pastor of the Presbyterian Church at Carthage, 

Illinois. Dr. Herrick Johnson, of Chicago, shortly before he died, wrote these 

words:  

 

Hyde's father was of rare proportion and balance, a healthful soul, genial and 

virile, firm of conviction, of good scholarly attainment, of abundant cheer, and 

bent on doing for God to the best of his ability. 

 

Personally I knew him in his home to be a courteous, loving husband. I knew 

him to be a firm, yet sympathetic father, commanding his household after him. 

I knew the sweet-spirited, gentle, music loving, Christ-like Mrs. Hyde. I knew 

each one of the three boys and three girls who grew up in that home. Often I 

have eaten at their table. Twice I have been with the family when the crepe 
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was on the door; once when Mrs. Hyde was taken away, and again when dear 

John's body was brought home and lovingly laid to rest in Moss Ridge 

Cemetery. Often I have kneeled with them, and have, as a young minister, 

been strangely moved when dear Dr. Hyde poured out his heart to God as he 

prayed at the family altar. I knew him in his church and in the Presbyterial 

meetings. He was a noble man of God. Under God, his congregation was built 

up, and he was a leader among his ministerial brethren.  

 

I have frequently heard Dr. Hyde pray the Lord of the harvest to thrust out 

laborers into His harvest. He would pray this prayer both at the family altar 

and from his pulpit. It is therefore no strange thing that God called two of his 

sons into the Gospel ministry, and one of his daughters for a time into active 

Christian work. Dr. Hyde magnified his office, and rejoiced to give his sons up 

to a life of hardship and trial. 

 

I read in "Far North in India" [about 1930] the statement by a former 

missionary in India, Dr. W. B. Anderson, that a hundred million people in India 

to-day have not heard of Jesus Christ, and as things are now have not the 

remotest chance to hear about Him. There are other millions in Africa and 

other countries in the same Christless ignorance. Why is it so? 

 

Because prayer closets are deserted, family altars art broken down, and pulpit 

prayers are formal and dead! 

 

Bible schools and seminaries can never supply the workers needed. My own 

sainted mother prayed as a young girl that the doors of the heathen countries 

might be opened. Afterwards as the mother of ten children (eight of whom 

grew to manhood and womanhood), she prayed for laborers to enter these open 

doors, and God sent one of her sons to India and two of her daughters to 

China. 

 

Grandmother Lois and mother Eunice prayed, and when the Great Apostle to 

the Gentiles was about to take his departure he could lay his hands on son 

Timothy and commission him to "Preach the Word!" 

 

John Hyde was an answer to prayer, and when in other years he prayed in 

India, God raised up scores of native workers in answer to his prayers. The 

Great Head of the Church has provided one method for securing laborers. He 

said, ""The harvest truly is plentiful, but the laborers are few. Therefore 

pray . . ." (Matthew 9:37-38, NKJV). 

 

Holy Ground 
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In the Tabernacle of Moses there was one room so sacred that only one man 

of all the thousands of Israel was ever permitted to enter it; and he on one 

day only of all the three hundred and sixty-five days of the year. That room 

was the Holy of Holies. The place where John Hyde met God was holy ground. 

The scenes of his life are too sacred for common eyes. I shrink from placing 

them before the public. 

 

But when I remember Jacob at the brook, Elijah on Cannel, Paul in his agony 

for Israel, and especially the Ian in the Garden, then I am impressed by the 

Spirit of God that the experiences of this "Man of God" should be published 

for the learning and admonition of thousands. So we take our stand near the 

prayer closet of John Hyde, and are permitted to hear the sighing and the 

groaning, and to see the tears coursing down his face, to see his frame 

weakened by foodless days and sleepless nights, shaken with sobs as he pleads, 

"O God, give me souls or I die!" 

 

Hyde's College Days 

 

Some of his class-mates in the M'Cormick Seminary have kindly lifted up the 

curtain and allowed us to see something of the spirit which possessed the 

students of that Seminary during the year 1892, when John Hyde was one of 

the students. Dr. Herrick Johnson called that class "The Missionary Class of 

M'Cormick Seminary. " Hyde's beloved friend and fellow student—Burton A. 

Konkle—says: "Out of forty-six students in that class twenty-six decided for 

the foreign field. Hyde of India was our ‘man of prayer.' Lee of Korea has 

been called ‘The Apostle of Korea.' Foster our `man of suffering,' whose 

beautiful life influenced us all. They were more to me than my own brother, 

and I never think of them but with a glow of thankfulness." 

 

J. F. Young, once Pastor at Hyde's home, said: "I think Konkle is right when 

he says that Hyde made little impression on any of us (his fellow students), 

the first year in the seminary, and I rather doubt whether he did the second-

he was just one of us, and we did not think much about him. It was during the 

senior year after the death of his brother Edmund-his eldest brother who was 

in the Seminary and was a student volunteer for the foreign field-that his 

fellow-students realized that he was not an ordinary young man. Hyde was 

greatly impressed by his brother's death, and a great struggle took place as 

to where his life should be lived. At last he surrendered, and in substance 

said: "I'll go where you want me to go, dear Lord. " The result was a change 

in his own life, and we began to count it a pleasure to go for a walk with him. 
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His friend, Mr. Konkle, describes him thus: 

 

During the senior year, when there was a growing interest in foreign missions in 

our class, Hyde came to my room about eleven o'clock one night and said he 

wanted all the `arguments' I had for the foreign field. We sat then for some 

moments in silence, and then I told him that he knew as much about the 

foreign field as I did; that I didn't believe it was argument that he needed, 

and that I thought the way for him to settle it was to lay it before our 

Father and stay until He decided for him: We sat in silence a while longer, 

and, saying he believed I was right, he rose and bade me good night. The next 

morning as I was going up the chapel steps, I felt a hand on my arm, and 

looking back I saw John's face radiant with a new vision. 'It's settled, 

Konkle,' said he, and I didn't need to be told how.  

 

From that day he grew in power rapidly until, I think we would all agree, he 

was easily the most powerful single instrument for the foreign field in the 

Seminary. He prayed for men individually, and then sought them out, and his 

soul seemed aflame. Prayer was his pathway to greater things, and it became 

the characteristic of his whole life and work, because it was his peculiar 

power. He was a torch of prayer, that carried light and warmth. We are only 

beginning to appreciate the beauty and glory of his life. 

 

One can see, therefore, how the choice of a field would be to him a mere 

incident compared to steps in progress, in insight into the Truth, and 

consequent ink consecration. During that senior year, as organizer of missions, 

I had appointed him Librarian of the Home Mission Committee, to which field 

he had, up to that time, seemed most inclined.  

 

After he had decided for foreign work, he became restive at giving his time to 

the home field so much, and came to me asking if I didn't think he should be 

relieved from it. He knew I was pledged to the foreign field, and yet was 

organizer of our whole city mission work. So I looked at him with a twinkle in 

my eye, and asked him if he thought I should be relieved of my work for city 

missions. He colored a little, smiled with acquiescence, and said, 'I knew you 

would say that.' He saw that our principle, The field is the world, was one 

which we could not weaken in our Seminary outlook at least. 

 

One of our class-mates has spent over thirty years in Korea, and built up 

sixty-seven churches, and his decision to go abroad was due to Hyde's 

influence as an instrument. 

 

First Years in India

At the first John Hyde was not a remarkable missionary. He was slow of 

speech. When a question or a remark was directed to him he seemed not to 

hear, or if he heard he seemed a long time in framing a reply. His hearing was 

slightly defective, and this it was feared would hinder him in acquiring the 

language. His disposition was gentle and quiet; he seemed to be lacking in the 

enthusiasm and zeal which a young missionary should have. He had a wonderful 

pair of blue eyes. They seemed to search into the very depth of your inmost 

being, and they seemed almost to shine out of the soul of a prophet. 

 

On arriving in India, he was assigned the usual language study. At first he 

went to work on this, but later neglected it for Bible study. He was 

reprimanded by the committee, but he replied: "First things first. "He argued 

that he had come to India to teach the Bible, and he needed to know it before 

he could teach it. And God by His Spirit wonderfully opened up the Scriptures 

to him. Nor did he neglect language study. "He became a correct and easy 

speaker in Urdu, Punjabi, and English; but away and above that, he learned the 

language of Heaven, and he so learned to speak that he held audiences of 

hundreds of Indians spellbound while he opened to them the truths of God's 

Word." 

 

The Punjab Prayer Union 

 

In every revival there is a Divine side and a human side. In the Welsh revival 

the Divine element comes out prominently. Evan Roberts, the leader, under 

God, seems in a sense to have been a passive agent, mightily moved upon in the 

night seasons by the Holy Spirit. There was no organization and very little 

preaching—comparatively little of the human element. The Sialkot revival, while 

just as certainly sent down from Heaven, teems not so spontaneous. There 

was, under God, organization; there was a certain amount of definite planning, 

and there were seasons of long continued prayer. 

 

Just here, as showing where the human agency avails I wish to mention the 

Punjab Prayer Union. This was started about the time (1904) of the first 

Sialkot Convention. The principles of this Union are stated in the form of 

questions which were signed by those becoming members. 

 

1. "Are you praying for quickening in your own life, in the life of your fellow-

workers, and in the Church?" 

 

2. "Are you longing for greater power of the Holy Spirit in your own life and 

work, and are you convinced that you cannot go on without this power? " 
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3. "Will you pray that you may not be ashamed of Jesus?" 

 

4. "Do you believe that prayer is the great means for securing this spiritual 

awakening?" 

 

5. "Will you set apart one half-hour each day as soon after noon as possible to 

pray for this awakening, and are you willing to pray till the awakening comes?" 

 

John Hyde was associated with this Prayer Union from its beginning, and also 

had a definite part in the Sialkot Convention. The members of the Prayer 

Union lifted up their eyes according to Christ's command and saw the fields 

white to the harvest. In the Book they read the immutable promises of God.  

 

They saw one method of obtaining this spiritual awakening, even by prayer. 

They set themselves deliberately, definitely, and desperately to use the means 

till they secured the result. The Sialkot revival was not an accident nor an 

unsought breeze from Heaven. Charles G. Finney says: "A revival is no more a 

miracle than a crop of wheat." In any community revival can be secured from 

Heaven when heroic souls enter the conflict determined to win or die-or if 

need be to win and die. "The kingdom of heaven suffers violence, and the 

violent take it by force" (Matthew 11:12, NKJV). 

 

Three Men 

 

David's mighty men are catalogued in the Scriptures; there were the first 

three, then the second three, and afterwards the thirty; Jesus had many 

unnamed disciples. He had the Twelve, but in the inner circle nearest to 

himself were the special three: Peter, James, and John. Hundreds came to 

Sialkot and helped mightily by prayer and praise. But God honored a few men 

as leaders. This sketch is not given to flattery or fulsome praise, but God's 

Word says: "Honor to whom honor is due. "  

 

God laid a great burden of prayer upon the hearts of John N. Hyde, R. 

M’Cheyne Paterson, and George Turner for this wonderful convention. There 

was need for a yearly meeting for Bible Study and prayer, where the spiritual 

life of the workers-pastors, teachers, and evangelists, both foreign and 

native—could be deepened. The church life in the Punjab (as indeed in all 

India), was far below the Bible standard; the Holy Spirit was so little honored 

in these ministries that few were being saved from among the Christless 

millions. Sialkot was the place selected for this meeting, and 1904 became 

memorable as the date of the First Sialkot Convention. 
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Before one of the first conventions, Hyde and Paterson waited and tarried one 

whole month before the opening date. For thirty days and thirty nights these 

godly men waited before God in prayer. Do we wonder that there was power in 

the convention? Turner joined them after nine days, so that for twenty-one 

days and twenty-one nights these three men prayed and praised God for a 

mighty outpouring of His power. Three human hearts that beat as one and that 

one the heart of Christ, yearning, pleading, crying, and agonizing over the 

Church of India and the myriads of lost souls. Three renewed human wills that 

by faith linked themselves as with hooks of steel to the omnipotent will of 

God. Three pairs of fire-touched lips that out of believing hearts shouted, "It 

shall be done!" 

 

Do you who read these words look at those long-continued vigils, those days of 

fasting and prayer, those nights of wakeful watching and intercessions, and do 

you say, "What a price to pay!" Then I point you to scores and hundreds of 

workers quickened and fitted for the service of Christ; I point you to literally 

thousands prayed into the kingdom and I say unto you, "Behold, the purchase 

of such a price!" 

 

Surely Calvary represents a fearful price. But your soul and mine, and the 

millions thus far redeemed and other millions which may yet be redeemed, a 

wrecked earth restored back to Eden perfection, the kingdoms of this world 

wrested from the grasp of the usurper and delivered over to the reign of their 

rightful King!—when we shall see all this shall we not gladly say, "Behold the 

purchase"? 

 

1904—The First Sialkot Convention  [ Sialkot is now part of Pakistan ] 

 

One of his dearest friends in India writes about the great change that came 

to John Hyde's spiritual life at this convention in 1904. He writes that though 

John was a missionary and a child of God, for he had been born of God, he 

was yet a babe in Christ. He had never been compelled to tarry at his 

Jerusalem till he was endued with power from on high. But God in his love 

spoke to him and showed him his great need. At this convention, while he was 

speaking to his brother missionaries on the work of the Holy Spirit, God spoke 

to his own soul and opened up to him the Divine plan of sanctification by faith. 

Such a touch of God, such a light from Heaves, came to him, that he said at 

the close of the convention: "I must not lose this vision." And he never did lose 

it, but rather obtained grace for grace, and the vision brightened as he went 

obediently forward. 
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Another missionary tells how John came to this convention to lead the Bible 

studies. During those days he spoke of the length and breadth and height and 

depth of the love of God. That mighty love seemed to reach out through him 

and grip the hearts of men and women and draw them closer to God. This 

brother writes: 

 

"One night he came into my study about half-past nine, and began to talk to 

me about the value of public testimony. We had an earnest discussion until long 

after midnight, and I think until after one o'clock, and as I remember it, 

quite an interesting argument. 

 

"We had asked him on the next evening to lead a meeting for men which was 

being held in the tabernacle out on the compound, while the women of the 

convention were holding a meeting of their own in the missionary bungalow. 

 

"When the time for the meeting arrived the men of us were seated there on 

the mats in the tent, but Mr. Hyde the leader had not arrived. We began to 

sing, and sang several hymns before he did come in, quite late. 

 

"I remember how he sat down on the mat in front of us, and silent for a 

considerable time after the singing stopped. Then he arose, and said to us 

very quietly, 'Brothers, I did not sleep any last night, and I have not eaten 

anything to-day. I have been having a great controversy with God. I feel that 

He has wanted me to come here and testify to you concerning some things that 

He has done for me, and I have been arguing with him that I should not do 

this. Only this evening a little while ago have I got peace concerning the 

matter and have I agreed to obey Him, and now I have come to tell you just 

some things that He has done for me. 

 

"After making this brief statement, he told us very quietly and simply some of 

the desperate conflicts that he had had with sin, and how God had given him 

victory. I think he did not talk more than fifteen or twenty minutes, and then 

sat down and bowed his head for a few minutes, and then said, 'Let us have a 

season of prayer.' I remember how the little company prostrated themselves 

upon the mats on their faces in the Oriental manner, and then how for a long 

time, how long I do not know, man after man rose to his feet to pray, how 

there was such confession of sin as most of us had never heard before, and 

such crying out to God for mercy and help. 

 

"It was very late that night when the little gathering broke up, and some of us 

know definitely of several lives that were wholly transformed through the 

influence of that meeting." 
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Evidently that one message opened the doors of people’s hearts for the 

incoming of the great revival in the Indian Church.

Soul Travail 

Todd Bentley 

 

The harvest is coming and we need to be able to birth them in, In this 

teaching I want to share with you about soul travail. What it is and I want to 
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give you some keys to loosing souls in the heavens using the word of the Lord. 

I know this will help equip you in intercessory evangelism.  

 

Isa 66:7 Before she travailed, she brought forth; before her pain came, she 

was delivered of a man child. Isa 66:8 Who hath heard such a thing? who hath 

seen such things? Shall the earth be made to bring forth in one day? [or] shall 

a nation be born at once? for as soon as Zion travailed, she brought forth her 

children. Isa 66:9 Shall I bring to the birth, and not cause to bring forth? 

saith the LORD: shall I cause to bring forth, and shut [the womb]? saith thy 

God.  

 

Ga 4:19 My little children, of whom I travail in birth again until Christ be 

formed in you.  

 

In order for us to really be effective in praying for the harvest there must be 

work, travail, fervency, weeping and pain. But before we can birth and travail 

the way God has called us to pray we first have to be pregnant with Gods 

heart. If you are not full of the passion and burden of Gods heart for harvest 

we will only pray out of duty and not desperation.  

 

I have seen my wife in labor and it was not without sweat, all that she was, 

tears and groans brought forth the joy of our children. In the above passage 

you can see that Paul was in this kind of burden and intercession for the ones 

that were his labor in the Lord. Paul states that he was birthing again, there 

must have been a place where he had birthed before these precious souls into 

Gods kingdom.  

 

In China where there has been up to 25,000 souls a day being saved those 

great saints in the midst of great persecution even death have arose as early 

as four in the morning. I have seen a video of the underground church as many 

as hundreds packed like sardines into one house shaking, weeping, moaning as in 

great agony over the state of souls that have not yet come to Christ. I believe 

that when we ask for this spirit of prayer we too will begin to truly snatch lost 

souls out of hell!!  

 

A great reference to this kind of intercession which is not just for souls can 

be found in this great passage of scripture. In first Kings ch 18 verse 1 the 

word of the lord comes unto Elijah, he has a word from God that the rain is 

about to fall. Further into this text you see the prophet on top of mount 

Carmel with his face bowed between knees a picture of birthing. Elijah 

continues in this fervent act of intercession 7 times until there was a rain 

cloud the size of a mans hand. Elijah was pregnant with the word of the Lord 
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for he said I here the sound of the abundance of rain. That sound was in his 

spirit.  

 

The second key in soul travail that I want to share with is first found in these 

two promises of God.  

 

Ac 16:31 And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be 

saved, and thy house.  

 

Ex 12:3 Speak ye unto all the congregation of Israel, saying, In the tenth 

[day] of this month they shall take to them every man a lamb, according to 

the house of [their] fathers, a lamb for an house: One lamb was sufficient for 

the deliverance of the whole household.  

 

We have the right to have harvest especially in our house. So why then is 

there so many souls that have not come. Lets look at these two texts.  

 

2Co 4:3 But if our gospel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost: In whom the 

god of this world hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the 

light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine 

unto them.  

 

Eph 2:2 Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, 

according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in 

the children of disobedience.  

 

In every believer there is a spirit that has an assignment to keep your house 

from coming to Christ and we need to learn in the spirit to take authority and 

open the prison for those oppressed.  

 

Isa 61:1 The Spirit of the Lord GOD [is] upon me; because the LORD hath 

anointed me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up 

the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the o pening of the 

prison to [them that are] bound.  

 

In this passage of scripture God continually uses the word me, the Spirit of 

the Lord is upon me to open the prison. proclaim liberty to the captives. I 

believe that there is a place where we stop asking God to give us what he told 

us to take. There is a place where we recognize that we have a enemy to the 

harvest God wants to give us, rise up in the spirit say Joe I set you free in 

Jesus name. Come forth you who sit in darkness. I command you devil binding 

Joe to loose him to see. I lay hold of Joe in the spirit and I open his eyes to 
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see. Lazarus come forth!! When we begin to take the authority and become 

pregnant with Gods heart and travail the harvest call them in it will come

THE LISTEN TO GOD LIFESTYLE

The promise of the New Covenant is of a new heart and a new spirit. When 

this promise is fulfilled we will walk into life with a new attitude. We will live 

our life out of a new identity. 

 

I want to share with you some of the tools produced in my machine shop. 

These are not tools made of forged steel. These are not tools for working with 

normal materials. These are tools for the transformation of the human heart 

and spirit. 

 

I want to equip a new type of workman. Are you interested? Do you want to be 

equipped as a new type of workman? Follow me and I will equip you with tools 

for transforming human hears and lives! 

 

Your first project is the transformation of your own life. Jesus thought it 

important that we start there. He said that we must get the log out of our 

own eye so that we could see the speck in our neighbor's eye. 

 

You don't have to rush out to save the world. You need to be transformed 

yourself. When Jesus knows when you are ready, Jesus will bring opportunities 

your way to help others. 

 

I call the tools that I have developed "Listening Prayer Therapy." The center 

focus is times when we listen to God. This practice develops our relationship 

with God. Do you know how hard it is to have a good relationship without 

listening? The true lover is a good listener. 

 

As you learn and apply the tools of Listening Prayer Therapy, you will learn to 

listen to God. You will have a closer relationship with God. My dream is that 

you will develop an ongoing life style of listening to God which is to really love 

God. 
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If you adopt a lifestyle of listening to God and teach others to adopt this life 

style, then something great has happened. The Kingdom of God is at hand - in 

your life and the lives of others. In a kingdom you listen to and obey your 

king. This is what we mean when we pray: "Thy Kingdom come. Thy will be 

done" How can Jesus be Lord if don't learn to listen to him? 

 

If you adopt a lifestyle of listening to God you will transform your life and the 

world around you. Your life in Christ will be more fruitful and more joyful. You 

will be happier with yourself. 

 

My vision is the transformation of Christianity. I see the day when Christians 

make listening to God the focus and foundation of their life. 

 

This won't happen because it is a good idea. It won't happen because we tell 

others it is a good idea. Please don't preach and teach at people about 

listening to God! Don't tell them; show them. Don't push them; lead them. 

"Make disciples," Jesus said. 

 

Telling people what to do in the Christian life is often counterproductive. 

People don't  "get with the program" when we preach at them, especially if 

they are not taught how to implement it. Pressuring people, through preaching, 

turns people off! 

 

Nor does it work for you to "preach" at yourself. People don't really transform 

their lives by condemning themselves and promising to themselves that they will 

be different. Out "trying to be good" is doomed to failure. "The good that I 

will to do, I do not do; but the evil I will not to do, that I practice." Romans 

7:19. 

 

Paul is crystal clear, in Romans 7, as to why he practices what he hates. He 

says: "I know that in me (that is, in my flesh) nothing good dwells. Jesus is 

crystal clear about the same point when is says: "Why do you call me good? No 

one is good but One, that is God." Matthew 19:17. This reality dooms self-

change projects to failure. 

 

"In the story of Curious George, the Man with the Yellow Hat says:  "You stay 

here," said the man with the yellow hat, "but don't get into trouble." George 

tried to be good but he was curious - he was Curious George. Curious George 

does a good job of representing the difficulty that children have being good 

and staying out of trouble. It is hard to be good - even for adults!   "George 

tried to be good but he was curious." 
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It is good to recognize that we can't transform ourselves into good persons. 

We can't save ourselves. We can't change our heart. Can a leopard change his 

spots? 

 

We need a Savior. We need a new heart. We need a new spirit - a change of 

identity. 

 

If we into life with a new heart, a new spirit, a new identity, perhaps then we 

could be good. Here is hope! Here is a different way to be good. But how? 

How do we get a new identity, a new heart, and a new spirit? 

 

The Bible says, "Christ in us is our hope of glory." Paul boldly states that the 

old has passed away that all things are made new. The promise is there. The 

potential is there. We just need the tools for realizing that promise. 

 

I have seen the tools of Listening Prayer Therapy bring about this new 

identity. This is not self-change. This is not good counsel. This is not good 

therapy. This is the transforming power of an encounter with God. 

 

Listening Prayer Therapy is not my ministry. (I have seen how fruitful my 

ministry is!) This is Jesus at work transforming hearts and healing lives. 

 

The skill I bring to Listening Prayer Therapy is of letting Jesus do the work. I 

don't give the answers. He does. It isn't my word that comes with effective 

life changing power. It is His word. His very word spoken to me and spoken to 

you. 

 

I need humility as the therapist/facilitator. If I try to do the work, if I try 

to give the counsel, if I try to be the source of comfort it is not the same. It 

is not as fruitful. It is not as refreshingly creative. My word does not heal 

lives; God's Word does! 

 

If you would learn from me to use these tools, you, too, need to learn 

humility. You need to learn that you are not God, that your word does not heal 

lives. You need to step back and let go of the need to be Savior, Healer or 

Counsellor. 

 

Yes! The Holy Spirit is our Counsellor. Not you or me. Jesus is our Savior. Not 

you or me. The faith and encouragement of God the Father surpasses the 

faith and encouragement that you or I could bring. 
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For counsellors this requires giving up of control. It feels like a loss of 

prestige and glory. It feels risky as you introduce your client to a listening 

prayer time and wait to see what happens. 

 

For preaching pastors listening prayer times can be integrated into the worship 

service. This time allows the member to assimilate and apply what has been 

said in the sermon. The listener moves from understanding about God to an 

encounter with God. Jesus is released to touch everyone present at the 

worship service. 

 

But it is also feels risky for the pastor. Can he give up control? Can he let God 

move in people's lives? Is his faith and trust strong in God's ability to move in 

each one's life? Can he risk trying something new? 

 

But taste the fruit of  the ministry of Jesus there will be no turning back.

Introduction 

The reason I wrote this book is to kindle a fresh fire inside of God's people to 

pray and seek God's face. After God gave me the revelation on the Father's 

House it released inside of me a new sense of adventure and pilgrimage when it 

comes to intimacy with God. Prayer can become something we do out of duty or 

it’s the Christian thing to do, but God wants us to draw near to him with 

passion and freedom from the feelings of duty. As we explore the Father's 

House and probe into the deep things of God I believe your eyes will be opened 

to the fullness of the revelation of God. He takes us from Glory to Glory. 

Every time I come in prayer I expect to reach a new level and experience God 

fresh. My goal in sharing this with you is to help you come out of spiritual ruts 

in prayer and see you stirred anew to run after God and taste all that He has 

on His table for you. It is time to eat, drink and be merry with God.  
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The Vision 

 

The Lord revealed to me the Father's House and the nine rooms of intimacy. I 

received this word over the course of a month, on three different occasions 

which were instantaneous revelations. The Lord first dropped this word into my 

heart, when I was ministering at a home meeting in Mission, BC. 

 

I had a prophetic word through a vision and as I began to share what God was 

showing me, I saw the Father’s House. The individual I was giving this word to 

was wandering up a long road towards the house. There was a warm, inviting, 

drawing presence that made it irresistible. At the same time, there was a 

pulling away to the things of the world and the lust of the flesh where the 

swine were. This person was in the valley of decision, being swayed between 

the Father's House and the things of the world.  

 

I saw a door in this vision and it was open. I heard a voice saying, "Come in 

here, come in here"; the voice of the Father calling his son, "Come in here, 

come in here". He would go up to the Father’s house, stick his head in the 

door and then look back down the path to where the swine were. There was a 

battle between the flesh and the spirit; should I enter? Should I go into the 

Father’s House and allow myself to experience the things God has for me in His 

presence?  

 

The word the Lord gave me is not literal; but a parable, an allegory 

representing spiritual truth. The Lord helped me bring forth this revelation 

making it easy for us to eat and digest. God wants us to see that there is 

more than we’ve known. He wants to challenge and awaken us to the realities 

of the kingdom of heaven. God wants us to ask, knock and seek for the 

treasures of his Glory.  

 

The vision of the Father’s House had the characteristics of an entertainment 

house similar to that found at a circus. The same sensations of going to the 

carnival when I was a child began to come over me; the taste of cotton candy, 

the smell of hot dogs and the thrill of the rides. Confetti and party streamers 

were exploding out of the top of the house. It was alive, moving to the sounds 

of music. It was like the story of the Prodigal sons return. (Luke 15) The 

house had its own character and personality, it was irresistible, drawing and 

entertaining like the fair. You just wanted to be there. It created in you the 

excitement of fun and games. Where there should have been a door to close, 

there was none. In its place was a welcome matt and the voice of the Lord 

saying, "All are welcome both day and night to come and partake of the things 

of my presence." 
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Some time later I had another vision of the Father’s house. This time I was 

inside and I saw a long hallway with doors on either side. The hallway went on 

further than my eyes could see. This was the end of the second vision. 

 

It was in the third prophetic experience while I was in my bathroom, that I 

got taken by the Holy Spirit into the last vision. This was when God began to 

reveal to me the nine rooms of prayer within the house. I saw the living room, 

dining room, kitchen and bathroom, etc. In the following chapters I will share 

with you what God shared with me.  

 

The Father's House 

In the following chapters are some of the different acts of prayer and 

communion found in the nine rooms of intimacy in the Father's House. These 

are not all of the rooms in the Father's House nor are these all the 

experiences that are found in God. There is always more! The river gets 

deeper. (Ez. 47). 

 

Before we get into the rooms of the Father's House and the different levels 

of prayer, I want to lay some scriptural foundations from the Word of God 

about the Father's House. The things that I saw and experienced, the rooms 

that the Lord brought me into are revealed parables, allegories representing 

truth. 

 

In the book of John 14: 1-6 it declares "Let not your heart be troubled; you 

believe in God, believe also in Me. In my Father’s house are many mansions; if 

it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if 

I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and receive you to Myself; 

that where I am, there you may be also." Jesus went into the Father’s house 

and prepared rooms; dwelling places where we can go and know. Heb. 9:12; 

Heb. 4:16 

 

The Father’s House is a place where we can adventure. It's like a giant 

mansion; a place of exploring, searching out and seeking God. Searching Him 

with all your heart is to be adventurous like a pioneer exploring, looking for 

treasures; allowing God to take us in the spirit to different levels of prayer. 

And Jesus said, " I go and prepare a place for you so that I can receive you 

to myself." I don’t believe that he was just meaning this for when we die. I do 

believe that Jesus has a place for us when we die, for when we die we are 

absent from the body and present with the Lord. Now Jesus can come to us 

and take us through the Holy Spirit to where he is now in the Father’s House. 

This is what He did for me; He just brought me into His house and into the 

rooms He has prepared. Jesus continued saying "And where I go you know, and 
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the way you know." Thomas said " Lord, we do not know where You are going, 

and how can we know the way?" Jesus said to him, " I am the way, the truth, 

and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me." In the book of 

Psalms 65:4 David talks about the Father’s house. I want to paint a picture 

about what we can look forward to, what we can explore and expect when we 

seek God. I want to instill a hunger within you for all the experiences that are 

in God. This scripture declares " Blessed is the man whom You choose, and 

cause to approach you, that he may dwell in Your courts. We shall be satisfied 

with the goodness of Your house, of Your holy temple."  

 

Psalms 36:7, “ How precious is Your loving kindness, O God! Therefore the 

children of men put their trust under the shadow of Your wings. They are 

abundantly satisfied with the fullness of Your house, And You give them drink 

from the river of Your pleasures. For with You is the fountain of life; in Your 

light we see light.” We are satisfied with the fullness and satisfied with the 

goodness of the Father’s house. 

 

Look into Jer. 31:12 , “Therefore they shall come and sing in the heights of 

Zion, streaming to the goodness of the Lord - for wheat and new wine and oil, 

for the young of the flock and the herd; their souls shall be like a well-

watered garden, and they shall sorrow no more at all. Then shall the virgin 

rejoice in the dance, and the young men and the old, together; for I will turn 

their mourning to joy, will comfort them, and make them rejoice rather than 

sorrow. I will satiate the soul of the priests with abundance, and my people 

shall be satisfied with my goodness, says the Lord.”  

 

In the Fathers house God wants to water us, fill us to the full. He wants us to 

be abundantly satisfied tasting the goodness of all he has. He allows us to be 

filled overflowing with the fullness of His house. He satisfies our mouth with 

good things so our youth is renewed like the eagle. God’s house is so full of 

treasures that you can seek and find and keep on seeking and finding coming 

into more. Matt. 7:7 God wants to share with you all that is in His kingdom. 

 

 

The Power of Persevering Prayer.

'And He spake a parable unto them to the end that they ought always to  

pray, and not to faint. . . . And the Lord said, Hear what the 

unrighteous judge saith.  And shall not God avenge His own elect, which 

cry to Him day and night, and He is long-suffering over them?  I say 
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unto you, that He will avenge them speedily.'-LUKE xviii. 108. 

 

Of all the mysteries of the prayer world, the need of persevering prayer 

is one of the greatest.  That the Lord, who is so loving and longing to 

bless, should have to be supplicated time after time, sometimes year 

after year, before the answer comes, we cannot easily understand. 

It is also one of the greatest practical difficulties in the exercise of 

believing prayer.  When, after persevering supplication, our prayer 

remains unanswered, it is often easiest for our slothful flesh, and it 

has all the appearance of pious submission, to think that we must now 

cease praying, because God may have His secret reason for withholding 

His answer to our request. 

 

It is by faith alone that the difficulty is overcome.  When once faith 

has taken its stand upon God's word, and the Name of Jesus, and has 

yielded itself to the leading of the Spirit to seek God's will and 

honour alone in its prayer, it need not be discouraged by delay. 

It knows from Scripture that the power of believing prayer is simply 

irresistible; real faith can never be disappointed.  It knows how, just 

as water, to exercise the irresistible power it can have, must be 

gathered up and accumulated, until the stream can come down in full  

force, there must often be a heaping up of prayer, until God sees that 

the measure is full, and the answer comes. 

It knows how, just as the ploughman has to take his ten thousand steps, 

and sow his ten thousand seeds, each one a part of the preparation for 

the final harvest, so there is a need-be for oft-repeated persevering 

prayer, all working out some desired blessing.  It knows for certain 

that not a single believing prayer can fail of its effect in heaven, but 

has its influence, and is treasured up to work out an answer in due time 

to him who persevereth to the end. 

It knows that it has to do not with human thoughts or possibilities, but 

with the word of the living God.  And so even as Abraham through so many 

years 'in hope believed against hope,' and then 'through faith and 

patience inherited the promise,' it counts that the long-suffering of 

the Lord is salvation, waiting and hasting unto the coming of its Lord 

to fulfil His promise. 

 

To enable us, when the answer to our prayer does not come at once, to 

combine quiet patience and joyful confidence in our persevering prayer, 

we must specially try to understand the two words in which our Lord sets 

forth the character and conduct, not of the unjust judge, but of our God 

and Father towards those whom He allows to cry day and night to Him: 
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'He is long-suffering over them; He will avenge them speedily.' 

He will avenge them speedily, the Master says.  The blessing is all 

prepared; He is not only willing but most anxious to give them what they 

ask; everlasting love burns with the longing desire to reveal itself 

fully to its beloved, and to satisfy their needs.  God will not delay 

one moment longer than is absolutely necessary; He will do all in His 

power to hasten and speed the answer. 

 

But why, if this be true and His power be infinite, does it often last 

so long with the answer to prayer?  And why must God's own elect so 

often, in the midst of suffering and conflict, cry day and night?  'He 

is  long-suffering over them.'  'Behold! the husbandman waiteth for the 

precious fruit of the earth, being long-suffering over it, till it 

receive the early and the latter rain.'  The husbandman does indeed long 

for his harvest, but knows that it must have its full time of sunshine 

and rain, and has long patience. 

A child so often wants to pick the half-ripe fruit; the husbandman knows 

to wait till the proper time.  Man, in his spiritual nature too, is 

under the law of gradual growth that reigns in all created life.  It is 

only in the path of development that he can reach his divine destiny.  

And it is the Father, in whose hands are the times and seasons, who 

alone knows the moment when the soul or the Church is ripened to that 

fulness of faith in which it can really take and keep the blessing.  As 

a father who longs to have his only child home from school, and yet 

waits patiently till the time of training is completed, so it is with 

God and His children:  He is the long-suffering One, and answers 

speedily. 

 

The insight into this truth leads the believer to cultivate the  

corresponding dispositions: patience and faith, waiting and hasting, are 

the secret of his perseverance.  By faith in the promise of God, we know 

that we have the petitions we have asked of Him.  Faith takes and holds 

the answer in the promise, as an unseen spiritual possession, rejoices 

in it, and praises for it.  But there is a difference between the faith 

that thus holds the word and knows that it has the answer, and the 

clearer, fuller, riper faith that obtains the promise as a present 

experience. 

It is in persevering, not unbelieving, but confident and praising 

prayer, that the soul grows up into that full union with its Lord in 

which it can enter upon the possession of the blessing in Him.  There 

may be in these around us, there may be in that great system of being of 

which we are part, there may be in God's government, things that have to 
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be put right through our prayer, ere the answer can fully come:  the 

faith that has, according to the command, believed that it has received,  

can allow God to take His time: it knows it has prevailed and must 

prevail. 

In quiet, persistent, and determined perseverance it continues in prayer 

and thanksgiving until the blessing come.  And so we see combined what 

at first sight appears so contradictory; the faith that rejoices in the 

answer of the unseen God as a present possession, with the patience that 

cries day and night until it be revealed.  The speedily of God's 

long-suffering is met by the triumphant but patient faith of His waiting 

child. 

 

Our great danger in this school of the answer delayed, is the temptation 

to think that, after all, it may not be God's will to give us what we 

ask.  If our prayer be according to God's word, and under the leading of 

the Spirit, let us not give way to these fears.  Let us learn to give 

God time.  God needs time with us.  If we only give Him time, that is, 

time in the daily fellowship with Himself, for Him to exercise the full 

influence of His presence on us, and time, day by day, in the course of 

our being kept waiting, for faith to prove its reality and to fill our 

whole being, He Himself will lead us from faith to vision; we shall see 

the glory of God. 

Let no delay shake our faith.  Of faith it holds good:  first the blade, 

then the ear, then the full corn in the ear.  Each believing prayer 

brings a step nearer the final victory.  Each believing prayer helps to 

ripen the fruit and bring us nearer to it; it fills up the measure of 

prayer and faith known to God alone; it conquers the hindrances in the 

unseen world; it hastens the end.  Child of God! give the Father time. 

He is long-suffering over you.  He wants the blessing to be rich, and 

full, and sure; give Him time, while you cry day and night.  Only 

remember the word:  'I say unto you, He will avenge them speedily.' 

 

The blessing of such persevering prayer is unspeakable.  There is 

nothing so heart-searching as the prayer of faith.  It teaches you to 

discover and confess, and give up everything that hinders the coming of 

the blessing; everything there may be not in accordance with the 

Father's will.  It leads to closer fellowship with Him who alone can 

teach to pray, to a more entire surrender to draw nigh under no covering 

but that of the blood, and the Spirit.  It calls to a closer and more 

simple abiding in Christ alone. 

Christian! give God time.  He will perfect that which concerneth you. 

'Long-suffering-speedily,' this is God's watchword as you enter the 
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gates of prayer:  be it yours too. 

 

Let it be thus whether you pray for yourself, or for others.  All 

labour, bodily or mental, needs time and effort:  we must give up 

ourselves to it.  Nature discovers her secrets and yields her treasures 

only to diligent and thoughtful labour.  However little we can 

understand it, in the spiritual husbandry it is the same:  the seed we 

sow in the soil of heaven, the efforts we put forth, and the influence 

we seek to exert in the world above, need our whole being:  we must give 

ourselves to prayer.  But let us hold fast the great confidence, that in 

due season we shall reap, if we faint not. 

 

And let us specially learn the lesson as we pray for the Church of 

Christ.  She is indeed as the poor widow, in the absence of her Lord, 

apparently at the mercy of her adversary, helpless to obtain redress. 

Let us, when we pray for His Church or any portion of it, under the 

power of the world, asking Him to visit her with the mighty workings of 

His Spirit and to prepare her for His coming, let us pray in the assured 

faith:  prayer does help, praying always and not fainting will bring the 

answer.  Only give God time.  And then keep crying day and night.  'Hear 

what the unrighteous judge saith.  And shall not God avenge His own 

elect, which cry to Him day and night, and He is long-suffering over 

them.  I say unto you, He will avenge them speedily.' 

'LORD, TEACH US TO PRAY.' 

 

Lord my God!  teach me now to know Thy way, and in faith to apprehend 

what Thy Beloved Son has taught:  'He will avenge them speedily.'  Let 

Thy tender love, and the delight Thou hast in hearing and blessing Thy 

children, lead me implicitly to accept Thy promise, that we receive what  

we believe, that we have the petitions we ask, and that the answer will 

in due time be seen.  Lord! we understand the seasons in nature, and 

know to wait with patience for the fruit we long for-O fill us with the 

assurance that not one moment longer than is needed wilt Thou delay, and 

that faith will hasten the answer. 

 

Blessed Master! Thou hast said that it is a sign of God's elect that 

they cry day and night.  O teach us to understand this.  Thou knowest 

how speedily we grow faint and weary.  It is as if the Divine Majesty is 

so much beyond the need or the reach of continued supplication, that it  

does not become us to be too importunate. 

O Lord! do teach me how real the labour of prayer is.  I know how here 

on earth, when I have failed in an undertaking, I can often succeed by 
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renewed and more continuing effort, by giving more time and thought: 

show me how, by giving myself more entirely to prayer, to live in 

prayer, I shall obtain what I ask.  And above all, O my blessed Teacher! 

Author and perfecter of faith, let by Thy grace my whole life be one of 

faith in the Son of God who loved me and gave Himself for me-in whom my 

prayer gains acceptance, in whom I have the assurance of the answer, in 

whom the answer will be mine.  Lord Jesus! in this faith I will pray 

always and not faint.  Amen. 

 

NOTE 

The need of persevering importunate prayer appears to some to be at 

variance with the faith which knows that it has received what it asks 

(Mark xi. 24).  One of the mysteries of the Divine life is the harmony 

between the gradual and the sudden, immediate full possession, and slow 

imperfect appropriation.  And so here persevering prayer appears to be 

the school in which the soul is strengthened for the boldness of faith. 

And with the diversity of operations of the Spirit there may be some in 

whom faith takes more the form of persistent waiting; while to others, 

triumphant thanksgiving appears the only proper expressions of the 

assurance of having been heard. 

In a remarkable way the need of persevering prayer, and the gradual 

rising into greater ease in obtaining answer, is illustrated in the life 

of Blumhardt.  Complaints had been lodged against him of neglecting his 

work as a minister of the gospel, and devoting himself to the healing of 

the sick; and especially his unauthorized healing of the sick belonging 

to other congregations. 

In his defense he writes:  'I simply ventured to do what becomes one who 

has the charge of souls, and to pray according to the command of the 

Lord in James i. 6, 7.  In no way did I trust to my own power, or 

imagine that I had any gift that others had not.  But this is true, I 

set myself to the work as a minister of the gospel, who has a right to 

pray.  But I speedily discovered that the gates of heaven were not fully 

opened to me.  Often I was inclined to retire in despair.  But the sight 

of the sick ones, who could find help nowhere, gave me no rest.  I 

thought of the word of the Lord:  "Ask, and it shall be given you" (Luke 

xi. 9, 10). 

And farther, I thought that if the Church and her ministers had, through  

unbelief, sloth, and disobedience lost what was needed for overcoming of 

the power of Satan, it was just for such times of leanness and famine 

that the Lord had spoken the parable of the friend at midnight and his  

three loaves.  I felt that I was not worthy thus at midnight, in a time 

of great darkness, to appear before God as His friend and ask for a 
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member of my congregation what he needed.  And yet, to leave him uncared 

for, I could not either.  And so I kept knocking, as the parable 

directs, or, as some have said, with great presumption and tempting 

God.  Be this as it may, I could not leave my guest unprovided.  At this 

time the parable of the widow became very precious to me.  I saw that 

the Church was the widow, and I was a minister of the Church.  I had the 

right to be her mouthpiece against the adversary; but for a long time 

the Lord would not.  I asked nothing more than the three loaves; what I 

needed for my guest.  At last the Lord listened to the importunate 

beggar, and helped me.  Was it wrong of me to pray thus?  The two 

parables must surely be applicable somewhere, and where was greater need 

to be conceived? 

 

And what was the fruit of my prayer?  The friend who was at first 

unwilling, did not say, Go now; I will myself give to your friend what 

he needs; I do not require you; but gave it to me as His friend, to give 

to my guest.  And so I used the three loaves, and had to spare.  But the 

supply was small, and new guests came; because they saw I had a heart to 

help them, and that I would take the trouble even at midnight to go to 

my friend. 

When I asked for them, too, I got the needful again, and there was again 

to spare.  How could I help that the needy continually came to my 

house?  Was I to harden myself, and say, What do you come to me?  there 

are large and better homes in the city, go there.  Their answer was, 

Dear sir, we cannot go there.  We have been there:  they were very sorry 

to send us away so hungry, but they could not undertake to go and ask a 

friend for what we wanted.  Do go, and get us bread for we suffer great 

pain.  What could I do?  They spoke the truth, and their suffering 

touched my heart.  However much labour it cost me, I went each time 

again, and got the three loaves.  Often I got what I asked much quicker 

than at first, and also much more abundantly.  But all did not care for 

this bread, so some left my home hungry.'1 

 

In his first struggles with the evil spirits, it took him more than 

eighteen months of prayer and labour before the final victory was 

gained.  Afterwards he had such ease of access to the throne, and stood 

in such close communication with the unseen world, that often, with 

letters came asking prayer for sick people, he could, after just looking 

upward for a single moment, obtain the answer as to whether they would 

be healed.

Zech 8:3 NKJV   "Thus says the LORD: 'I will return to Zion, and dwell in the 

midst of Jerusalem. Jerusalem shall be called the City of Truth, 

The Mountain of the LORD of hosts, The Holy Mountain.'  

 

Zech 8:8 NKJV  I will bring them back, and they shall dwell in the midst of 

Jerusalem. They shall be My people and I will be their God, in truth and 

righteousness.'  

 

Zech 8:16-17 NKJV  These are the things you shall do: Speak each man the 

truth to his neighbor; Give judgment in your gates for truth, justice, and 

peace; 17   Let none of you think evil in your heart against your neighbor; 

And do not love a false oath. For all these are things that I hate,' says the 

LORD."  

 

Zech 8:19 NKJV  "Thus says the LORD of hosts: 'The fast of the fourth 

month, The fast of the fifth, The fast of the seventh, And the fast of the

Mark 5:32-34 NKJV   But the woman, fearing and trembling, knowing what 

had happened to her, came and fell down before Him and told Him the whole 

truth. 34 And He said to her, "Daughter, your faith has made you well. Go in 

peace, and be healed of your affliction."   

 

You have 

spoken the truth, for there is one God, and there is no other but He. 

 

John 1:14 NKJV               The Word Becomes Flesh  
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And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the 

glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth.  

 

John 1:17 NKJV   For the law was given through Moses, but grace and truth 

came through Jesus Christ.   { AMP- 17 For while the Law was given through 

Moses, grace ( unearned, undeserved favor and spiritual blessing) and truth 

came through Jesus Christ. [Ex 20:1.]  } 

 

 

John 3:21 AMP   But he who practices truth [who does what is right] comes 

out into the Light; so that his works may be plainly shown to be what they 

are--wrought with God [divinely prompted, done with God's help, in dependence 

upon Him]. 

 

John 4:23-24 AMP   A time will come, however, indeed it is already here, 

when the true (genuine) worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and in truth 

(reality); for the Father is seeking just such people as these as His 

worshipers. 24 God is a Spirit (a spiritual Being) and those who worship Him 

must worship Him in spirit and in truth (reality). 

 

John 8:32 AMP And you will know the Truth, and the Truth will set you free. 

 

John 8:40 AMP   But now [instead] you are wanting and seeking to kill Me, a 

Man Who has told you the truth which I have heard from God. This is not the 

way Abraham acted. 

 

John 8:44-46 AMP    You are of your father, the devil, and it is your will to 

practice the lusts and gratify the desires [which are characteristic] of your 

father. He was a murderer from the beginning and does not stand in the 

truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaks a falsehood, he 

speaks what is natural to him, for he is a liar [himself] and the father of lies 

and of all that is false.  45 But because I speak the truth, you do not believe 

Me [do not trust Me, do not rely on Me, or adhere to Me].  46 Who of you 

convicts Me of wrongdoing or finds Me guilty of sin? Then if I speak truth, 

why do you not believe Me [trust Me, rely on, and adhere to Me]? 

 

John 14:6 AMP Jesus said to him, I am the Way and the Truth and the Life; 

no one comes to the Father except by (through) Me. 

 

John 14:17 The Spirit of Truth, Whom the world cannot receive (welcome, 

take to its heart), because it does not see Him or know and recognize Him. 
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But you know and recognize Him, for He lives with you [constantly] and will be 

in you. 

 

John 15:26 AMP    But when the Comforter (Counselor, Helper, Advocate, 

Intercessor, Strengthener, Standby) comes, Whom I will send to you from the 

Father, the Spirit of Truth Who comes (proceeds) from the Father, He 

[Himself] will testify regarding Me. 

 

John 16:13 AMP  But when He, the Spirit of Truth (the Truth-giving Spirit) 

comes, He will guide you into all the Truth (the whole, full Truth). For He will 

not speak His own message [on His own authority]; but He will tell whatever He 

hears [from the Father; He will give the message that has been given to Him], 

and He will announce and declare to you the things that are to come [that will 

happen in the future]. 

 

John 17:17 AMP   Sanctify them [purify, consecrate, separate them for 

Yourself, make them holy] by the Truth; Your Word is Truth…. 

John 17:19 AMP    And so for their sake and on their behalf I sanctify 

(dedicate, consecrate) Myself, that they also may be sanctified (dedicated, 

consecrated, made holy) in the Truth. 

 

John 18:37-38 NKJV    Pilate therefore said to Him, "Are You a king then?" 

Jesus answered, "You say rightly that I am a king. For this cause I was born, 

and for this cause I have come into the world, that I should bear witness to 

the truth. 38  Pilate said to Him, "What is truth?" And when he had said this, 

he went out again to the Jews, and said to them, "I find no fault in Him at 

all.  

 

Rom 1:18-20 NKJV         God's Wrath on Unrighteousness  

For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and 

unrighteousness of men, who suppress the truth in unrighteousness, 19 because 

what may be known of God is manifest in them, for God has shown it to them.  

 

Rom 1:24-25 NKJV …who exchanged the truth of God for the lie, and 

worshiped and served the creature rather than the Creator, who is blessed 

forever. Amen.  

 

Rom 2:8-11 NKJV   but to those who are self-seeking and do not obey the 

truth, but obey unrighteousness — indignation and wrath, 9 tribulation and 

anguish, on every soul of man who does evil, of the Jew first and also of the 

Greek; 10 but glory, honor, and peace to everyone who works what is good, to 

the Jew first and also to the Greek. 11 For there is no partiality with God.  
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Rom 15:7-8 NKJV Now I say that Jesus Christ has become a servant to the 

circumcision for the truth of God, to confirm the promises made to the 

fathers, 

 

1 Cor 13:4-7 NKJV   Love suffers long and is kind; love does not envy; love 

does not parade itself, is not puffed up; 5 does not behave rudely, does not 

seek its own, is not provoked, thinks no evil; 6 does not rejoice in iniquity, but 

rejoices in the truth; 7 bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, 

endures all things.  

2 Cor 4:2-3 NKJV  But we have renounced the hidden things of shame, not 

walking in craftiness nor handling the word of God deceitfully, but by 

manifestation of the truth commending ourselves to every man's conscience in 

the sight of God.  

 

2 Cor 4:2 AMP   We have renounced disgraceful ways (secret thoughts, 

feelings, desires and underhandedness, the methods and arts that men hide 

through shame); we refuse to deal craftily (to practice trickery and cunning) or 

to adulterate or handle dishonestly the Word of God, but we state the truth 

openly (clearly and candidly). And so we commend ourselves in the sight and 

presence of God to every man's conscience. 

 

2 Cor 6:7 AMP   By [speaking] the word of truth, in the power of God, with 

the weapons of righteousness for the right hand [to attack] and for the left 

hand [to defend]; 

 

2 Cor 11:10 AMP   As the truth of Christ is in me, this my boast [of 

independence] shall not be debarred (silenced or checked) in the regions of 

Achaia (most of Greece). 

 

2 Cor 12:6 AMP   Should I desire to boast, I shall not be a witless braggart, 

for I shall be speaking the truth. But I abstain [from it] so that no one may 

form a higher estimate of me than [is justified by] what he sees in me or 

hears from me. 

 

2 Cor 13:8 AMP For we can do nothing against the Truth [not serve any party 

or personal interest], but only for the Truth [which is the Gospel]. 

 

Gal 2:5 AMP To them we did not yield submission even for a moment, that the 

truth of the Gospel might continue to be [preserved] for you [in its purity]. 
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Gal 2:14 AMP   But as soon as I saw that they were not straightforward and 

were not living up to the truth of the Gospel, I said to Cephas (Peter) before 

everybody present, If you, though born a Jew, can live [as you have been 

living] like a Gentile and not like a Jew, how do you dare now to urge and 

practically force the Gentiles to [comply with the ritual of Judaism and] live 

like Jews? 

 

Gal 3:1-2 NKJV              Justification by Faith        (cf. Rom 4) 

O foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you that you should not obey the 

truth, before whose eyes Jesus Christ was clearly portrayed among you as 

crucified? 2 This only I want to learn from you: Did you receive the Spirit by 

the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? 

 

Gal 4:16 NKJV  Have I therefore become your enemy because I tell you the 

truth?  

 

Gal 5:7-8 NKJV        Love Fulfills the Law  

You ran well. Who hindered you from obeying the truth?  

 

Eph 4:15-16 NKJV   but, speaking the truth in love, may grow up in all things 

into Him who is the head — Christ —  16 from whom the whole body, joined 

and knit together by what every joint supplies, according to the effective 

working by which every part does its share, causes growth of the body for the 

edifying of itself in love.  

 

Eph 4:25-27 NKJV Do Not Grieve the Spirit  

Therefore, putting away lying, "Let each one of you speak truth with his 

neighbor," for we are members of one another. 26 "Be angry, and do not sin": 

do not let the sun go down on your wrath, 27 nor give place to the devil. 

 

Eph 5:8-9 NKJV  (for the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness, righteousness, 

and truth),

He has a morbid fondness for controversy and disputes and strife 

about words, which result in (produce) envy and jealousy, quarrels and 

dissension, abuse and insults and slander, and base suspicions, 

5 And protracted wrangling and wearing discussion and perpetual friction among 

men who are corrupted in mind and bereft of the truth, who imagine that 

godliness or righteousness is a source of profit [a moneymaking business, a 

means of livelihood].

6 [And it is, indeed, a source of immense profit, for] godliness accompanied 

with contentment (that contentment which is a sense of inward sufficiency) is 

great and abundant gain. 

 

2 Tim 2:15 AMP   Study and be eager and do your utmost to present yourself 

to God approved (tested by trial), a workman who has no cause to be ashamed, 

correctly analyzing and accurately dividing [rightly handling and skillfully 

teaching] the Word of Truth. 

2 Tim 2:18 AMP 

Who have missed the mark and swerved from the truth by arguing that the 

resurrection has already taken place. They are undermining the faith of some. 

 

2 Tim 2:25 AMP   He must correct his opponents with courtesy and gentleness, 

in the hope that God may grant that they will repent and come to know  the 

Truth [that they will perceive and recognize and become accurately acquainted 

with and acknowledge it], 

 

2 Tim 3:7 AMP    [These weak women will listen to anybody who will teach 

them]; they are forever inquiring and getting information, but are never able 

to arrive at a recognition and knowledge of the Truth.  8 Now just as Jannes 
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and Jambres were hostile to and resisted Moses, so these men also are hostile 

to and oppose the Truth. They have depraved and distorted minds, and are 

reprobate and counterfeit and to be rejected as far as the faith is concerned. 

[Ex 7:11.]  9 But they will not get very far, for their rash folly will become 

obvious to everybody, as was that of those [magicians mentioned]. 

 

Titus 1:1-2 AMP   PAUL, A bond servant of God and an apostle (a special 

messenger) of Jesus Christ (the Messiah) to stimulate and promote the faith 

of God's chosen ones and to lead them on to accurate discernment and 

recognition of and acquaintance with the Truth which belongs to and harmonizes 

with and tends to godliness, 2 [Resting] in the hope of eternal life, [life] which 

the ever truthful God Who cannot deceive promised before the world or the 

ages of time began. 

 

Titus 1:10-15 AMP   For there are many disorderly and unruly men who are 

idle (vain, empty) and misleading talkers and self-deceivers and deceivers of 

others. [This is true] especially of those of the circumcision party [who have 

come over from Judaism].  11   Their mouths must be stopped, for they are 

mentally distressing and subverting whole families by teaching what they ought 

not to teach, for the purpose of getting base advantage and disreputable gain. 

12 one of their [very] number, a prophet of their own, said, Cretans are 

always liars, hurtful beasts, idle and lazy gluttons.  13 And this account of 

them is [really] true. Because it is [true], rebuke them sharply [deal sternly, 

even severely with them], so that they may be sound in the faith and free 

from error,  14   [And may show their soundness by] ceasing to give attention 

to Jewish myths and fables or to rules [laid down] by [mere] men who reject 

and turn their backs on the Truth.  15 To the pure [in heart and conscience] 

all things are pure, but to the defiled and corrupt and unbelieving nothing is 

pure; their very minds and consciences are defiled and polluted. 

 

Heb 10:26-27 AMP  For if we go on deliberately and willingly sinning after 

once acquiring the knowledge of the Truth, there is no longer any sacrifice left 

to atone for [our] sins [no further offering to which to look forward].  27  

[There is nothing left for us then] but a kind of awful and fearful prospect 

and expectation of divine judgment and the fury of burning wrath and 

indignation which will consume those who put themselves in opposition [to God]. 

[Isa 26:11.] 

 

James 1:18-19 AMP  And it was of His own [free] will that He gave us birth 

[as sons] by [His] Word of Truth, so that we should be a kind of firstfruits of 

His creatures [a sample of what He created to be consecrated to Himself].

19 Understand [this], my beloved brethren. Let every man be quick to hear [a 

ready listener], slow to speak, slow to take offense and to get angry. 

 

James 3:14 AMP   But if you have bitter jealousy (envy) and contention 

(rivalry, selfish ambition) in your hearts, do not pride yourselves on it and thus 

be in defiance of and false to the Truth. 

 

James 5:19-20 AMP   [My] brethren, if anyone among you strays from the 

Truth and falls into error and another [person] brings him back [to God], 

 

20 Let the [latter] one be sure that whoever turns a sinner from his evil 

course will save [that one's] soul from death and will cover a multitude of sins 

[procure the pardon of the many sins committed by the convert]. 

 

1 Peter 1:22 AMP   Since by your obedience to the Truth through the [Holy ] 

Spirit you have purified your hearts for the sincere affection of the brethren, 

[see that you] love one another fervently from a pure heart. 

 

2 Peter 2:2-3 AMP   And many will follow their immoral ways and lascivious 

doings; because of them the true Way will be maligned and defamed. 

3 And in their covetousness (lust, greed) they will exploit you with false 

(cunning) arguments. From of old the sentence [of condemnation] for them has 

not been idle; their destruction (eternal misery) has not been asleep. 

 

1 John 1:6 AMP    [So] if we say we are partakers together and enjoy 

fellowship with Him when we live and move and are walking about in darkness, 

we are [both] speaking falsely and do not live and practice the Truth [which 

the Gospel presents]. 

1 John 1:8 AMP   If we say we have no sin [refusing to admit that we are 

sinners], we delude and lead ourselves astray, and the Truth [which the Gospel 

presents] is not in us [does not dwell in our hearts]. 

 

1 John 2:4 AMP  Whoever says, I know Him [I perceive, recognize, 

understand, and am acquainted with Him] but fails to keep and obey His 

commandments (teachings) is a liar, and the Truth [of the Gospel] is not in 

him. 

 

1 John 2:21 AMP   I write to you not because you are ignorant and do not 

perceive and know the Truth, but because you do perceive and know it, and 

[know positively] that nothing false (no deception, no lie) is of the Truth. 
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1 John 3:18 AMP   Little children, let us not love [merely] in theory or in 

speech but in deed and in truth (in practice and in sincerity). 

19  By this we shall come to know (perceive, recognize, and understand) that 

we are of the Truth, and can reassure (quiet, conciliate, and pacify) our 

hearts in His presence,   20 Whenever our hearts in [tormenting] self-

accusation make us feel guilty and condemn us. [For we are in God's hands.] 

For He is above and greater than our consciences (our hearts), and He knows 

(perceives and understands) everything [nothing is hidden from Him]. 

……1 John 3:21 AMP  And, beloved, if our consciences (our hearts) do not 

accuse us [if they do not make us feel guilty and condemn us], we have 

confidence (complete assurance and boldness) before God, 

1 John 4:6 AMP We are [children] of God. Whoever is learning to know God 

[progressively to perceive, recognize, and understand God by observation and 

experience, and to get an ever-clearer knowledge of Him] listens to us; and he 

who is not of God does not listen or pay attention to us. By this we know 

(recognize) the Spirit of Truth and the spirit of error. 

 

1 John 5:6 AMP   This is He Who came by (with) water and blood [His baptism 

and His death], Jesus Christ (the Messiah)--not by (in) the water only, but by 

(in) the water and the blood. And it is the [Holy] Spirit Who bears witness, 

because the [Holy] Spirit is the Truth. 

AMP 

 

2 John 1-2 NKJV           Greeting the Elect Lady  

The Elder,  To the elect lady and her children, whom I love in truth, and not 

only I, but also all those who have known the truth, 2 because of the truth 

which abides in us and will be with us forever:  

 

3 John 2-5 AMP  Beloved, I pray that you may prosper in every way and [that 

your body] may keep well, even as [I know] your soul keeps well and prospers. 

3  In fact, I greatly rejoiced when [some of] the brethren from time to time 

arrived and spoke [so highly] of the sincerity and fidelity of your life, as 

indeed you do live in the Truth [the whole Gospel presents]. 

4 I have no greater joy than this, to hear that my [spiritual] children are 

living their lives in the Truth.  5 Beloved, it is a fine and faithful work that

[especially when they are] strangers. 

3 John 8 AMP   So we ourselves ought to support such people [to welcome and 

provide for them], in order that we may be fellow workers in the Truth (the 

whole Gospel) and cooperate with its teachers. 
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Thoughts on Our Training for the Ministry of 

Intercession 

BY REV. ANDREW MURRAY 

FIFTEENTH LESSON. 

'If two agree;' Or, The Power of United Prayer 

 

'Again I say unto you, That if two of you shall agree on earth as 

touching anything that they shall ask, it shall be done for them of my 

Father which is in heaven.  For where two or three are gathered together 

in my Name, there am I in the midst of them.  Matt 18:19-20. 

 

One of the first lessons of our Lord in His school of prayer was:  Not 

to be seen of men.  Enter thy inner chamber; be alone with the Father. 

When He has thus taught us that the meaning of prayer is personal 

individual contact with God, He comes with a second lesson: You have 

need not only of secret solitary, but also of public united prayer.  And 

He gives us a very special promise for the united prayer of two or three 

who agree in what they ask.  As a tree has its root hidden in the ground 

and its stem growing up into the sunlight, so prayer needs equally for 

its full development the hidden secrecy in which the soul meets God 

alone, and the public fellowship with those who find in the name of 

Jesus their common meeting-place. 

 

The reason why this must be so is plain.  The bond that unites a man to 

his fellow-men is no less real and close than that which unites him to 

God: he is one with them.  Grace renews not alone our relation to God 

but to man too.  We not only learn to say 'My Father,' but 'Our 

Father.'  Nothing would be more unnatural than that the children of a 

family should always meet their father separately, but never in the 

united expression of their desires or their love. 

Believers are not only members of one family, but even of one body. 

Just as each member of the body depends on the other, and the full 

action of the spirit dwelling in the body depends on the union and 

co-operation of all, so Christians cannot reach the full blessing God is 

ready to bestow through His Spirit, but as they seek and receive it in 

fellowship with each other. 

It is in the union and fellowship of believers that the Spirit can 

manifest His full power.  It was to the hundred and twenty continuing in 

one place together, and praying with one accord, that the Spirit came  
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from the throne of the glorified Lord. 

 

The marks of true united prayer are given us in these words of our 

Lord.  The first is agreement as to the thing asked.  There must not 

only be generally the consent to agree with anything another may ask: 

there must be some special thing, matter of distinct united desire; the 

agreement must be, as all prayer, in spirit and in truth.  In such 

agreement it will become very clear to us what exactly we are asking, 

whether we may confidently ask according to God's will, and whether we 

are ready to believe that we have received what we ask. 

 

The second mark is the gathering in, or into, the Name of Jesus.  We 

shall afterwards have much more to learn of the need and the power of 

the Name of Jesus in prayer; here our Lord teaches us that the Name must 

be the centre of union to which believers gather, the bond of union that 

makes them one, just as a home contains and unites all who are in it. 

'The Name of the Lord is a strong tower; the righteous runneth into it 

and escape.' 

That Name is such a reality to those who understand and believe it, that 

to meet within it is to have Himself present.  The love and unity of His 

disciples have to Jesus infinite attraction:  'Where two or three are 

gathered in my Name, there am I in the midst of them.'  It is the living 

presence of Jesus, in the fellowship of His loving praying disciples, 

that gives united prayer its power. 

 

The third mark is, the sure answer:  'It shall be done for them of my 

Father.'  A prayer-meeting for maintaining religious fellowship, or 

seeking our own edification, may have its use; this was not the 

Saviour's view in its appointment.  He meant it as a means of securing 

special answer to prayer.  A prayer meeting without recognised answer to 

prayer ought to be an anomaly.  When any of us have distinct desires in 

regard to which we feel too weak to exercise the needful faith, we ought 

to seek strength in the help of other.  In the unity of faith and of 

love and of the Spirit, the power of the Name and the Presence of Jesus 

acts more freely and the answer comes more surely.  The mark that there 

has been true united prayer is the fruit, the answer, the receiving of 

the thing we have asked:  'I say unto you, It shall be done for them of 

my Father which is in heaven.' 

 

What an unspeakable privilege this of united prayer is, and what a power 

it might be.  If the believing husband and wife knew that they were 

joined together in the Name of Jesus to experience His presence and 
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power in united prayer (1 Peter); if friends believed what mighty help 

two or three praying in concert could give each other; if in every 

prayer meeting the coming together in the Name, the faith in the  

Presence, and the expectation of the answer, stood in the foreground; if 

in every Church united effectual prayer were regarded as one of the 

chief purposes for which they are banded together, the highest exercise 

of their power as a Church; if in the Church universal the coming of the 

kingdom, the coming of the King Himself, first in the mighty outpouring 

of His Holy Spirit, then in His own glorious person, were really matter 

of unceasing united crying to God;--O who can say what blessing might 

come to, and through, those who thus agreed to prove God in the 

fulfillment of His promise. 

 

In the Apostle Paul we see very distinctly what a reality his faith in 

the power of united prayer was.  To the Romans he writes (xv. 30):  'I 

beseech you, brethren, by the love of the Spirit, that ye strive 

together with me in your prayer to God for me.'  He expects in answer to 

be delivered from his enemies, and to be prospered in his work.  To the 

Corinthians (2 Cor. i. 11), 'God will still deliver us, ye also helping 

together on our behalf by your supplications;' their prayer is to have a 

real share in his deliverance.  To the Ephesians he writes:  'With all 

prayer and supplication praying at all seasons in the Spirit for all the 

saints and on my behalf, that utterance may be given unto me.'  His 

power and success in his ministry he makes to depend on their prayers. 

With the Philippians (i. 19) he expects that his trial s will turn to his 

salvation and the progress of the gospel 'through your supplications 

and  the supply of the spirit of Jesus Christ.;  To the Colossians (iv. 

3) he adds to the injunction to continue steadfast in prayer:  'Withal 

praying for us too, that God may open unto us a door for the word.'  And 

to the Thessalonians (2 Thess. iii. 1) he writes:  'Finally, brethren, 

pray for us, that the word of the Lord may run and be glorified, and 

that we may be delivered from unreasonable men.'  It is everywhere 

evident that Paul felt himself the member of a body, on the sympathy and  

co-operation of which he was dependent, and that he counted on the  

prayers of these Churches to gain for him, what otherwise might not be 

given.  The prayers of the Church were to him as real a factor in the 

work of the kingdom, as the power of God. 

 

Who can say what power a Church could develop and exercise, if it gave 

itself to the work of prayer day and night for the coming of the 

kingdom, for God's power on His servants and His word, for the 

glorifying of God in the salvation of souls?  Most Churches think their 
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members are gathered into one simply to take care of and build up each 

other.  They know not that God rules the world by the prayers of His 

saints; that prayer is the power by which Satan is conquered; that by 

prayer the Church on earth has disposal of the powers of the heavenly 

world.  They do not remember that Jesus has, by His promise, consecrated 

every assembly in His Name to be a gate of heaven, where His Presence is 

to be felt, and His Power experienced in the Father fulfilling their 

desires. 

 

We cannot sufficiently thank God for the blessed week of united prayer, 

with which Christendom in our days opens every year.  As proof of our 

unity and our faith in the power of united prayer, as a training-school 

for the enlargement of our hearts to take in all the needs of the Church 

universal, as a help to united persevering prayer, it is of unspeakable 

value.  But very specially as a stimulus to continued union in prayer in 

the smaller circles, its blessing has been great.  And it will become 

even greater, as God's people recognise what it is, all to meet as one 

in the Name of Jesus to have His presence in the midst of a body all 

united in the Holy Spirit, and boldly to claim the promise that it shall 

be done of the Father what they agree to ask. 

'LORD, TEACH US TO PRAY' 

 

Blessed Lord! who didst in Thy high-priestly prayer ask so earnestly for 

the unity of Thy people, teach us how Thou dost invite and urge us to 

this unity by Thy precious promise given to united prayer.  It is when 

we are one in love and desire that our faith has Thy presence and the 

Father's answer. 

 

O Father! we pray for Thy people, and for every smaller circle of those 

who meet together, that they may be one.  Remove, we pray, all 

selfishness and self-interest, all narrowness of heart and estrangement, 

by which that unity is hindered.  Cast out the spirit of the world and 

the flesh, through which Thy promise loses all its power.  O let the 

though of Thy presence and the Father's favour draw us all nearer to 

each other. 

 

Grant especially Blessed Lord, that Thy Church may believe that it is by 

the power of united prayer that she can bind and loose in heaven; that 

Satan can be cast out; that souls can be saved; that mountains can be 

removed; that the kingdom can be hastened.  And grant, good Lord! that 

in the circle with which I pray, the prayer of the Church may indeed be 

the power through which Thy Name and Word are glorified.  Amen.

Warring Wisely  by Kathy Gabler

         The last weekend in January we were out of town in services.  On 

Saturday night I was stirred to pray for our home church outreach.  They 

were scheduled on Sunday night to take a platform trailer and minister in the 

open at a furniture store in town.  I suddenly knew a spirit of malice had been 

loosed against them for that night, so I began to pray for their safety.  In 

prayer, I saw an aerial view of the community and one small house was 

highlighted where someone was irritated and disturbed by the noise of the 

open air music and preaching.  I prayed the peace of God would prevail over 

the anger that became the door for this spirit of malice.  

      1 Cor 5:8 mentions the “leaven of malice.”  Those words reveal the 

nature of malice to be like leaven.  Though small in quantity, the influence of 

yeast will thoroughly pervade a loaf.  In this case it might have been one 

individual upset and disturbed, but that bit of leaven had spread to others in 

the community as the spirit of malice sought a means of expression:  

      On Sunday evening, the first encounter with the spirit was a flare-up in 

Pastor’s face.  There was a sudden change of plans and he was told they could 

not use the scheduled parking lot due to an offense.  Another flare up came 

when one of the church family on their way to help set up the meeting was 

falsely accused of hitting a boy on a bicycle.  The boy had not been hit at 

all.  He simply ran out in front of the vehicle and fell, causing the driver to 

screech to a halt.  One of our youth on his way to the meeting met with a 

human road block on one of the streets near the church.  He spun his car 

around and escaped the obvious threat.  When the platform trailer was being 

returned to the church, the trailer slid in the mud and fell sideways.  The 

driver’s son, sitting near the jolting, twisting hitch could have been crushed but 

instead he ended up on the top of the tilted platform.  The spirit of malice 

struck its blows but was not ultimately successful because of God’s 

intervention.    

      As I prayed for wisdom and insight on this matter of malice, the Holy 

Spirit reminded that it was a spirit of malice that put Daniel in the lion’s den:   

The king then gave orders, and they brought those men who had maliciously 
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accused Daniel.  A spirit of malice can enter through several doors.  Of 

course, the primary entrance is through anger.  In James 1:20-21, the 

overflow of wickedness or malice (same Greek word), is linked to the wrath of 

man.  In Eph 4:31, again malice is mentioned with wrath, anger and 

bitterness.  Another springboard for malice is envy, (Titus 3:3).  We are 

urged to clean house, getting rid of malice and the rest of its gang: deceit, 

hypocrisy, envy, and slander of every kind  in 1 Pet 2:1. 

      There are even more unrighteous acts and attitudes that open the door to 

malice revealed in Romans chapter one.  We see wickedness, hatred and malice 

manifesting because of dishonor, perversity, rebellion, reprobate mind, 

covetousness and lust.  The leaven of malice is expressed in many attitudes 

and behaviors in chapter one: uncleanness, dishonor, sexual perversion 

(beastiality, homosexuality), fornication, murder, debate, whispering, 

backbiting and slander, accusation, hatred for God, spitefulness, pride, 

boasting, disobedience, breaking covenant, inventing evil things, loss of natural 

affection, unmercifulness, lack of understanding, hypocrisy and deceitfulness. 

      ENVY stirred up the spirit of malice against Daniel.  Dan 6:3-9 - Then 

this Daniel began distinguishing himself among the commissioners and satraps 

because he possessed an extraordinary spirit, and the king planned to appoint 

him over the entire kingdom. Then the commissioners and satraps began trying 

to find a ground of accusation against Daniel in regard to government affairs; 

but they could find no ground of accusation or {evidence of} corruption, 

inasmuch as he was faithful, and no negligence or corruption was {to be} found 

in him. Then these men said, "We shall not find any ground of accusation 

against this Daniel unless we find {it} against him with regard to the law of his 

God." 

      Daniel’s Response:  Daniel was not oblivious to the threats.  However, he 

did not let the malice stirred up against him decide his behavior or attitude.   

Dan 3:10 - Now when Daniel knew that the document was signed, he entered 

his house (now in his roof chamber he had windows open toward Jerusalem); 

and he continued kneeling on his knees three times a day, praying and giving 

thanks before his God, as he had been doing previously.  (NAS)   Daniel waged 

a wise warfare. 1) Daniel did not get distracted by the revealed plot.  He did 

not focus on the threat or the injustice of the situation.  2) Daniel did not 

panic because of the plot, getting caught up in emotion and pleading with the 

king to protect him or avenge him. 3) Daniel kept his priorities straight by 

simply doing what he knew to do. 4) Daniel knew the enemy’s plan and trusted 

God.   
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      Even when the enemy’s plot is discerned or blatantly exposed, we must 

not assume or presume a course of action.  A spirit of malice put Daniel in the 

lion’s den, but God shut the mouths of the lions!  Seeing what God sees is not 

enough, we need to view it the way He views it and agree with His plans for 

handling the situation.  Interestingly, God did not remove the threat, He 

simply removed its sting.  God did not stop the plan of malice by having the 

king show special favor to Daniel and make him an exception to a political 

ruling, instead He awesomely prevailed over the plot.  (As intercessors, spying 

out the enemy’s camp and perceiving his plans is not enough.  We must respond 

to the situation as God directs.  We will grow discouraged praying for God to 

remove the threat if He simply wants us to trust Him to remove the stinger 

instead!) 

      OUTCOME:  Then Daniel was exonerated . . . inasmuch as I was found 

innocent before Him; and also toward you, O king, I have committed no crime.  

And the sowing and reaping cycle came to full completion in Dan 6:23-26 -  

Then the king was very pleased and gave orders for Daniel to be taken up out 

of the den. So Daniel was taken up out of the den, and no injury whatever was 

found on him, because he had trusted in his God. The king then gave orders, 

and they brought those men who had maliciously accused Daniel, and they cast 

them, their children, and their wives into the lions' den; and they had not 

reached the bottom of the den before the lions overpowered them and crushed 

all their bones.  Then Darius the king wrote to all the peoples, nations, and 

{men of every} language who were living in all the land: "May your peace 

abound! "I make a decree that in all the dominion of my kingdom men are to 

fear and tremble before the God of Daniel; for He is the living God and 

enduring forever, and His kingdom is one which will not be destroyed, and His 

dominion {will be} forever. "He delivers and rescues and performs signs and 

wonders in heaven and on earth, who has {also} delivered Daniel from the 

power of the lions." (NAS) 

      The end result was that God was glorified in the whole community (nation) 

that had been infected by the leaven of malice.  We usually plan “successful 

endeavors” rather than spiritual wars, but the spoils of war are often much 

more impacting and more far reaching than our original plans would have been.

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Weeping Between the Porch and the Altar

Weeping between the porch and the altar - Part 1 Leonard Ravenhill  

 

I'm not really going to preach a sermon this morning, but I want to have a 

launching pad... Joel 1:13 "Gird yourselves, and lament ye priests, howl ye 

ministers of the altar. Come, lay all night in sackcloth, ye ministers of my 

God. For the meat offering and the drink offering is witholden from the house 

of your God. Sanctify ye a fast, call a solemn assembly." And then to verse 

17 of the next chapter, "Let the priests, the ministers of the Lord, weep 

between the porch and the altar, and let them say, Spare Thy people O Lord, 

and give not Thine heritage to reproach, that the heathen should rule over 

them. Wherefore should they say among the people, Where is your God?"  

 

A few years ago, Dr. Carl F. Henry, founder and editor of Christianity Today, 

sent out a questionnaire to what he called, "Twenty of the leading intellectual 

preachers in the country." And the question that he sent out was this: "What 

do you see for the church of Jesus Christ by the year 2000." I remember only 

one of the replies, it was given by Elton Trueblood, the Quaker philosopher. 

He said this amazing thing: "By the year 2000 the church will be a conscious 

minority surrounded by an arrogant, militant paganism." I swallowed that hook, 

line and sinker, and woke up about 2 o'clock in the morning with mental and I 

think spiritual indigestion. Then I began to remind myself that Christianity was 

not served up to the world in a silver platter. Christianity was born in a 

sophisticated, totalitarian society.  

The early church was walled in on one side with the mightiest military machine 

in history, the power of Rome. It was walled in on the other side with Greek 

intellectualism. It was blocked ahead by the monopoly the Jews thought they 

had on God.  

 

Those men who turned the world upside down had  

No colossal intellectual capacity.  

No great financial backing.  

No social standing. They were about the most despised men in and around 

Jerusalem. And yet they broke out somehow - and later it was said that  

 

they turned the world upside-down.  
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I think at least once a week and sometimes I think once a day, what Dr. J. B. 

Phillips, who gave us the Phillips New Testament, said of the first chapters of 

Acts:  

"This is the church of Jesus Christ before it became fat and out of breath by 

prosperity.  

This is the church of Jesus Christ before it became muscle bound by over 

organization.  

This is the church of Jesus Christ where they didn't gather together a group 

of intellectuals to study phycho-somatic medicine, they just healed the sick.  

This is the church of Jesus Christ where they did not say prayers, but they 

prayed in the Holy Ghost." There's a vast difference.  

 

The tragedy in our colleges and seminaries right now is that we turn men out 

who know the word of God. - That is never going to turn the world.  

 

The question is not whether they know the Word of God. The question is: DO 

THEY KNOW THE GOD OF THE WORD?  

 

Just to give a man a license to preach because he has so much academic ability 

is like giving a blind man a driving license. If he doesn't know God, why is he in 

this business?! We have to make up our minds if this Book is absolute or 

obsolete. It's either got the answer for our generation or forget it. We have 

to make up our minds that preaching is not a profession, it's a passion.  

 

I remember going down High Holborne in London a few years ago... well it is a 

few, twenty five I guess. A little lady was going to the mail box. There she 

was, very, very stooped and she shakily put her mail into the box; then she 

turned to go into a building. Somebody asked me, "Do you know who that is?" 

And I said, "Not the slightest idea." "That is the widow of Hugh Price 

Hughes." At one time the king of the Methodist pulpit in England. His daughter 

gave us a huge biography of her father. And she said, "When he came back on 

a Sunday night from the service, if no one had been saved, he would be 

inconsolable. You couldn't comfort him. He wouldn't eat, he wouldn't drink. He 

wouldn't even take his long coat off. He threw himself over his bed and he 

sobbed and he sobbed and he sobbed and said, 'Why? Why? Why?'"  

 

Isn't it staggering when you think that one sermon on the day of Pentecost 

produced 3000 people? And we had some cities yesterday where 3000 sermons 

were preached and nobody was saved. And it doesn't even faze us.  

The church used to be a lightning bolt, now it's a cruise ship. We are not 

marching to Zion - we are sailing there with ease.  
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In the apostolic church it says they were all amazed - And now in our churches 

everybody wants to be amused.  

The church began in the upper room with a bunch of men agonizing, and it's 

ending in the supper room with a bunch of people organizing.  

We mistake rattle for revival, and commotion for creation, and action for 

unction.  

 

Look, I think this is a critical hour in history, the most critical hour in history; 

the Middle East is ready to blow up... the prestige of this nation we love has 

gone down ... As someone said, "We live in a theater of the absurd."  

 

I'm old enough to remember years prior to World War I. My cousin had been 

to our house about a month before the war broke out, as straight as a ram-

rod. He had his red jacket with its lovely gold buttons. I looked at him and 

thought, "My, what a marvelous thing to be a soldier." On the 4th of August 

1914 the war broke out and he went with millions of other men to fight; he 

came back a total physical wreck. But you see, the slogan of World War I was 

this: "This is the war to end wars." War is not only unchristian, it's 

uncivilized.  

 

After that, from 1919 to 1939, we had twenty golden years of peace when 

the church had the greatest opportunity since Pentecost, in my judgment. Then 

came the second World War.  

 

Prior to World War I we had a group of intellectuals in England called Fabian 

Socialists. The red bearded man who gave us plays like Pygmalion and My fair 

lady, George Bernard Shaw, was one of the super intellectuals. Really, the 

leader was a self anointed and self-appointed prophet of a new world order; 

his name was H. G. Wells, a cocky little man. Those men did not talk about 

redemption, they did not talk about sin, they were just rationalists, they were 

just humanists. Away back in 1912, two years before the 1914 war, H. G. 

Wells said, "It is possible for us to have a new race of people by intellectual 

and biological processes. We don't need the Bible, we don't need the church, 

we can pull down the hills of wealth, we can fill up the valleys of poverty."  

He didn't talk about sin and redemption and wickedness.  

He talked about the adequacy of materialism.  

He talked about the inevitability of progress.  

He talked about the sufficiency of man.  

They were going to bring in a new millennium by their own genius. And then a 

shadow came over the sky. We had the 1914-18 war. And at the end, H. G. 

Wells and the gang were not so sure about things. In 1939 came the 2nd 

World War. Well, H. G. Wells had written his outline of history, but the last 
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book he wrote, in the middle of World War II, was not this rosy optimism. His 

last book was Mind at the end of it's Tether. And he said, "There is no hope 

for humanity." And he said one more sensible thing, "There is a little cavity 

somewhere in the human breast which can be filled by God and only by God."  

 

We feel a little nervous these days of talking about human depravity. Well, 

heaven knows, there has never been as much depravity around as we have 

today. Look at the iniquity that was on the earth when the prophet Elijah came 

on the scene. The nation was in bondage to idolatry, and impurity, and 

infidelity, and indifference.  

And it's my contention this morning that this pulpit is no place for puppets. In 

this day in which we live it's prophets that we need. A Jewish scholar says,  

 

"The prophet, by the very nature of his calling, is a tragic figure. He has a 

fierce loyalty toward God and he has a broken heart over a lost nation."  

 

We miss the mark telling people who are morally good, and very excellent many 

of them, that Jesus Christ came into the world to make bad men good. He did 

not. That's a fringe benefit.  

 

The first argument God has with a man is not that he's bad, it's that he is 

DEAD in trespasses and in sin. And Christianity is the only Gospel in the world, 

the only message in the world, where a man's God comes and lives inside of 

him. Where's the brooding of the Holy Ghost these days? When revival comes 

you don't daringly say, "Joe Smith is coming to preach this week, and he'll 

finish Sunday night." Where in the world did we get the idea that the Holy 

Spirit only comes at 11 o'clock Sunday morning and you send Him home at 12 

o'clock. You want Him back at 7 at night 'til 8 and we don't need Him 'til 

Wednesday night. When revival comes the lights don't go out in the sanctuary 

for weeks and weeks and weeks.  

 

I spent an afternoon in Wales in 1931 or 32 with an old man who had been one 

of the right hand men in the Salvation Army revival back in the 1880's. The 

man was eighty years of age. He told me about the amazing things that 

happened in their revivals. The men that would sit in the back seats, almost 

the scum of the earth, came in just to get warm, but they would get so 

worried when the old preacher William Booth was preaching one of his hell-fire 

messages, that they shred their hymn books. Begby, in his definitive work on 

William Booth, in the first volume I think, talks about the holiness meetings. 

And he said, "When the Holy Ghost came down and men resisted the Holy 

Ghost, the Spirit of God would lift people from the back of the sanctuary and 
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carry them over the audience and drop them at the altar ." And we think we've 

seen everything because two or three people get healed.  

 

You can not standardize revival. I am not thinking of a church revival; I'm 

thinking of a national revival. There is only one hope for America and that is 

that we have a Divine intervention in the nation. Forget your denomination, 

forget your empty seats.  

 

Let's see first of all how God grieves over the sin of the people, and after all, 

when you look in the Old Testament, God's argument was not with the 

Amalekites, and Hitites and all the other "ites". God's problem in the Old 

Testament was Israel. God's problem today is not communism, Mormonism, 

Moonism or any other "ism." God's problem is His church today. We are so 

worldly. A city wide crusade can cost two million dollars.Revival doesn't cost a 

red cent, except broken hearts. You can stage your revival; you can stage a 

city wide crusade; you can not stage Revival.Revival is a mysterious divine 

intervention. I think one of the most awesome tasks given to man was given to 

John Baptist, when God said, "Prepare YE the way of the Lord."  

 

You know, you talk about revival in this country and everybody has got tunnel 

vision. They think revival must come like Finney had it. We are not living in 

Finney's days. It would be nice to have him around, for sure, but we are not 

living in Finney's day. It is a new day. Iniquity has never swaggered like it 

swaggers now. You know what has happened in the last twenty three years in 

England? In the last twenty three years in England the Muslims have built 300 

mosques and at the same time they were building their 300 mosques the 

Church of England has closed 660 churches. Does it drive us to despair? There 

are more people lost in this world at the moment than in any period in history. 

And yet we go on as though we were on the edge of the millennium instead of 

on the edge of judgment.  

 

I believe the key to revival is given here in Joel, "Let the priests, the 

ministers of God, weep between the altar and the door posts."  

 

I was preaching in a well known college two years ago. I was preaching on 

Hannah, because I think Hannah is typical of the true intercessor. The 

intercessor believes, "The thing will happen through me. I have to stand in the 

gap." You know, when you talk about intercessors we always go back and say, 

"Well, America's had some of the best intercessors." You're right; we had.  

We had praying Payson of Portland back in the eighteen hundreds. The floor in 

his room was as hard as this metal and yet there were two grooves side by 

side where his knees used to rub in the floor.  
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What about Jonathan Goforth that went out and had revival in China?  

 

What about John Hyde, one of the greatest men ever in prayer? You know, 

the first thing that really moved me to God after I got saved? Somebody gave 

me an abridged edition of the life of David Brainard. I just could not believe 

it; I could not take it in. Could a man be so utterly selfless? The thing that is 

crippling us is our prosperity. Materialism is choking the church as well as the 

world. We want ease and comfort. When I read of a young man that could 

walk out in the snow, snow up to his chin sometimes, wrestling in prayer from 

sunrise to sunset with a tubercular body...  

 

When I read about a man that wrestled in prayer like that, I was 

dumbfounded. And since the church I went to was pretty sleepy and I was only 

about seventeen, I went out into Sherwood forest - I lived on the edge of it - 

and started praying by myself at night. We have some bracken there, and it 

grows seven or eight feet high, I used to creep in it and weep and groan and 

pray for revival. And revival came. Because I prayed? No, No. I was one of a 

number.  

 

But a man called George Jefferys came. Very humble... He never stopped to 

meet you... never mentioned money...He just came there, they sang about one 

chorus, but the ministry and the authority of God was upon him, and again the 

Acts of the Apostles were repeated. I don't think that a move of miracles like 

that is the only answer. In fact I think we could by-pass that. In the last 

thirty years America has had more healing crusades than all the nations of the 

world put together.  

 

What we need now is  

A revival of holiness.  

A revival of character.  

A revival of people who are utterly selfless  

and prepared to lay their lives on the altar for God.  

 

Paul Koffman went to Nagaland, India, to see what happened and expected 

something like Finney. When he got there saw signs and wonders and miracles, 

cripples were healed, blind people were seeing, every distorted, perverted 

thing was put right. So what? Hey, did you ever hear of a revival like this? 

The government has made an inquiry. Why has the drink traffic gone down? 

Why is it the kids are behaving in the street? Why are we not having a 

problem with drugs? Why is the nation convulsed? Why is the government 

inquirying? They were the most rebellious, lawless state in India and now they 

are the calmest. The crime has gone. People are civilized and gentle and loving. 
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Well, it's the same old story. They discovered a group of people, underground 

people, who had been praying twenty years for revival.  

 

No man - I don't care how colossal his intellect - No man is greater than his 

prayer life. To stand before men on behalf of God is one thing. To stand 

before God on behalf of men is something entirely different.  

 

We've urged people to tithe, haven't we? But we only mean their money. You 

see, we want a "revival" which is a painless Pentecost. We want something that 

won't disturb our status quo. It's "easy street" everywhere else, so why not 

here?  

 

There never has been a revival that I can trace, that hasn't been birthed 

back there with true, true, true intercession.  

 

In the city of Leeds, where I lived in England, the revival came. It came 

because there was a little man there, he was unlettered, he had no degree, 

but boy, did he have a burning heart. And he labored, and he had three 

breakdowns, not mentally, but physically. You know why? Because he fasted so 

much. But he had authority. Paul says in Ephesians 6:19, "Pray for me, that 

utterance may be given me." In other words he means, let the Word be 

endued with that mysterious thing that you can't define and nobody can give. 

The thing that we call unction. The anointing of God! If money could buy it, 

my, some of you would sell your house to get it, but you can't get it with 

money. And you can't get it at the university.  

 

We are trying to marry Christianity  

to prosperity,  

and popularity,  

and personalities. And it isn't working. Oh, you can preach the prosperity 

doctrine because that feeds our carnality. Look, why don't those men that 

preach that go to the third world to preach it where they need it? I know 

wealthy people, many of them are lovely people and I believe God lets them 

have a ministry in supplying needs. But when the church of Jesus Christ is 

prosperous, she never has revival. It's when she's poor. Prayer is the language 

of the poor. "Bow down Thine ear and hear me, for I am poor and needy."  

The self-satisfied don't need to pray.  

The self-sufficient don't want to pray.  

The self-righteous cannot pray.  

But the man who realizes,  

"I need something outside of anything that's human at all," he wants to bathe 

his soul in prayer. I went to a little Bible school in England, there were only 
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thirty five students, but I'm glad that the man who was the principal was a 

man of prayer - Samuel Chadwick who wrote the book "The Path of Prayer." 

The weakest meeting in almost any church without exception is the prayer 

meeting. And when we are not strong in prayer we are saying to God, "We can 

manage." (Of course, we shall pray if we have an invasion, we shall pray if we 

have a famine - we have a great "utility" God.)  

 

Very often we say to young people, "Now look, you have to read your Bible and 

maintain your prayer. You need to maintain your prayer life to maintain your 

Christian life." No! Not so. Not so. You need to maintain your Christian life in 

order to pray. The greatest expositor in the world living today told me 

personally, "I don't have any trouble. I delight to expound the Word. My 

books..." he wrote many, many books, but he said, "I've always found prayer 

so tough. I just find prayer the most difficult thing in the world." Read the 

Acts of the Apostles and all you read about is prayer, prayer, prayer, prayer, 

prayer. When they had prayed the place was shaken. If you want to read the 

prayer life of Jesus you would read the Gospel according to Luke because in 

every instance he gives Jesus as a praying man.  

 

I remember a series of meeting we had in Wales in 1949. After three days a 

lady, Mrs. Lewis, said to me, "Brother Ravenhill, this is the nearest thing to 

the Welsh revival that we've had." That was forty years after the Welsh 

revival. "Mrs. Lewis, what's the point of identification?" "Because we walk up 

the hill now as we walked then." And she explained, "Last night, the night 

before, the night before that," she said "it wasn't until we got to the cross 

roads and bid each other 'good night,' that we realized that nobody had said a 

word. We were so awed with the majesty and the presence of God."  

 

 

Our people don't get off the door step of the church - "Hey, do you think the 

Cowboys will win today?" It's dribble! It's nonsense! When did you last tiptoe 

out of the sanctuary when you dare not say a word? The church has to 

rediscover two things.  

One, the majesty and the Holiness of God, and  

the other, the sinfulness of sin.  

Prayer is not the easiest thing in the world,  

Prayer is the hardest thing in the world.  

Prayer is the most demanding thing in the world.  

 

I had the pleasure of praying very often with Duncan Campbell, a man God 

used in the Hebrides revival, 1950 onward. I asked him one day about a 

certain event, he said, "Yes, that's right. When I was ministering the place 
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was like iron; it seemed as though God was a million miles away. And my 

message was like throwing a rubber ball at the wall, my words came back on 

me." In front of him were all kinds of ministers, but he didn't say anything to 

the preachers and the deacons and the elders. He pointed to a boy sitting over 

there, called him by name and said, "Laddie, will you pray?" A sixteen year old 

high school boy! And he stood up, and he said in his Scottish way, "Ach, what 

is the good of praying if we are not right with God?" And he began to quote 

Psalm 24, "Who shall ascend into the hill of the Lord? He that hath clean 

hands and pure heart." and so forth and so on. "And when he'd finished," 

Duncan told me, "The stillness of eternity was on the building." And the boy 

prayed 10 minutes, 20 minutes, 30 minutes, 40 minutes, 45 minutes. And then, 

when he prayed as though he could see the invisible he said, "Satan."  

 

Oh, I've heard people say this almost facetiously in some meetings, "Get the 

Devil out of this place." The young boy stood there and said, "Satan, I rebuke 

you. Get out of this territory! In the name of the Father and the Son and the 

Holy Ghost. I plead the blood of Christ, BE GONE!"  

And just as though a switch was pulled in heaven God came on the meeting,  

He came on a tavern at the end of the road and people left it.  

He came on a dance at the end of the road and people left it. We have to 

drag people to the altar; there are no altar calls in the New Testament if you 

want to be REALLY scriptural. Altar calls are an invention for when the Holy 

Ghost doesn't deal with people. This boy prayed, the Holy Ghost came and 

that whole community vibrated with God. You see preacher, you've only two 

things to do, not twenty two. You are not supposed to be the janitor and 

running a business and finding about the church's bank balance and all that 

junk. If you are going to be a true Biblical preacher you got two things to do 

according to Acts 6:4, give yourself continually to prayer and the Word of 

God. That's all you have to do. Who is going to visit the sick? The deacons. 

Who is going to bury the dead? The deacons. (The Scripture clearly says, "Let 

the dead bury the dead." - I like to tease, you know.)  

 

You see, we want the church to function our way. "God bless our plans." "God 

bless what we do." When Alexander McClaren went to that great big church in 

Manchester, England - and I've ministered in that church - seats maybe a 

couple of thousand or so - the deacons, great bearded fellows they were in 

those days, asked him a host of questions which he answered. Finally they 

said, "We've asked you to be the pastor of this great church. We'll give you a 

new house, we'll furnish it, we'll buy you a carriage and pair," as we say in 

England, "and we'll give you a large salary." After they went on, and on, and 

on, they asked, "Will you accept this?" And he said, "All right, I'll accept it - 

that is if you accept my terms." "You have terms?" (You know most churches 
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think when they get a pastor they are renting a Hertz car. You better come 

and fit in!) "And what are the conditions?" And he laid some down, but one 

vital thing that he laid down was this, "I shall do no visiting."  

 

Dr. Tozer, I loved that precious man and talked with him often, just the two 

of us in his office and prayed with him. Dr. Tozer never went to Bible school, 

he never went to the seminary. Yet he was one of the most learned men I ever 

met. I stayed in the house of a member of his church and she said, "You know 

what? I have gone to his church twenty five years and he has not been in my 

house five times." But I'll tell you what, he spread the table, and that's all 

you have to do. You know brethren, you never have to advertise a fire. You 

don't have to advertise it in the news paper, forget it. You let the glory of 

the Lord fill the temple; people will come from hundreds of miles. Because it's 

starvation everywhere.  

 

My phone rings constantly, "I'm going to move here, I'm going to move there. 

Do you know a church that really is on fire for God? A church where they have 

all night prayer meetings?" No church should function these days without a 

whole night prayer. What do you want... social standing? Do you just want 

numbers of people? Do you want to fill the pews? Or do you want fire? I said 

last night, I think the greatest honor that was ever given to a preacher in 

history was not given by men, it was given by demons. When those demons 

said, "Jesus I know and Paul I know." Come on preacher, do you think if the 

devil has a danger list of the ten most wanted men in America you are one of 

them? I would rather be the last man on the devil's danger list than the first 

man on any honor roll you could give us about preaching. I'll say it again: 

brother, if you are not known in hell you are not worth a hill of beans.  

 

We must realize we are not just fighting a local situation, we are not fighting 

drug addiction, we are not fighting massive pornography. We are surrounded by 

an arrogant, militant paganism. If you told your grandfather forty years ago 

that forty thousand homosexuals would march down main street, he would have 

said, "Not in America." You know what? Adultery and divorce is getting to 

plague proportions even in the church of God. We don't have decent morality in 

some churches, never mind spirituality. We don't elect deacons because they 

are full of the faith and the Holy Ghost - we appoint them because they own 

two Texaco stations and a hot dog stand.  

 

Another thing Jesus did, He prayed all night before He chose His disciples. If 

we prayed all night before we chose our deacons, I guarantee half of them 

wouldn't get in... if we had to get the witness of the Sprit about it.  
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You see, I have people saying, "Why don't you write a book about some 

methods of revival." No, no. I can't do that. We don't need to find the 

formula for revival. The formula for revival is in the Word of God or else 

there isn't one.  

The formula of revival is:  

Preachers need to hit the altars and weep because they have no tears.  

Groan because there is no moving of the Spirit of God.  

Apologize to God that we've kind of manipulated the supernatural. Now, I am 

not just thinking of miracles of twisted limbs and other things. I think the 

greatest miracle that God can do is to take an unholy man out of an unholy 

world, and make that unholy man holy and put him back in an unholy world and 

keep him holy. But we are more afraid of holiness today in the church than we 

are of sinfulness.  

 

If an unclean man with an unclean spirit does unclean things, if a man that's 

vile does vile things because he has a vile spirit,  

 

surely the man who has the Holy Spirit in him will live a holy life. I don't ask 

people if they are saved anymore, forget it, everybody is "saved;" it doesn't 

mean a thing. Don't ask a man if he is born again, just look gently at him, it 

doesn't matter who he is, Pentecostal, Presbyterian, Methodist or Mennonite, 

just say, "Brother, does Christ live in you?" Well, isn't that the standard of 

the New Birth? Isn't that what Paul says, "Christ in you the hope of glory"? I 

hear an awful lot about gifts of the Spirit, that's all right.  

I hear less about the fruit of the Sprit.  

I hear less still about having your fruit unto holiness.  

I hear less still about bringing forth fruit meet for repentance. You know why 

some people don't believe in our converts? Because they don't go back and 

clear up the dirty mess that they've made as far as they can. Restore the 

stolen money...maintain the baby of the girl they got into trouble... some 

other thing they should do. Bring forth fruit. A healthy tree doesn't bring 

forth fruit. It's the tree that has all the flowing life that brings forth fruit.  

 

One day Napoleon ran his index finger round a great country, he was talking to 

his generals and he said, "There lies a sleeping giant, LET IT SLEEP!! 

Because," he said, "if that country ever wakes up and harnesses it's man 

power to it's mineral power it will shake the world." The country he outlined, 

in case you are interested, was none other than China, our biggest headache. 

See the devil standing there, he isn't running his finger round a map, he is 

running his finger round the church of Jesus Christ and he says, "There is the 

church of Jesus Christ asleep, LET IT SLEEP!!" "Because if it ever rediscovers

the power of the Holy Ghost, if it ever rediscovers the resurrection power of 

Jesus, it will shake the world."  

 

I wonder how much of our lives is dominated by the Spirit of God. No, no, no, 

we can't go to the congregations. Let the priest weep between the altar and 

the door posts. I walked round the front of the podium one day, in a 

distinguished, wonderful college, fourteen hundred students listening. I just 

walked round and said to the professors, "Gentlemen you are teaching young 

men to be preachers. In one sense, they are going to guide the church in the 

future days. Tell me this, do you have for them a course on weeping? And if 

they graduate, do you have a course on howling?"  

 

An old professor came and sat at the back in one of my meetings. He believed 

in old blood and fire, hell-fire preaching and holy living and a church being 

something which God deposited in the world just to show people how He can 

redeem us and get a bride for Himself. And you know, all the other professors 

in that university say, "That old man is senile."  

 

I like an old statement that was made I think by Montgomery, "All earthly 

things with earth will fade away, but prayer grasps eternity." And if we're 

going to see as God sees... Praying, just recently, the Lord seemed to say this 

to me, "If you claim to be filled with the Holy Spirit the things that grieve 

the Spirit will grieve you." Who does the Lord cast His burdens on? Does He 

roll them away into the oblivion? No, no, no. He says, "My yoke is easy, My 

burden is light."  

 

We don't want people to think we're depressed. I mean, everything is 

depressing outside, why cover it over? We are heading for judgment faster 

than you could ever think unless there is a divine intervention. And the key, 

again, is the priests weeping. The priests howling.  

 

We sure need  

a heaven born,  

earth shaking,  

hell-terrifying revival. And it only comes through brokeness, it comes through 

honesty. It comes when we admit, which is true of most around these days, 

that we just have a form of godliness - thank God we are not filthy and we 

are not dirty and we are not drunkards and we don't have a spare woman or 

something, we are pretty good. Ha, yes, that's just like Israel. They got out 

of Egypt and they got to Kadesh-barnea and instead of going to the promised 

land they got stuck.  

Kadesh-barnea was supposed to be a gateway and it became a goal.  
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It was supposed to be a thoroughfare and it became a terminal.  

It was supposed to be a stepping stone to something else, it  

became a stumbling block.  

 

Let me wind this up. I was reading, and I guess I read it every week or I 

recite it to myself, that amazing chapter that we call the Faith Chapter in 

Hebrews 11. Faith is mentioned twenty four times in that chapter. I believe 

the key is not just the word faith, I believe the key is the 6th verse - "He 

that cometh to God must believe that He is." He is what? He is everything 

that He said in this Word. And then, you know, I read Hebrews 11: "They 

subdued kingdoms, wrought righteousness, obtained promises, stopped the 

mouths of lions, women received their dead come to life again." I read that 

and I knelt down to pray in my office and it's as though the Lord said, "Say 

that again." And so I said it, "Lord, these people far off there, they subdued 

whole kingdoms, they wrought righteousness, they obtained promises, they 

stopped the mouths of lions, women received their dead come to life." And, as 

somebody said this year, "and not one of them had a Bible." Did you ever 

consider that? Let me take you back to a time when God's chosen people 

wondered around in sheepskins and goatskins! Now we've a land flowing with 

milk and honey - and churches flowing with mink and money. As though God 

looks on the outside. Forget it! He looks on the inside. Those people never had 

66 Books. And you know what, if the world lasts another 100 thousand years, 

which it won't, but if it did, God doesn't have anything to add to that Book. 

He's said all He is ever going to say to man.  

 

In my youth, I used to go listen in a Bible class where Dr. G. Campbell Morgan 

used to preach very often - a fascinating Bible teacher. And I remember in 

my early teens I thought, "One day I'll stay behind and ask him what kind of 

a Bible he has because all that stuff he has isn't in my Bible." I don't care 

whether you are thinking of Finney or Wesley or Booth, or any great majestic 

figure that has ruled in the church of God and seen revival, not one of them 

had a bigger Bible than you and I have. It's the same Word. Again, we better 

make our minds up whether it is absolute or obsolete. I'll tell you what, if this 

Book doesn't have the answer for a rotten, corrupt, stinking world, there is no 

answer for it. We've out sinned Sodom and Gomorra. Do you know there are 

600 million Bibles in America? Would you try to guess how many millions or 

billions of Bible cassettes there are in the nation? Would you like to try to 

estimate how many seminars there are? Or seminaries there are? Or Bible 

schools? Or how many Gospel messages are preached throughout the nation? 

And that we've got 500 radio stations that broadcast something of the Gospel.  

 

Let me give you the other side and I quit.  
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We are the most broken nation that we've ever been in history.  

We've more broken homes,  

We've more broken hearts over those broken homes.  

We've more broken little kids because of those broken homes.  

We've more minds broken by drugs,  

We've more bodies broken - over a million girls last year got pregnant under 

17 years of age. And people were marching a few years ago, "Stop the war in 

Vietnam, stop the war." "No right to kill people," and yet it's estimated in the 

last nine years we've put more than 10 million babies to death before they left 

their mother's wombs (in a Christian country. My Lord, what happens in a 

heathen country!) Do you think God Almighty is going to wink at our sin much 

longer? I don't. And the legislators can't help us,  

and the banks can't help us,  

and the government can't help us,  

and money can't help us. Our help cometh from the Lord. And the only way is 

in submission and brokeness. That we get and say, many of us,  

"Lord, I don't have the vision I used to have.  

I don't have the passion I used to have.  

I don't have the concern I used to have," not for America, for lost souls.  

 

 

Lost souls first, America second. I am convinced the key is in the ministry. 

Maybe the way to start revival in your church is to stand up next Sunday 

morning and say, "Look, I want to tell you, I've had no passion for the lost. I 

shed no tears for lost mankind. I've so many other things I am interested in." 

I believe one key to the apostle Paul's life was this, "This - one - thing - I - 

do." He lived God. He thought God. He prayed God. That's all.  

You can lash him, you can't whip it out of him.  

He can float on a piece of wood in the Mediterranean a night and a day -  

thirty six hours, you can't wash it out of him.  

They tried to starve him, you can't starve it out of him. He'd had a vision of 

the cross, he'd had a vision of the resurrection power. He'd realized the 

greatest thing this side of eternity is to be a God filled man. And goes out and 

proclaims that message, whether he goes to Jews, to barbarians, the Greeks, 

the intellectuals. He is as at home in the intellectual capital of the world, 

Athens, as he is in the religious capital of the world, Jerusalem. God never, 

never intended His church to backslide. God never intended His church to 

function with anything less than Apostolic Christianity. And it's time to call the 

church to prayer. I believe if we were as spiritual as we think we are we would 

have gone to church yesterday in sackcloth and a handful of ashes to put on 

our heads and mourn that the Glory has departed.  
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I can almost hear Duncan Campbell saying how they cried in Scotland, "Oh, 

that Thou wouldst rend the heaven and come down." You see, we've never seen 

God move 'til He's stopped the traffic.  

'Til people in the shops are singing.  

'Til the lights don't go out week after week.  

'Til the Holy Ghost is moving in factories. He's done that in other revivals.  

 

He has called us to stand in the gap.  

To be the repairers of the breach.  

To bring the powers of the world to come on this materialistic blind day in 

which we live and this sleepy Laodicean church. When He was on earth He 

cleaned the temple. I feel it needs cleansing again, from worldliness... from 

materialism... May the Lord help us to search our hearts as well as search the 

Scriptures. Help us to be honest and admit that we've failed, seek the place 

of prayer, and the place of cleansing and the place of anointing. May we be a 

vital link between His Eternal Spirit and this troubled, lost world outside.

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"The Weeping Room - Pathway to Strategy"

One day as I was in prayer the Lord began to open up my eyes to a spiritual 

encounter. I saw myself being taken up to heaven. Before me I saw a huge 

house with many rooms. I knew instantly that this was the 'Father's House'. I 

could feel the love of the father drawing me in, so I began to run as fast as I 

could to enter the house. As I entered, the Lord walked with me through many 

rooms, each one packed with spiritual meaning.  
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He quietly invited me to follow Him into the most beautiful room in the whole 

house - the intimacy room. It was absolutely extravagant and beautiful. Upon 

entering the room, I was overwhelmed with love and wanted to stay there 

forever. In the Spirit I could hear other people (other believers) in all the 

different rooms of the house. Some were studying books in the library; others 

were becoming intoxicated in the spiritual wine cellar. I was somewhat 

surprised that everyone wasn't in the intimacy room since it was the most 

beautiful room in the whole house.  

 

The Weeping Room  

 

As I was admiring this intimacy chamber, I noticed a little wooden hatch door 

on the floor adjacent to the bed. It seemed really odd to me, because it 

wasn't fancy and hardly seemed to fit with the rest of the room. I asked the 

Lord why it was there, and He told me that it led down to another room in the 

house. I asked Him why He would put this door so close to the most beautiful 

thing in the whole room, the bed. He responded, "I keep it here, because down 

there is where I spend most of my time". Instantly my curiosity was stirred so 

I asked what was down there. He said it was called the "Weeping Room".  

 

Although it hardly sounded like a room I wanted to be in, there was a cry in 

my heart that said that if that is where the Lord spends His time, then that 

is where I want to go. I asked Him if I could go down there with Him, and He 

responded "Very few will choose to go down there, it's not extravagant like 

this room, it's lonely, it's not comfortable, and you have to get very low to fit 

through the door." I told Him that I didn't care what the conditions would be 

like; I just really wanted to be wherever He was.  

 

So we opened the little hatch door and began to slowly climb down a dark 

staircase until we came upon the tiny room. I had to get on my knees to fit 

through the door because it was so small. As we entered the room it was very 

simple. All it consisted of was a small wooden chair. One of the walls had a 

small window in it. The Lord took His seat on the chair and turned His face to 

look out the window. Instantly I became aware of why this room was called the 

weeping room.  

 

You Could Hear Every Cry  

 

As you looked out the window - you could see and hear every single cry coming 

from people on the earth. You could see every single act of injustice all at the 

same time. Every starving child crying out to God, every woman being raped, 
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every moan of the rejected ... you could hear every prayer, every cry all at 

the same time. The Lord sat in His chair and watched and heard it all.  

 

At once I was overwhelmed with intercession and began to weep. I wept for 

hours. I wept for those who were hurting, but even more - I was undone by 

this beautiful King who would choose to spend His time in this place; This King 

who paid such attention to every cry and who was so full of compassion. As I 

sat and wept with the Lord, I began to 'feel' His heart-and all my selfish 

ambition began to fade away  

 

While we were in that place I noticed that there was another door in the 

weeping room. I asked the Lord what was behind that door and He told me 

that was where the 'Strategy Room' was. As He said those words, instantly in 

my spirit I knew in that room divine strategy for end-time revival was 

available. Although the door was still closed, I recognized that Wisdom and 

Revelation where in there.  

 

Divine Strategy Room  

 

Heavenly blueprints were laid out to see the fulfillment of His kingdom coming 

to earth from that room. It was like the hidden room that everybody searches 

for. Everyone longs to have divine strategy. I immediately asked if I could go 

in there and the Lord soberly told me that I didn't 'fit through the door'. I 

instantly understood that I had to spend time in the weeping room. As I began 

to really apprehend the heart of God for the poor and the broken, then issues 

of my soulish nature would be stripped away until I would become small enough 

to fit through the door.  

 

At that moment everything became clear. This was the only way to access 

divine strategy. From the place of intimacy God invites us in to a deeper level 

- He beckons us into the weeping room-a place where we choose to see what 

He sees and feel what He feels. And as we spend time getting the heart of 

God, things of our flesh begin to be stripped away until we are small enough to 

fit through the door that leads to the strategy room.  

 

I had this encounter over two years ago but I believe that God is now moving 

many in the church from the place of intimacy into weeping. This will lead them 

into the strategy room. In actuality, you never have to leave the intimacy 

room; you just discover the deeper levels. Many have already surrendered 

themselves to the weeping room and extravagantly pursued the heart of God 

for the broken- they are now being invited into the strategy room.  
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Invitation to Divine Strategy  

 

I had another encounter a little over a year ago in which I heard a loud voice 

say, "It's Time!" and in the Spirit I saw the strategy room door swing open. 

God is inviting us into divine strategy that will release a global harvest of 

souls, and establish the revelation of His kingdom on earth through overcoming 

saints.  

 

I believe that as we enter the "strategy room," we will be compelled and 

moved by what we have seen and felt in the weeping room. I have a sense that 

some have gone before us into the strategy room. Unfortunately, most quickly 

forgot what the strategy was for and used it to build their own kingdom. 

(Haggai 1:3-7) God is in the process of raising up a whole company of believers 

who are repulsed at the idea of building their own kingdom. This company will 

have their hearts truly branded with passion and compassion. These are the 

ones that God is looking to release into the strategy room. "It's Time!"
